
7. Mortgage to be countersigned by Governor

No such mortgage or any lease for a term exceeding twelve months shall be
valid unless countersigned as approved by the Governor for the time being
of the said Colony, with the advice of the Executive Council; and such
approval shall be deemed and taken in all Courts of Law to be conclusive
evidence of the fact that the institution in question is an institution within the
meaning of this Act.
