An Act to—

e prohibit the supply of tobacco products and smoking implements
to young per sons;

e regulatethe sale and promotion of tobacco products,

e prohibit the sale of productsthat resemble tobacco products,

e reducetheexposure of peopleto tobacco smoke from tobacco
productsthat are smoked by other people,

and to repeal the Tobacco Control Act 1990 and make consequential

amendmentsto the Constitution Acts Amendment Act 1899 and

Health Act 1911 and for related purposes.

Part 1 — Preliminary

Short title
Thisisthe Tobacco Products Control Act 2006.

Commencement
This Act comes into operation on aday fixed by proclamation.

Different days may be fixed under subsection (1) for different
provisions.

Purposes of the Act

The purposes of this Act are —

(8 toreducetheincidence of illness and death related to the
use of tobacco products —

(i) by prohibiting the supply of tobacco products
and smoking implements to young persons;

(i) by discouraging the use of tobacco products,

(iii) by restricting the promotion of tobacco products
and smoking generally;

(iv) by reducing the exposure of people to tobacco
smoke from tobacco products that are smoked by
other people;

and

(b) to promote good health and activities which encourage
hedlthy lifestyles.

Meanings of termsused in this Act

The Glossary at the end of this Act defines or affects the
meaning of some of the words and expressions used in this Act.

6. Supply etc. to people under 18 prohibited

A person must not sell, supply or deliver atobacco product or
smoking implement to a person who has not reached 18 years of

age.
Penalty: see section 115.

7. Purchase on behalf of people under 18 prohibited

A person must not purchase atobacco product or smoking
implement on behalf of a person who has not reached 18 years
of age.

Penalty: see section 115.

8. Vending machines not to be operated by people under 18

(1) A responsible person in relation to premises that are licensed
premises or amines amenity must ensure that a tobacco product
cannot be obtained from a vending machine at the premises by a
person who has not reached 18 years of age.

(2) A responsible person in relation to premises that are licensed
premises or amines amenity must ensure that a tobacco product
cannot be obtained by a member of the public from avending
machine at the premises without the assistance of aresponsible
person or a person acting on behalf of aresponsible person
unless the operation of the vending machine can be supervised
at al times during which the premises are open to members of
the public.

Penalty applicable to subsections (1) and (2): see section 115.

0. Indirect sales: proof of age required

A person who is requested to sell atobacco product or smoking
implement by way of an indirect sale must not authorise or
allow the tobacco product or smoking implement to be delivered
unless the person who is to take possession of the tobacco
product or smoking implement produces evidence that he or she
has reached 18 years of age.

Penalty: see section 115.

10. Marking of goodsfor delivery

A person who authorises a tobacco product or smoking
implement to be delivered must ensure that the package is
clearly marked with the words “tobacco product” unless —

(@ thetobacco product isin the manufacturer’s origina
package only and is labelled in accordance with the
regulations as required by section 19; or

(b) thedelivery is made to the holder of alicence.
Penalty: see section 115.

11. Delivery of goods:. proof of agerequired

A person must not deliver goods that are marked as a tobacco
product or might reasonably be suspected to be a tobacco
product or smoking implement unless —

(@ the person receiving the goods provides his or her full
name, date of birth and signature on adelivery
document to be kept by the deliverer; or

(b) thedelivery is made to the holder of alicence.
Penalty: see section 115.

12. Refusal of supply etc. if no proof of age
A person who is requested —

Defence: Australia Post workers

If aperson is charged with an offence under section 6 or 11in
relation to the delivery of atobacco product or smoking
implement it is a defence to prove that at the time the offenceis
alleged to have been committed the person was an employee of
Australia Post as defined in the Australian Postal Corporation
Act 1989 of the Commonwealth —

(& who was not required under alaw (other than
section 11(a)) or under the person’s contract of
employment to obtain the signature of a person
receiving the goods; and

(b) who delivered the goods by way of placing the goodsin
aletter box at the address stated on the parcel.

Proof of age

For the purposes of sections 9, 12 and 13(2)(c) the following
documents can be used as evidence that a person has reached
18 years of age —

(@ acurrent passport;
(b) acurrent Australian driver’slicence;
(c) aprescribed document,
that bears a photograph of the person and indicates by reference

to the person’s date of birth or otherwise that the person has
reached 18 years of age.

A person must not, for the purpose of obtaining atobacco

Divison 2 — Sale of tobacco products

Retailersof tobacco productsto be licensed

A person must not sell atobacco product by way of retail sale
except under the authority of aretailer’slicence.

