If, before the day on which this section comes into operation,
the term of arelevant licence was extended as a result of an
application lodged at an office of the Department —

(b) anything done or purportedly done under the licence, or
in relation to the licence, after the extension,

are taken to be, and aways to have been, as valid and effective
as they would have been if the application had been lodged at
the office of the mining registrar.

7. Pending applicationsfor extension of term

If —

(@ anapplication for the extension of the term of arelevant
licence has been lodged at an office of the Department;
and

(b) the application has not been determined before the day
on which this section comes into operation,

the application is to be dealt with and determined asiif it had
been lodged at the office of the mining registrar.

Part 3— Provisionsrelating to miscellaneous licences

8. Validation of grant of certain miscellaneous licences

If, before the day on which this section comes into operation, a
miscellaneous licence was granted for a purpose approved or
specified by the Director General of Mines —

(@ thegrant of the licence; and

(b) anything done or purportedly done under the licence or
in relation to the licence,

are taken to be, and aways to have been, as valid and effective
as they would have been if the purpose so approved or specified
had been prescribed for the purposes of the Mining Act 1978
section 91(1) at the time of the grant.

9. Pending applicationsfor miscellaneous licence

If —

(@ an application has been made for a miscellaneous
licence for a purpose approved or specified by the
Director Genera of Mines; and

(b) the application has not been determined before the day
on which this section comes into operation,

the application is to be dealt with and determined asif, on and
from the time the application was made, the purpose so
approved or specified were prescribed for the purposes of the
Mining Act 1978 section 91(1).
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
