By-Laws of the Corporation of IFremantle.

No. L
A By-Low to vegulate, by means of Standing Orders, the
proceedings of the Municipal Council within und for the
Town of Fremantle.

Business of the Council to be conducted according to the following Standing
Orders.
REAMBLE.—Whereas by the Municipal Institutions
Act, 1876, Sect. 49, it is enacted that “ It shall be
“lawful for the Council to make, publish, alter, modify,
“amend or repeal such By-Laws and Regulations as to
“them shall seem meet for regulating their own proceed-
“ings,” and by the said Act it is further enacted that
“such By-Laws should not be inconsistent with, or repug-
“nant to, any of the provisions of that Act, or to any law
“in force, and when confirmed by the Governor, with the
“advice of the Executive Council, and published in the
“ Government Gazette, but not sooner or otherwise, should
“have the force of law;” And whereas it is expedient to
make divers regulations for condueting the proceedings
and business of the said Municipal Council: Be it there-
fore enacted and ordered and directed by the Mayor and
Cotmncillors of the Town of Fremantle that, from and after
the date of this By-Law coming into operation, the pro-
ceedings and business of the said Municipal Conneil shall
be condueted according to the following regulations only,
which shall be and be called the Standing Orders of the
sald Municipal Council; that is to say—

Cumaprer 1.
Order of Proceeding.
Monthly meeling.

1. The Council shall meet at the Council Chamber on the
first Tuesday in every month, or oftener if necessary, at
the hour of 8 pm., for the transaction of their ordinary
business.

Council to sit with open doovs,

2. The business of the Council shall be condncted on all
ordinary occasions with open doors; but any one member
present may require the exclusion of strangers until it
shall have been decided by the Council whether the ques-
tion proposed shall be discussed with open doovs.

Quorum.

3. That four members, in addition to the Chairman, shall
constitute a quorum.

Notice of Mectings to be yiven,

4. Previous to any meeting of the Council, a notice of the
time and place of such intended meeting, signed by the
Town Clerk, shall be left at the usual place of business or
abode of every member of the Council, or sent to him by
post, one elear day at least before such meeting.
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Commencement of Business.

. The Council shall commence business so soon after the
time stated in the summons as there shall he a sufficient
number of members to form a quorum: but if at the expiry
of fifteen minutes from the "cime specified in the summons
there is not a quorwum present, no business shall be trans-
acted by the Council at that mwtn a.

When o quorum aol present.

6. At all meetings of the Council, when there is not a
quorwm present, or when the Council is counted out, such
circumstance, together with the names of the members then
present, shall be recorded in the minute-book.

Congirmnation of Minuies.

. The minutes of any preceding meeting, not previously
conﬁnngd shall be vead as the first business ab all mcctmos
of the Couneil in order to their confirvmation, and no dls~
cussion shall be permitted thereupon except as to their
accuracy as a mcord of the proceedings.

Council may vesolve {tself into Committee.
That on the discussion of any motion, the Council, if
it shall deem expedient, may resolve itself into committee
for the purpose of better discussing the subject matter of
such motion.
Standing Orders to be obscrved in Committees.
9. That the Standing Or deu of the Council shall be
observed in all committees of the whole Council, except the
rule Limiting the number of times of speaking.

8

Order of Business.

10. At all meetings of the Counecil (unless otherwise pro-
vided for by law) The reading of correspondence uncon-
nected with the orders of the day, the presentation of
petitions by members of the Council, and the bringing up
of reports of any committees, shall have Pl(,(‘(,dLDCL of the
regular business.

Notice-paper.

1. The orders of the day shall include all matters avis-
ing out of the proceedings of former meetings of the
Council, and any business which the Mayor may think fit
to bring under consideration. Any member of the Council
may, ho\%ov er, bring forward such business as he may con-
sider advxsab% in the form of a notice of motion; such
notice to be given in wvitinw to the Town Clerk, either at
the previous meeting, or at least three clear days previous
to the meeting at which the same is to be taken into con-
sidervation, and all such notices of motion shall be con-
sidered in the order in which they ave given.

