apl'ointed by the Governor, \yith the advi('c of thc Exceu­
tiv'c Couneil, for the Fremantle P\1bli(' Hospital; And 
whereas the said Boar(l lmye, \111,1('1' the provisions of the 
sai,1 Act, power to make aud royoke By-laws and Regu­
lations as therein mentioned: Now th('refore the said 
BO[l!:d, v,ith the approyal of the Governor, do make the 
following Rules and Regulations, that is to say: 

Proceedings of the Board. 

1. The Boart1 of Management shall meet at the hos­
pital on the last Friday of the month at ·1.30 p.m., or at 
RllCh other day, place, or hour as may be fixed at any 
meeting of the Board; fi,'e members to form a quorum. 

.) If a quorum be not present at fifteen minutes after 
the hour appointed for the meeting, those present may 
fix 11 day and hour to which the Board meeting shall 
stand adjourned, otherwise the meeting shall stand ad­
journed to the next day of meeting.

12. The annual meoting of the contributors to the 
Hospital shall take place on the first Friday in J anllary 
of every year, when the election of members of the 
Board shall take place. 

13. '1'he proposer of each candidate may act as 
scrutineer. 

14. Any person proposing. a candidate shall produce 
such candidate's ,nitten consent to serve if elected. 

15. 'rhe poll shall be .taken by receipt of papers, per 
post or otherwise, containing the names of the candi­
da tes voted for, and the signature of the contributor 
voting. Any voter may vote for anyone or more of 
the cam1idates. 

16. The Secretary, in conjunction with the scrutineer 
of each candidate shall take charge of the voting papers, 
and at the close of the poll shall draw up a minute of 
the result, which, when countersigned by the Chairman, 
shall be entered in the minute book, and shall not be sub­
ject to any after dispute or inqniry, except as next 
mentioned. 

17. If the validity of any election is disputed, all 
questions in dispute shall, withiu seven days ?f. the elec­
tion, be referred to and settled by the remammg mem­
bers of the Board, 01', in ease of the first election, by the 
Colonial Secretary. 

18. Special meetings can be called by the Chairman 
or any three members of the Board. Due notice must be 
given of all elections. 

10. The last precc(ling eight rules shall not c011;e into 
force Hntil the proyisions of Section 5 of the smd Act 
have been complied with.

Admi!!!!ioll and Discharge of Patients. 

20. En?ry contributor of £1 annually shall have the 
privilege of recommeniling one in-door patient; of £5 
annually, three in-door patients; and of £10 annually 
shall have the privilege of always having one patient in 
the Hospital. Life contributors shall haye the same 
privilege ill proportion; their donations being estimated 
as annual contributions of one-tenth. It is to be dis­
tindly ul1t.lerstool1 that these recommendations are only 
to he· given to persons 011 account of their poYerty, an;1 
,vho are proper subjects for Hospital treatment in the 
opinion of the House Surgeon. 

21. Except in urgent cases applicants for admission 
to tho Hospital who llcsire to be attended free of charge 
shall make a statutory declaration, in the form provided 
for that purpose, that they are unable to pay for medical 
attendance. Any person making a false declaration will 
be liable to prosecution for perjury, and also to be pro­
ceeded against nuder Section 66, Sub-section 2, of " '1'he 
Police Act, 1892." 

22. Except in cases of pm-erty every patient entering 
tho Hospital, shall be liable to pay 3s. per day for his 
u:aintcnance and shall, as soon as possible after his a(l­
missipn, sign a ,uitten agreement to pay such charge. 
1'ho House Surgeon shall be at liberty (whether such 
agreement be signed or not) to de(luct the alllount 
(I11C by allY patient for maintenance, frol11 any l11on0Y 
belonging to tho patient in the hands of the Board. 

23. Every legally qualified medical practitioner and 
e\-ery member of the Board of Management may like­
wise recommend patients fol' admission.

Ministers of, or members of any 'sisterhood in connec­
tion 'with, the religious denominations to which they re­
spectively belong, and the professed religion of every 
patient shall be entered in the admission book on admis­
sion; ministers, and such other persons, as aforesaid, 
however, will not be allowe(l to remain in the wards 
(except in cases of the greatest emergency) (luring the 
professional visits of the medical officers; and they shall 
retire from the ward during such time as may be neces­
sary for the Meclical Officers to discharge their duties_ 
It is also to be insisted upon that ministers of religion 
and s11ch other persons, as aforesaid, visiting the Hospi­
tals for the purpose of administering religious instruc­
tion to the patieuts, shall visit the patients of their 
denomination only, and shall so conduct their services as 
not to interfere with the repose anc1 quiet of other 
patients in the neal' vicinity.
