PUBLIC CEMETERY, TRAYNING. 

By-laws. 
BY virtue of all powers in that behalf vested in the 
Trustees of the Public Cemetery, Trayning, the said 
Trustees make the following By-laws:- 

1. All fees and charges payable to the Trustees, as 
set forth in the Schedule A, shall be paid at the times 
and manner therein mentioned. 

2. Any person desiring to inter any dead body in the 
cemetery shall make an application to the Trustees. 
Upon such application being approved by the Trustees, 
and upon payment of the prescribed fees, they shall cause 
to be issued to the person so applying an order for 
burial. 

3. All applications for interment shall be made at 
lease eight working hours prior to the time fixed for 
burial. An extra charge shall be made for applications 
within such time. No free interment shall be allowed 
unless the application, together with the Justice's order 
therefor, be handed in in such time as to allow of at 
least eight working hours as above. 

4. The Trustees shall cause all graves to be dug, and 
vaults, brick graves, or graves to be re-opened as and 
when required. 

5. Before any interment is allowed the "Order for 
burial" shall be handed to and retained by the grave-
digger. 

6. Every grave shall be at least 6 feet deep, and 
no interment shall be allowed in any grave with a less 
depth than 4 feet 6 inches, from the top of the coffin 
to the original surface of the surrounding ground. 

7. In the case of an application for interment in any 
private grave or vault to which the deceased had no 
claim during life, the written and verified consent of 
the grantee shall be handed in with the application. 

8. No burial shall be allowed to take place in the 
cemetery unless a certificate from a District Registrar of 
deaths that the death has been registered, or a Coroner's 
order for burial is handed to the Trustees. 

9. The hours for burial shall be as follows:-
1st September to 30th April-Week days, from 

8 a.m. to 6 p.m.; Sundays, from 2 p.m. to 
6 p.m. 

1st May to 31st August-Week days from 8 
a.m. to 5 p.m.; Sundays, from 2 p.m. to 
5 p.m.; 

and no burial shall be allowed to take place, nor any 
coffin allowed to enter the cemetery at any other hour 
except by written permission of the Trustees. 

10. The time fixed for any burial shall be the time 
at which the funeral is to arrive at the cemetery g"ales, 
and such time shall be rigidly and punctually observed. 

11. No hearse, mourning coach, or other vehicle shall 
enter the cemetery, or proceed except at and by such 
roads as directed by the officer of the Trustees from 
time to time. Any driver or other person failing or 
neglecting to observe such directions commits an offence 
against these By-laws. 

12. Children under the age of ten years entering the 
cemetery must be in charge of some responsible person. 

13. It shall be Unlawful for any person to smoke 
within the cemetery, or to discharge any fireworks 
therein. 

14. No dogs shall be allowed within the cemetery, 
and any person taking a dog into the cemetery commits 
an offence against these By-laws. 

15. Any person violating the rules of propriety and 
decorum, or committing any nuisance or trespass, or 
injuring any tree, shrub, flower, border, or any erection. 
commits an offence against these By-laws. 

16. No person shall promote, or advertise, or carry 
on within the cemetery any trade. business, or calling, 
either by solicitation, distribution of circulars, by cards, 
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or otherwise, or by any other system of advertisement 
whatsoever. 

ziio person employed by or under the Trustees 
shalt accep t, any gratuity wllett(ver, nor snail he be 
pectimatily interested in any stork in the cemetery other 
Dian the remuneration he receives :from the Trustees; 
and any such person proved guilty of accepting any 
gratuity or being pecuniarily interested in any such 
work snail be frame to summary dismissal. 

18. Any person requiring an —Exclusive right of 
burial'' in any part ov the cemetery shall apply to the 
Trustees, ill writing, specifying the location of the grave 
and whether it is proposed to erect a brick grave or 
Vault, and in such case submitting plans and specifica-
tions of the proposed work. Such application shall also 
state the limbos of any already deceased persons whose 
rentains it is proposed to inter therein. 

19. Subject to the By-lasts, the Superintendent shall 
exercise a general supervision and control over all mat-
ters pertaining to the cemetery, including the conduct 
of all funerals and interments within the cemetery. 

20. Upon being satisfied of the matters al oresaid, 
and of the suitability of the said work, plans and speci-
fications, the Trustees may authorise the construction and 
erection thereof; or, if no work is to be done, may issue 
a • Grant" in the Form " E" in the Schedule. 

21. Upon the completion of the work aforesaid, the 
Trustees may, if and when such work is done to their 
complete satisfaction, isce a "Grant" in the Fenn 
"E" in the Schedule. 

22. Every "Grant" shall be subject to the By-laws 
for the time being, and no interment in any snail grave 
or vault shall be allowed unless upon production of the 
"Order for burial" aforesaid, nor shall any such grave 
or vault be opened, unless with the written consent of 
the Trustees. 

23. Every coffin placed in any such bricked grave or 
vault shall be bricked in, cemented, and covered with a 
slab of stone, slate, or iron, unless special written 
exemption be obtained from the Trustees. 

