THIS Agreement, made in pursuance of "The Indus-
trial Arbitration Act, 1912-1925," this sixth day of
May-, One thousand nine hundred and twenty-six, be-
tween The Western Australian Clothing and Allied
Trades' Industrial Union of Workers, Perth (herein-
after called "the Union"), of the one part, and The
Coastal District Master Tailors' Industrial Union of
Employers (hereinafter called "the Employers"), of
the other part: Witnesseth that for the considerations
hereinafter appearing the parties hereto mutually cov-
enant and agree the one with the other as follows: -

1. Scope of Agreement.This Agreement shall
apply to employers and workers engaged in the Tailor-
ing industry in order work which, without limiting its
meaning, shall include amongst other items the follow-
ing work:

(a) Bespoke work;
(b) Garments cut to individual measure;
(c) Garments that are fitted on;
(d) Garments cut to chart measure.

Provided that in the case of all uniforms tendered for
by contract, where they are not less than twenty-five
garments of one particular kind and description not-
withstanding they be cut to single measure, they may
be made according to ready -made clothing rates and
conditions (plain jackets to rank as sacs, and plain
tunics to rank as pagets), but must be given to each
individual worker in quantities of not less than three
garments of one particular kind and description at a
time.

2. Nouns. Forty -four hours shall constitute a
week 's work and shall be worked within the following
hours:On five days of the week, 8 a.m. to 6 p.m.;
on Saturday or such other day on which the half-holiday
is usually observed, between 8 a.m. and 1 p.m.

3. Mid-day Meal.In no circumstances shall less
than three-quarters of an hour be fixed for the time of
the mid-day meal.

4. Overtime. Within the hours fixed and worked
at the employers' request:

(a) Any worker (piece or weekly) who, within the
hours fixed for beginning and ending work is employed
in excess of the hours fixed for any one day, shall be
paid for such excess tine as follows:

(i) Weekly hands, time and a-half."
(ii) Piece Workers:

Males, lld. per hour on time worked in addi-
tion to ordinary piece rates.

Females, 7r/ d. per hour on time worked in
addition to ordinary piece rates.

(h) No apprentice under the age of sixteen years
shall be worked overtime.

5. Overtime.Outside the hours fixed and worked at
the employers' request :

(a) Any time worked outside the ordinary working
hours shall be paid for as follows, with the addition of
ls. to provide a meal:

(i) Weekly hands, time and a-half.
(ii) Piece workersMales, 11d. per hour on time

worked in addition to the piece work rates.
(iii) Females, 71/26. per hour on time worked in ad-

dition to the piece work rates.
(b) No apprentice under the age of 16 years shall be

worked overtime, but an apprentice over sixteen years
of age may be worked overtime with his or her con-
sent.

(c) No work shall be performed during the ordinary
meal time.

(d) When females or apprentices are employed for a
period of more than four hours continuously they shall
be allowed an interval of ten minutes for refreshments
during such period without deduction Prom the weekly
wage, and such interval shall be computed as part of
the working time.

6. Holidays.All weekly workers including appren-
tices, whether in a city or elsewhere, shall be entitled
to the following holidays without deduction of pay:
New Year's Day, Anniversary Day, Good Friday, Easter
Monday, Anzac Day, Eight Hours' Day, King's Birth-
day, Christmas Day, and Boxing Day, or such other
days as by law or otherwise are observed in the State
in lieu of the said days respectively.

7. Payment for work on Sundays or Holidays worked
at the Employers' request:

(a) Any worker who is employed on a Sunday or any
holiday provided for herein shall be paid at the rate of
ordinary time in addition to his weekly rate.

(b) Piece workers employed on Sundays or holidays
shall be paid at log rates and in addition at the rate
provided for weekly workers for the time so worked.