Penalty: afine of $50 000.

For the purposes of subsection (1), persons who sell tobacco
products by way of retail sale —

(@ include aresponsible person in relation to premises that
are licensed premises or amines amenity and at which
there is a vending machine; but

(b) do not include an owner of avending machinethat is at
premises that are licensed premises or a mines amenity
if the owner of the vending machineisnot aso a
responsible person in relation to those premises.

A person must not sell atobacco product by way of wholesale
sale except under the authority of awholesaler’s licence.

The holder of alicence must not sell, or authorise or allow to be
sold, atobacco product by way of retail sale or wholesale sale

The holder of aretailer’s licence must ensure that tobacco
products are not sold at more than one place in the premises
specified in the licence.

The holder of aretailer’s licence must not display, or authorise
or allow to be displayed, tobacco products or packagesin such a
way that the total surface area of products or packages facing
customersis greater than 1 m?or such lesser areaasis
prescribed.

The holder of aretailer’s licence must not display, or authorise
or allow to be displayed —

(@) acarton or apart of acarton; or

(b) any other kind of package that is prescribed.

accordance with the regulations.

The holder of aretailer’slicencein relation to premises that are
licensed premises or a mines amenity at which thereisa
vending machine must not display, or authorise or alow to be
displayed in, on, or in the vicinity of, the vending machine

Vending machinesrestricted to and at certain premises

A person must not place, or authorise or allow to be placed, in
any premises a vending machine for operation by members of
the public unless the premises are licensed premises or a mines
amenity.

A person must not place, or authorise or allow to be placed, in
premises that are licensed premises or a mines amenity —

(& more than the prescribed number of vending machines
for the premises,

(b) avending machine having a size or capacity that is
greater than the prescribed size or capacity; or

(c) avending machinein alocation on the premisesthat is
not in accordance with the regul ations.

Penalty applicable to subsections (1) and (2): see section 115.

Mobile selling of tobacco products

In this section —

“carried by” includes carried on atray or in abag or other
container.

A person must not, in the course of conducting abusinessor in
the course of the person’s employment, sell atobacco product
that is carried by the person.

A person must not authorise or alow another person (the
“seller”) to sell atobacco product that is carried by the seller.

Penalty applicable to subsections (2) and (3): see section 115.

Subsections (2) and (3) apply whether or not the tobacco
product, or the tray on which or the bag or other container in
which the tobacco product is being carried, is being carried by
the person at the time of the sale.

Part 3— Advertising and promotion

Tobacco advertisementsrestricted

A person must not display or broadcast a tobacco advertisement
in apublic place.

A person must not display or broadcast a tobacco advertisement
that can be seen or heard from a public place.

A person must not distribute to the public any unsolicited object
that constitutes or contains a tobacco advertisement.

A person must not sell or hire an object that constitutes or
contains a tobacco advertisement.

Penalty applicable to subsections (1), (2), (3) and (4): see
section 115.

In proceedings for an offence under this section it isto be
presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that if the thing that is
alleged to constitute a tobacco advertisement contains the trade
mark in respect of, or registered design or brand name of, a
tobacco product or smoking implement then it promotes the
tobacco product or smoking implement.

Certain advertisements and information not prohibited

Section 31 does not apply in relation to any of the following —

(@ anything done by means of aradio or television
broadcast;

(b) atobacco advertisement in a publication published
outside Western Australia unless the sole or main
purpose of the publication is to promote a tobacco
product or smoking generally;

(c) atobacco advertisement in or on a package;

(d) atobacco advertisement comprising only information
about the availability of tobacco products from premises
specified in aretailer’ slicence or avending machine or
the prices of those productsif theinformation is

(2) Despite subsection (1)(b), section 31 appliesto atobacco
advertisement that is provided in or with a publication if the
advertisement comprises a separate document inserted or
otherwise incorporated into or onto the publication.

(3) Section 31 does not apply in relation to the taking of any action
to prevent atobacco product or smoking implement (a
“product”) from causing injury to anyone, including action —

(@) torecal aproduct;

(b) todisclose adefect in, or adangerous characteristic of, a
product;

(c) todisclose circumstances in which the use of a product
isor may be dangerous; or

(d) todisclose proceduresfor disposing of a product.

33. Prizes, competitions

(1) A person must not, in connection with the sale of atobacco
product or for the purpose of promoting atobacco product or
smoking generally, supply to any person (whether or not the
purchaser) —

(@ aprize, gift or other benefit; or
(b) astamp, coupon, token, voucher, ticket or other thing by
virtue of which the purchaser or any other person may

become entitled to, or may qualify for, aprize, gift or
other benefit.