Proceeding with Notice-paper.

12. No motion entered on the notice-paper shall be pro-
ceeded with unless the member who has given such notice,
or some one authorised by him, be present when the busi-
ness is called in order; and in case he is not present, either
himself or by proxy, the notice shall be struck out of the
paper.

By-Laws.

13. No By-Law shall be finally passed or adopted at the
meeting at which it shall have been first proposed, nor
until the next meeting of the Council regularly convened;
and every such By-Law shall in the interim remain open for
the inspection of any person whose name is on the assess-
ment rolil.

CHAPTER 2.
Order of Debate.

3Motions and dmendments, how proposed.

14. Any member desirous of proposing a motion or
amendment, or of discussing any matter under considera-
tion, must address the Mayor or other presiding Chairman,
and no member when speaking shall be interrupted unless
called to order; in which case the member calling to order
shall be heard thereupon in preference to any other
speaker, and the question of order shall be disposed of
before the subject is resumed or any other subject entered
upon.

15. Any member desirous of proposing either an original
motion or amendment must state the nature of such motion
or amendment before addressing the Council in support
thereof.

16. Any member making a motion or amendment shall,
if demanded by the Mayor, put it in form, sign and deliver
it to the Town Clerk, who shall add thereto the name of the
seconder; and no motion or amendment so made shall be
withdrawn without leave of the Council.

Seconding of Motions and Enforcement of Standing Orders.

17. No motion or amendment shall be entertained or
discussed unless it be seconded ; any member may, however,
require the enforcement of any Standing Order of the
Council by simply noticing that such order is disobeyed.

As to speaking in moving or seconding Jotions.
18. Any member moving or seconding any wmotion or
amendment shall be held to have spoken on that question.

19. The members in speaking shall designate the Mayor
by his title, but the Councillors only by their respu:tlv
names.

Pre-audionce.

20. If two or mors members rise to speak at the same
time, the Mayor or other presiding Chairman shall decide
which is entitled to pre-audience.

Mayor fo call fo order in certain cases.

21. The Mayor or other presiding Chairman shall, with-
out waiting for the interposition of the Council, call to
order any member proceeding to speak a second time,
unless entitled to re ply, or in explanation where he has
been misrepresented or misunderstood.

Speaking twice.

22, No member shall speak twice on the same question
except by way of explanation, or in reply upon any original
motion of which he may have been the mover, or as the
mover of the amendment last carried; and after the reply,
the amendment, or the original motion, as the case may be,
shall be immediately put to the vote.

Digression, imputation of motives, ofc.

23. No member shall digress from the subject matter of
the question under discussion, or impube improper motives
to others, and all personal reflections upon any member
shall be considered highly disorderly.

Decision of Points of Order.

24. The Mayor or other presiding Chairman, when called
upon to decide a point of order or practice, shall state the
rule or precedent applicable to the case without argument
or comment, and his decision as to what 1s order or expla-
nation shall be final, pre hic vice, in each case.

Offensive Iwpressions.

25. Any member who shall use any expression capable of
heing apphut offensively to any other member shall, if
l‘equucd by the Council, withdraw such expression, and
make a samshctmy apoloo y to the Council, under a
penalty (in case he refuses or neglects to do so before the
rising of Council) of not less than one nor more than ten
pounds. (40 Vie., No. 13, Sec. 52.)

Words may be taken down.

26. Any member may require the Town Clerk to take
down any particular words used by a member immediately
upon the same being spoken.

Production of Documents.
27. Any member may, of right, require the production
of any of the documents of the Municipal Council relating
to the question or matter in discussion.

Amendments.

28. One amendment only shall be discussed at one time;
but, if lost, another may be moved before the original
question is put to the vote; but, upon any amendment
being carried, it shall be competent for any member to
move one other amendment thereon, but no more.