24. If application be made for an "Order for 
burial" in any grave or vault of the remains of any 
person other than the person to whom grant was issued. 
or his registered assign, the written and verified consent 
of such grantee or assignee shall be produced. 

25. Any person desiring to place or erect any MOML-
ment, tombstone, or enclosure in any part of the ceme-
tery must first. obtain the written consent and approval 
of the Trustees, and otherwise comply with Section 23 
of "The Cemeteries Act, 1897." 

26. Every tombstone, monument, or enclosure shall 
be placed on proper and substantial foundations, which 
if required by the Trustees shall extend to the bottom of 
the grave. 

27. The materials used in every such erection shall 
he subject to the a-pproval of the Trustees, and any 
material rejected shall be immediately removed from 
the cemetery by the contractor for the erection. 

28. All refuse and other rubbish remaining after any 
work is completed shall be immediately removed from 
the cemetery by the person causing the same. 

29. Monumental masons and other tradesmen shall, 
before commencing any work within the cemetery, de-
posit with the Secretary to the Trustees the sum of ten 
shilli ngs, which shall be forfeited if either of the two 
last preceding By-laws are not complied with to the 
satisfaction of the Trustees. 

30. All materials required in the erection and corm 
pletion of any work shall, as far as possible, be prepared 
before being taken to the cemetery, and all materials 
required by tradesmen shall be admitted at such entrance 
as the Trustees shall direct; and no vehiele, conveying 
any such material with wheels less than fin. broad shall 
be permitted to enter the cemetery. 

31, No catacomb shall be allowed. 
32. All workmen, whether employed by the Trustees 

or by any other person, shall at all times, whilst within 
the boundaries of the cemetery, be subject to the super-
vision of the Trustees, and shall obey such directions 
as they may find it necessary to give; and any workmen 
permitting any breach of these Reeulat'ons and. Bylaws 
or refusing or neglecting to comply with any directions 
of the Trustees eommits au offence against these By-
laws. 

23. Any person taking part in dressing or attending 
to any grave shall comply with the following rules:—

(a.) No rubbish, evil, sand, or other inate-ial re- 
moved in dreeeino" a grave shall be placed on 
any other grave, and, if placed on anv ad-
joining ground, shall be removed immediately 
rho work is completed. 

(b.) No sand, soil, or loam shall be taken from any 
" portion of the cemetery for the purpose of 

dressing any grave, except with the permis-
sion of the Trustees. 

(e,) The dressing of ail graves and the wheeling 
and carting .of all material shall be subject to 
the supervision of the Trustees. 

(d.) Work in all cases shall be carried on with=due 
despatch, and only during regulation hours. 

34. Any person who commits a breach of or an 
offence against these By-laws shall be liable to a penalty 
not exceeding Five pounds. 

35. Any person who commits a breach of or an 
offence against any By-law may be expelled from the 
cemetery.

PART V.-SURVEY AND PLANS OF MINES. 
66. The "accurate plan" to be kept in accordance 

with Section 38 of the Act shall be made in accordance 
with the following conditions, viz.:- 

(1.) The surveys shall be made and the plans drawn 
by a licensed surveyor of the State of Western Aus-
tralia. 

(2.) The surveys shall be made with instruments of 
precision, as prescribed in the Survey Regulations for 
land surveys, or with special mining instruments of equal 
accuracy to these. All surveys shall be made to the true 
meridian, using as a datum the bearings of the-  boun-
daries shown on the plan of the lease. 

(3.) True bearings shall be carried from such' boun-
daries into the underground workings by an accurate 
method, and shall be carried on throughout the survey 
of the underground workings. 

(4.) When there are workings on two or more coal 
seams lying one over another, the surveys of the under-
ground workings on each seam shall be connected, where-
ever practicable, by direct measurements and bearings 
taken through any connecting openings. 

(5.) All distances measured in main lines of the 
survey traverses and in shafts shall be measured by means 
of accurately divided steel bands which have been com-
pared with standard measured lines and found to be 
correct. Steel wires may be used for deep shaft measure-
ments. Offset measurements from the main traverse lines 
not exceeding 100 feet in length may be measured by 
means of tapes of good quality. 

(6.) Accurate levels shall be taken throughout the 
workings in sufficient quantity to enable the level of 
every point therein to be estimated accurately from the 
plans.

(7.) The traverses through adjoining groups of work-
ings shall be connected with one another by direct 
bearings and measurements as often as is reasonably 
practicable, so that _the whole survey may be made up 
of series of closed traverses linked together.

The plan shall 
show also the position, direction, and extent 
of every known fault, and the amount of the 
vertical throw thereof, and of every known 
washout, intrusive dyke, or other break in the 
continuity of the seams, and the depths of all 
shafts, and of all connecting passages between 
higher and lower seams. 

(b.) A tracing on tracing linen of good quality of a 
plan of the surface above the underground 
workings, drawn to the same scale as the plan 
of the underground workings, and shoWing all 
streets, roads, buildings, creeks, rivers, bays, 
swamps, navigable waters and depths of same, 
and limits of any tidal waters, also position 
and depth of any bore holes.