S. Distribution of Work.Employers shall in slack
times observe turns for weekly and piece workers (in-
cluding out-door workers) for coat, sac, trousers, and
vest hands in the respective classes of garments: Pro-
vided that journeymen and journeywomen having ap-
prentices shall be allowed, on their turn, extra work
equivalent to the wages of the apprentices during the
time the turn system is in operation. The employer
shall keep in the workroom a true record of every turn,
which shall be open to the inspection of the workers.

9. Regulation of Out-work.All work shall be done
in the workshop provided and controlled by the em-
ployer except where a permit shall be given by the Chief
Inspector of Factories, which permit shall only be given
after due notice of the application therefor shall be
served on the union. Such notice shall be given by
registered letter and only in the following cases:

(a) Where the person to whom it is proposed to give
such work out is unable to work on the em-
ployers' premises by reason of infirmity, old
age, or domestic ties.

(b) Lack of accommodation on the employers'
premises, provided that in such case the em-
ployer shall not have more than one such out-
door worker to every ten indoor workers or frac-
tion thereof.

Persons doing outdoor work shall not employ
labour except that of members of their own
family resident with them.

(6) Persons doing outdoor work shall not work for
more than one employer except by the consent
of the Chief Inspector of Factories.

Such outdoor worker shall be paid for at the
piecework rates provided for by this agreement.

Outdoor workers shall be provided free of charge
with cotton, silk, thread, and all other sewings
and trimmings used in manufacturing gar-
ments.

10. Wages.The minimum rate of wage payable
under this agreement to workers (other than duly regis-
tered apprentices and probationers working fOr a weekly
wage) shall be ascertained according to the following
schedule:

(10a) Female charge hands, ls. per diem ex-
tra when in charge of three or more
workers.

11. .Apprentices.(a) In this agreement a "duly
registered apprentice" means an apprentice of whose
apprenticeship notice has been given to the Clerk of the
Court of Arbitration in accordance with the provisions
of this clause; and a " duly registered probationer"
means a person working as an apprentice on probation,
of whose probationary period notice has been given to
the Clerk of the Court in accordance with the provisions
of this clause.

(b) For the purposes of this agreement all workers
in the industry shall be classified as belonging to one
of the following classes:

(i) Journeymen.
(ii) Journeywomen.
(iii) Registered apprentices.

(c) Any employer hereafter taking an apprentice shall
within fourteen days after the execution of the agree-
ment in respect thereof make application to the Clerk
of the Court for the registration of such agreement.

(d) If at the date of this agreement any employer is
employing any person as an apprentice or a probationer
who has not been duly registered as such, he shall register
such apprentice or probationer within fourteen days
thereafter.

(e) Male apprentices shall not exceed in number one
to every three journeymen or journeywomen or fraction
of three journeymen or journeywomen coat, vest or
trouser hands, or machinists or pressers, employed by
each employer or firm of employers. No apprentice
under the age of sixteen years shall be taken to the
pressing branch.

(f) Female apprentices shall not exceed in number
one to every two journeymen or journeywomen or frac-
tion of two journeymen or journeywomen coat, vest or
trouser hands, or machinists or pressers, employed by
each employer or firm of employers. Provided in refer-
ence to this and the immediately preceding clause that
at the expiration of three years of the term of appren-
ticeship (and subject to the apprentice having qualified
by examination for that period) an additional apprentice
may for the purpose of computing such proportion be
taken in substitution for the apprentice so completing
the term of three years as aforesaid.

(g) For the purpose of ascertaining the number of
apprentices allowed to be taken at any time the number
of journeymen and journeywomen employed taken re-
spectively shall be deemed to be the average number of
journeymen and journeywomen employed for at least
two-thirds of full time on all working days of the twelve
months immediately preceding such time. Where an
employer is himself actually working as a journeyman
or journeywoman he or she shall be allowed to count as
a journeyman or journeywoman, as the case may be, for
the purpose of calculating the average number of jour-
neymen and journeywomen under this subclause.