Penalty: see section 115.

If aperson is charged with an offence under subsection (1) it is

() that the prize, gift or benefit supplied was only
incidentally connected with the purchase of atobacco
product; and

(b) that equal opportunity to receive that prize, gift or
benefit was afforded generally to persons who
purchased products, whether or not they were tobacco
products.

In the case of a sale of tobacco products to the holder of a
licence, subsection (1) does not apply to a discount provided in
connection with that sale as long as the discount is based on,
and only on, the quantity of tobacco products the subject of that
sae.

Free samples

A person must not, for the purpose of promoting a tobacco
product or smoking generally, offer, give or distribute afree
sample of atobacco product to a member of the public.

Penalty: see section 115.

Sponsor ships

In this section —
“sponsor ship” includes any of the following —
(@ ascholarship, prize, gift or other like benefit;

(b) afinancia arrangement (other than bona fide contract
of service or contract for services) for the direct
promotion or publicising of one or more of the things
mentioned in subsection (2)(a) or (b) through the
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medium of sporting, arts, youth, educational or other
like activities.

(2) A person must not promote, or agree to promote —

(@ atobacco product or smoking generaly; or

(b) thename or interests of alicence holder or atobacco
company in association directly or indirectly with a
tobacco product,

under a contract, or an arrangement (whether or not legally
binding), under which a sponsorship is provided, or to be
provided, by another person.

(3 A person must not provide, or agree to provide, a sponsorship
under a contract or arrangement of akind referred to in
subsection (2).

Penalty applicable to subsections (2) and (3): see section 115.

(4) Inproceedings for an offence under subsection (2)(b), it isto be
presumed, unless the contrary is proved, that the name or
interests of alicence holder or atobacco company isin
association directly or indirectly with the tobacco product if that
name or those interests are commonly associated by members of
the public with the tobacco product.

How and when to apply for renewal

An application for the renewal of alicenceisto be —
(& madein an approved form;
(b) lodged in an approved manner; and
(c) accompanied by —

(i) other evidence of anatureor inaformthat is
prescribed; and

(ii)  the prescribed licence fee.

The applicant must aso provide any other information that the
CEO requiresfor the proper consideration of a particular
application.

An application for the renewal of alicenceisto be made no
later than 28 days before the day on which the licence is due to
expire or at such later time as the CEO allows having regard to
section 40(2).

I ssue, renewal, of licences

The CEO isnot to issue alicence if the applicant has not
reached 18 years of age.

The CEO isnot to issue aretailer’ s licence to authorise the sale
or supply of tobacco products from temporary premises at an
event which the CEO expectsto be attended by a significant
number of people who have not reached 18 years of age.

To determine the suitability of an applicant to beissued with a
licence the CEO isto have regard to whether —

(@ theapplicant has been refused, or disqualified from
holding, alicence under this Act or a corresponding law;
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(b) the applicant isthe holder of alicence, under this Act or
acorresponding law, that is suspended;

(c) theapplicant has, at any time, been convicted of an
offence under this Act, a corresponding law, or any
legislation repealed by this Act;

(d) theapplicant has, in the 10 years before the application
is made, been convicted anywhere in the world of an
offence involving fraud or dishonesty;

(e) theapplicant isthe subject of apending charge
anywhere in the world for an offence involving fraud or
dishonesty;

(f) theapplicant islikely to carry on the activities of a
licence holder honestly and fairly;

(g) theapplicantisafit and proper person to hold alicence;
and

(h) thereisany other good reason for not issuing or
renewing the licence.

(4) TheCEOisnot torenew alicenceif in the CEO’s opinion there
are sufficient grounds to make an allegation under section 47.

(5 Where an application is made for the issue or renewal of a
licence to be held on behalf of a body corporate, the CEO is not
to issue or renew the licence unless the CEO has regard to each
of the mattersreferred to in subsection (1), (3) or (4), asthe case
may be, in relation to each of the following personswho is
relevant to the application —

(@ thebody corporate;

(b) the officers of the body corporate.

(6) Thelicencefeeisto berefunded if an application for the issue
or renewal of alicenceisrefused.

Access to, and return of, thingstaken from premises

The CEO must ensure that a person from whom a document or
other thing is taken from premises and who would otherwise be
entitled to possession of it is given acopy of it, or reasonable
accessto it, as appropriate.