Amendment if carried to quash original Motion.

29. Upon the adoption of any amendment by the Council,
such amendment shall be held to have quashed the original
motion; and for all the purposes of subsequent discussion,
the amendment so carried shall be acted upon as an
original motion.

Vote, how taken.

30. The Mayor or other presiding Chairman shall, in
taking the vote om any motion or amendment, put the
question first in the affirmative, and then in the negative;
and he may do so as often as is necessary to enable him to
form and declare his opinion, from the show of hands, as
to which party has the majority.

Manner of Voling. Divisions.

31. The Council shall vote by show of hands, except in
the cases of elections, when the vote shall be by ballot.
Any member of the Council may, however, call for a division
upon any question; in which case the members voting in
the affirmative shall stand up and those in the nwafmv
shall retain their seats, until the vote is recorded.

Adjowrnment.

32. No discussion shall be allowed on any motion for
adjowrnment of the Council; but if, on the question being
put, the motion be negatived, the subject then under
consideration, or the next on the notice-paper, shall be
discussed, or any other that may be allowed precedence,
before any subsequent motion for adjournment shall be
entertained ; but if the motion for adjournment be carried,
the business then undisposed of shall have precedence at
the next meeting of the Council.
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Protests.

33. Any member of the Council may enter his protest
against any resolution of the Council, provided that such
protest is not inconsistent with truth or disrespectinl to the
Council. Notice of intention to protest must, however, in
every case be given on the adoption of the resolution to be
protested against; and the protestsigned by the member or
members protesting, and specifying the reasons for protest-
ing, must be entered by the Town Clerk, before the next
regular meeting of the Council, in the Minute Book, in the
usual way.

Resolutions, how rescinded,

34. No motion, the effect of which, if carried, would be
to rescind any motion which has already passed the Council,
shall be entertained during the same Municipal year, unless
a call of the whole Council has been duly made for that
purpose; and no motion for rescinding any resolution of
the Council which shall have been negatived by the Couneil
shall be again entertained during the same Municipal year,
unless by consent of at least four of the members.

CHAPTER 3.

Elections.

Notice of Elections.

35. No election to any office at the disposal of the
Council shall take place unless seven clear days’ notice at
least shall have been given by advertisement in one or more
of the local newspapers, inviting applications for candidates
properly qualified.

Fizing of Solaries.

36. The salary or allowance attached to all officers and
places at the disposal of the Council, excepting the office of
Mayor, shall be fixed for the Municipal year in all cases
before proceeding to the Election.

Election of Officers.

37. At all elections for offices at the disposal of the

Council the voting shall take place by ballot.
Security.

38. No member of the Council, nor any officer of the
Municipal body holding office under the Council, shall be
received as sureby for any officer appointed by the
Couneil, or for any work to be done for the Council ; and in
all cases in which security for the due and faithful per-
formance of any duby or contract is required, the expense
of preparing such security shall be borne by the party
giving the same.

CHAPTER 4.
Miscellaneous Regulations.
Call of Council,

39. For the consideration of any By-Law, or for the raising
or appropriating of money, or for the objects contemplated
in Standing Order No. 34, it shall be competent for any
member, without previous notice, to move for a call of the
whole Council for the consideration of any such subject, at
the next or any subsequent meeting ; and upon such motion
being carried, due notice thereof shall be given in the
Notice-paper for the day when the order of the day or
notice of motion for which such call was made is set down
for consideration; and any member not in attendance
when such order of the day or notice of motion comes
under consideration, or not in attendance at the voting
upon such question or any amendment thereof, whether of
adjournment or otherwise, shall be liable to a penalty of
One pound, unless reasonable cause for such absence be
shown to the satisfaction of the Council.

40. Any one or more of the Standing Orders of the
Council may be suspended pro temporein case of emergency,
provided that five members at least be present, and the
majority then shall decide whether such suspension is
necessary.