(h) The terms of apprenticeship shall be as follows:
(1) To coat makingFive years.
(2) To vest makingThree years.
(3) To trouser makingThree years.
(4) To skirt makingThree years.
(5) To pressingFour years.
(6) To coat, trouser, and vest machiningFour

years.
(7) To fitting up and trimmingFour years.

(i) Any employer who from unforeseen circumstances
is unable to carry out his obligations to an apprentice
may, in manner provided by the said Act, transfer the
apprentice to another employer for the purpose of com-
pleting his term.

(j) The following provisions shall apply in respect of
all apprenticeships:

(1) An employer shall be deemed to undertake the
duty which he agrees to perform as a duty en-
forceable under this agreement and shall, sub-
ject to the provisions of Subclause (q), pay the
apprentice the rate of wages herein provided.

(2) At the end of the period of apprenticeship the
employer shall give the apprentice a certificate
(Form 4 in the appendix hereto) to show that
he has served his apprenticeship. Should the
employer at any time before the termination of
the term of apprenticeship desire to dispense
with the services of the apprentice, he may,
with the consent of the apprentice and in man-
ner provided by the said Act, transfer him to
another employer carrying on business within a
reasonable 'distance of the original employer's
place of business willing to continue to teach
the apprentice and to pay the rate of wages
prescribed by this agreement according to the
total length of time served, and generally to
perform the obligations of the original em-
employer. The employer shall in such case give
to the apprentice a certificate of the time served
and of the rate of wages paid. It shall not be
obligatory upon the employer to fmd the ap-
prentice another employer if he shall so mis-
conduct himself as to entitle the employer to
discharge him, but he shall nevetheless give him
a certificate for the time actually served.

An employer shall be deemed to fail in his duty
towards his apprentice if he neglects to keep
him constantly at work, but slackness of work
may form a proper ground for transferring
him to a master willing to undertake the re-
sponsibility of teaching him.

(k) The minimum wage payable to an apprentice
shall be:

Provided that the above rates or any of them may at
any time be varied by Award of the Court of Arbitra-
tion or Agreement made between the parties hereto.

(1) An apprentice who after having served the full
term of his apprenticeship is under the age of twenty-
one years may continue in his master's employment at
less than a. journeyman's minimum wage until the ex-
piration of one year thereafter or until he becomes
twenty -one years of age, whichever first happens: Pro-
vided that during the first six months after the expira-
tion of the apprenticeship he shall be paid Three Pounds
Twelve Shillings per week and for the balance of the
period Four Pounds Seven Shillings and Sixpence a
week.

(m) Every apprentice shall be bound to submit him-
self or herself to examination by a Board of Examiners
hereinafter constituted once in each six months of his
or her service when called upon by the Clerk of the
Court so to do.

(n) The Clerk of the Court shall notify the Board of
Examiners of the names and addresses of all candidates
required to submit themselves to examination. The ex-
amination shall be held at the place where the apprentice
is employed or at such other place as the Court may
determine, and it shall be the duty of each Employer to
provide such necessary material and machinery as may
be required and in all ways facilitate the conduct of the
examination.

(o) The examinations will be held in the months of
January and July in each year. The Board of Exam-
iners will consist of persons skilled in the particular
class of the trade to which the candidate is apprenticed,
to be nominated by the Union and by the employers
carrying on business within the area to which this Agree-
ment applied; or failing such nomination or nominations
such person or persons as may be appointed for that
purpose by the Court. In the event of a disagreement
between the examiners, the matter in dispute shall be
referred to a. third person agreed to by them or nomin-
ated by the Court or the President at the request of
either member and the decision of such third person
shall be final and conclusive. The examiners shall ex-
amine the work of and inquire into the diligence of each
apprentice and as to the opportunities provided by the
employer to each apprentice to learn.

(p) The examiners shall report to the Court in writ-
ing as to the result of the examination.

(q) The Clerk of the Court shall supply to each can-
didate a certificate showing the result of the examina-
tion and it shall he lawful for any employer to with-
hold the increase in wages accruing in accordance with
the scale set forth in sub-clause (k)- hereof from any
apprentice who fails to satisfy the examiners.

(r) If the examiners report to the Court that any
employer has not provided sufficient opportunity for the
apprentice to learn, the employer shall be deemed prima
facie guilty of a breach of this Agreement under Sec-
tion 98 of the Act and may be summoned before the
Court. Upon any such proceeding the report may be
received in evidence.

(s) Such fees shall be paid by the Cleric to the ex-
aminers as the Court shall allow.

12. Underrate Workers.Any worker who is unable
to earn the minimum wftgc may be paid such lesser wage
as may from time to time be agreed upon in writing
between the Union and the Employer, and in default of
such Agreement within twenty-four hours after such

worker shall have applied iu writing to the Secretary of
the Union stating his desire that such wage should be
agreed upon, such wage as shall be fixed by the most
convenient Resident or Police Magistrate upon the ap-
plication of such worker after twenty-four hours notice
in writing shall have been given by him to the said Sec-
retary, who shall, if he so desires, be heard by the Magis
trate upon such application. After having given to the
Secretary and after lodging the application mentioned and
pending the Magistrate's decision thereon, the worker
shall be entitled to work for and be employed at the
proposed lesser rate. The determination of the Magis-
trate shall have effect for the period of six calendar
months from the date thereof and after the expiration
of the said period until the wage shall have been again
fixed at the instance of the said Secretary in the manner
prescribed. The Secretary of the Union may by writing
under Isis hand appoint an agent or substitute to re-
present the Union at the hearing of the application be-
fore the Magistrate.

13. Visiting Workshops.Any person duly author-
ised by the Chief Inspector of Factories in writing
(such authorisation shall be terminable at the will of
the Chief Inspector of Factories), shall have power to
inspect any part of a factory, workshop or place where
it is believed that a breach of this Agreement is occur-
ring or has occurred. At least six hours' notice shall be
given by such authorised person prior to his actual go-
ing on the premises and the employer shall be notified
of his arrival and shall in person or by his nominee be
entitled to accompany the authorised person in such in-
spection and shall provide access to the wages book or
time sheet of any worker bound by the Agreement. The
necessary proof that the worker is so bound shall be
supplied by the authorised person. The work and duties
of the workers shall be interfered with as little as pos-
sible by the authorised person.

A duly authorised officer of the Union shall have
power to enter any of the establishments during the
nseal hour for the purpose of collecting dues or transact-
ing- other business on behalf of the Union.

Employers shall permit notice boards to be erected in
the respective establishments for the purpose of posting
notices thereon in connection with meetings or other
business of the Union, such notice board to be in a
prominent position.

14. Record Boolc.Employers shall provide in each
factory, workshop or place where work is carried on for
him, a time book. Such time book shall contain a cor-
rect account of the hours worked and wages received by
every worker (including, outdoor workers) bound by
this Agreement and in the case of outdoor workers doing
piece -work, an itemised record of the work done by
such workers. Such hook shall be kept correctly entered
up in ink and shall be signed each week by the worker
so bound verifying the accuracy of the hours worked and
the amount of wages received and in the case of outdoor
workers doing piece-work, the itemised details of the
work done. The said book shall be open to the in-
spection of a duly authorised officer of the Union during
working hours.

15. Piece Work.The minimum rates to be paid for
Piece work shall be calculated in accordance with the
Log hereunto annexed as amended by the schedule here-
to.

16. Normal Average Output.In the order section of
the industry, where there is a normal average output by
a weekly worker and the weekly worker makes more than
that amount in the ordinary working hours of any one
week, such worker shall be entitled to additional wages
for such week for such extra work propertionate to the
extra work done in comparison with the normal average
output together with an additional twenty per cent. on
such extra work.

17. Board of Reference:
(a) For the purpose of this Agreement there shall be

a Board of Reference consisting of two representatives
of the employers and two representatives of the Union
and a Chairman to be mutually agreed upon by such
representatives or in default. of such agreement to be
nominated by the Clerk of the Court.

(b) Either party may at any time vary its repre-
sentatives and fill any vacancies.

(c) If any dispute or question shall arise in the carry.
ing out of this Agreement between the Union and the
Employers or any of them, such dispute or question may

referred by either party concerned to the Board and
-^3the decision of the Board or a majority thereof shall be
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final and conclusive. Provided that nothing herein con-
tained shall empower the Board to vary or amend the
rates of wages or any other term or condition set out
in this agreement.

(d) On any matter being referred to the Board as
aforesaid or at the request of any two members of the
Board, the chairman shall convene a meeting of the
Board to be held at such place and time as he shall
appoint, such meeting to be held in any case not later
than fourteen clays from the date of such reference or
request.

(e) The chairman shall determine whether any ques-
tion or dispute properly comes within the province and
function of the Board.

(f) Any costs or charges attending sittings of the
Board may be awarded by the chairman against the
unsuccessful party.

18. Higher Duties.Where any worker is engaged in
any one week for more than half of such week at work
in a higher class than he or she is employed to perform,
lie or she shall be paid for the full week at the highest
rate payable for such work under this agreement:. but
if he or she is engaged for less than half of any such
week, he or she shall only be paid at the rate fixed by
this agreement for the work he or she actually performs.

19. Payment of Wages.The working week for the
purpose of this agreement shall terminate on a day other
than Monday or Saturday, and all workers shall be paid
all moneys due to them in full during the ordinary
working hours not later than the day following the
termination of the week.

20. Waiting Time for Pieceworkers
(a) Coat Makers.The rule as to waiting for work

shall be as follows: At the first try on when the worker
has picked the coat to pieces and given it to the cutter
to mark up and recut, should the operative .be detained
for more than twenty minutes before the cutter returns
the same, the operative shall be paid for any time over
the said twenty minutes as follows:

Males at the rate of ls. 6d. per hour.
Females at the rate of ls. per hour.

(b) All other pieceworkers who are authorised or re-
quested to wait for work on any one day for more than
half an hour in the factory or workshop shall be paid
for such waiting time at the rates as follows:

Males at the rate of ls, per hour.
Females at the rate of 9d. per hour.

The above rates shall be payable provided that the
workers have not another job on hand.

21. Collecting Logs.Where piecework is in opera-
tion the employer shall make arrangements for collecting
the logs, and the workers need not leave their places.

22. Terminating Employment.In order to terminate
employment two days' notice shall be given on any day
with payment to date of termination, or in lieu thereof
two days' pay shall be paid or deducted.

23. Weekly Wage; how paid.All weekly wages
shall be paid in full unless the employer on the day
ending any week gives notice to any worker of any day
in the following week on which he or she will not be
wanted.

24. Notwithstanding anything contained in Clause 23
hereof the workers shall be paid for the holidays pro-
vided for in the agreement.

25. Workers absenting themselves.No worker shall
without just cause be absent from his or her place of
employment during the prescribed hours whilst there is
work ready to be done by such worker, and where the
wages are fixed at per week the worker to be entitled
to the same se fixed must be available and ready and
willing to do the work on the days and di:1411g the hours
fixed by this agreement.

26. Posting of AgreeMent.A copy of this agree-
ment shall be posted in a prominent place in the work-
room on receipt of same from the secretary or branch
secretary of the union.

27. Area.This agreement shall apply over the area
comprised within a radius of twenty-five miles from the
General Post Office, Perth.

28. Term.This agreement shall continue in force
for a period of three years from the date hereof : Pro-
vided that at any time after the expiration of twelve

months from such date the Court may alter or amend the
same on the application of any party or person affected
by its provisions.
