HIS Excellency the Governor in Executive Council has
approved of the deletion of Regulation 67 of the Edu-
cation Department and the substitution of the following
amendment :—

Delete Regulation 67 and substitute:~—

No. 67. The eclassification of students leaving the
College will depend upon—

(a) the reecord of elass work and College examine-
tions;
(b) the record of teaching practice.

The eclagsification will he provigional and will not he
confirmed until they gain the Praetieal Skill Pass from
their Inspectors. Their provisional elassifications and
salaries will be linble to reduction if the Praetical Skill
Pass is not obtained within two years. :

The elassification provisionally awarded may he B2,
(1, or C2, in accordance with the conditions laid down
from time to time in the College Calendar.

Students who “have completed a two years’ cours:
satisfactorily will, exeept as provided hereunder, rank
as ‘‘ex-students’’ (sce Regulation 38) for two years.
Students who have completed a three years’ course satis-
factorily will rank as ‘‘ex-students’’ for one year, with
the second grade of salary. Students who have com-
pleted a four years’ course satisfactorily will be paid’
as assigtants.  For all purposes of classification and
reekoning of seniority, students who have taken extended
courses shall be ranked as though they had lheld their
classifications from the completion of their second year
of training.

A student graduating at the end of the first year of
training, if taking the two years’ course, will, af the
conelusion of the period of training, be eligible for ap-
pointment on the same conditions as students who have
been through the three years’ course of training. Simi-
larly, a student graduating at the end of the second
year, if taking the three years’ course, will, at the con-
clusion of the period of training, be eligible for ap-
pointment on the same eonditions as students who have
been through the four years’ course of training.

A student graduating at the close of his first year
will receive for the second year of his course an allow-
ance equal to that paid a studept of the post-graduate
course.

South Perth Road Board—By-laws relating to Crossings
over Footways and Channels.

P.W. 376/23.

WHEREAS by ‘“The Road Distriets Act, 1919,”" the
Road Board of any district is empowered to make By
laws for all or any purposes in the said Aet mentionsd,
the South Perth Road Board, in pursuance of the powers
vested in the said Board, under and by virtue of the
said Act and of every other authority emabling it in
that behalf, doth herehy make and publish the following
By-laws:—

(a) No person shall wilfully and without lawful ex-
cuse ride, drive, or lead any horse or other animal, or
drive or wheel any carriage, eart, or other vehicle upon,
along, or aeross any footway, or any water channel or
gutter, herein called channel, by the side of any street
or road, save in each such case upon and by or at sowe
crossing already made or to be made as hereaffer men-
tioned ;

(b) When any person in the course of, or when any
person who is responsible for the carrying out of any
work or undertaking, desires by himself, his workmen,
servants, or agents to have access to any land adjoining
or abutting upon any foobtway of any strect or road
with animals and/or vehieles, and if aceess to such land
from such street or road caunnot be had without riding,
driving, leading, or wheeling such animals and/or ve
hieles upon or across the said footway or the channel
(if any) lying along the cuter edge thereof, them, pro-
vided he shall have first given notice in writing of sueh
his desire to the Board, and in such notice deseribed
the land in question and the nature of the proposed
crossing, and deposited the sum of Two pounds with the
Board as security for the due performance of these By-
laws, it shall be lawful for every suech person, with the
consent in writing of the Board, or some officer of the
Board appointed for the purpose first obtained at his
own cost, to make such crossing. Iivery such erossing
shall be constructed of planking, boarding, or other
sufficient material, which shall prevent any misuse or
obstruction of or any damage or injury to the said foot-
ways and/or channels;

(e¢) Every person making or construeting any such
crossing as aforesaid shall keep and maintain the same,
and all material connected therewith whilst in use, so
as to prevent any misuse or obstruction of or damage
or injury to the said footways and/or channels, and
shall remove the said crossing when no longer required,
and shall restore the said footways and/or channels io
the same order and eondition as the same were before
any such crossing was made or constructed. The report
or opinion of the duly appointed officer of the Board
shall be final and conclusive as to whether such restora-
tion and repairs have been properly carried out by the
person required to do or make the same as aforesaid.

(d) If any crossing has been made in any respect
contrary to these By-laws it shall be lawful for the
Board, if they see fit, to cause the same to bhe altered
so as to conform to these By-laws, and to recover the
expenses of such alteration from the person making or
using such crossing;

(e) If any person does any act contrary to or negleets
or omits to. do any act required to be done by any of
the four last preceding By-laws, such person shall ineur
a penalty not exceeding Ten pounds for every such
offence, and a further penalty not exceeding forty shil-
lings for every day during which such offence continues.

South Perth Road Board—By-laws relating to the
Prevention and Abatement of Nuisances.

PW. 376/23.

WHEREAS by ‘‘The Road Districts Aet, 1919,”” the
Board of a Road District is empowered to make By-laws
for any of the purposes in the said Act mentioned; and
whereas the South Perth Road Board, i1 pursuance and
in exercise of the powers competent to it under and by
virtue of the said Aet, and of every power or authority
enabling it in that behalf, doth hereby make and publish
the following By-laws:—

Interpretation.

““Act 77 means ‘‘ The Road Districts Aet, 1919’7
‘“Distriet’’ means the South Perth Road District.
*‘Board’’ means the South Perth Road Board.

Prevention of Nuisances,

1. No building shall be erected or used for a pur-

pose which in the opinion of the Board is ealeulated to
be or to become or cause a nuisance, and the Board may
refuse to approve of or sanction the erection of any
building which the Board may asceertain, or may have
reason to believe is intended to he used for a purpose
which in the opinion of the Board may be or become
or cause a nuisance, or a public incounvenience, or dis-
turbance, or aunoyance to the neighbourhood or residents
in the immediate neighbourhood of any sueh building.

Application and Plaus,
2

2. In every application which shall at any time be
submitted for approval of the Board to the ereetion of
any building wherein or in connection with whieh mach-
inery, gearing, or mechanical appliances is or are in-
tended to be used or applied, or to be installed on any
land within the jurisdietion of the Board, then and in
every such case the applicant shall, when lodging any
application for approval of the Board, furuish full paz-
tieulars and description of such machinery, gearing, and
mechanical appliances, and state the purpose for which
the same is to be used or intended to be used, and the
applicant shall also, if required by the Board, lodge with
his application a plan of such machinery, gearing, and
mechanical appliances: Provided that the Board may,
if it see fit, dispense with the necessity for submission
of a plan if the Board be satisfied that the machinery,
gearing, or mechanical appliances proposed to be in-
stalled or erected are not likely to cause or be responsible
for any nuisance or public inconvenience, disturbance, or
annoyance. The plan, where such is required, shall show
the relation of the site of the proposed installation of
machinery, gearing, or mechanical appliances to the
boundaries of the site and to all buildings or structures
thereon.

Approval—Proviso ag to.

o

3. The Board may, upon giving its approval to such
application as above-mentioned, impose conditions as to
the niethod or mauner of working such machinery, geax-
ing, or mechanical appliances, and that same is not to
be operated or used between certain lours, and may
define and limit sueh hours.

Installation and License.

4. No person shall instal or erect or commence the
installation or ereetion of auy machinery, gearing, or
mechanical appliances, or use or work same without first
having obtained from the Board a written license for
the installation or erection or use of same.

Every such license shall be issued and shall remain in
forece, unless soomer cancelled, until the 30th day of
June first following the date of issuing sueh license, and
the same shall be remewed by the person referred to
from year to year as from the date of expiration of
every such license. Every person to whom any such
license shall be issued shall pay to the Board such fees
as may be preseribed.

Time for Completion.

5. The installation or erection of any machinery,
gearing, or apparatus as set forth in the preceding pro-
vision must be completed within six months from the
date of the issue of the license, or within sueh other
time as the Board shall allow or permit. Such pefis-
sion to be instanced by the Board in writing.
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Fees.

6. The fees payable in respeet of all applieation
licenses and venewals given by the Board herein shali
he -

(1) In all cases of application where a plan is re-

quired, the sum of twenty shillings (20s.); and

(2) in all other applications the sum of 2s. 6d.

(3) For every license and renewal thereof 2s. 6d.

Erection of Fences, Storing of Goods, Vehicles, and
Machinery.

7. No person shall ereect or cause to be ereeted any
fenee or structure, or shall add to any fence or struc
ture, or shall store any goods, materials, vehicles, or
machines, or any part or parts of such goods, materials,
vehicles, or machines in such a manner as to be un-
sightly to the publie, or so as to cause or swhieh would
be likely to cause any nuisance, or be or become or
cause a public inconvenience or annoyance.

Penalties.

8. Any person who shall commit any breach of or
who fails, refuses, or neglects to comply with all or any
of the provisions or stipulations of these By-laws, shali
be liable to a penalty not exceeding Twenty pounds

(£20), and any license issued to the person committing

any breach as aforesaid, or failing, refusing, or negleet-
ing to comply with sueh By-laws, may at any time he
cancelled by the Board.

The Board may in all cases abate any nuisance ov
nuisances arising under the provisions of these By-laws,
and may take all such neeessary steps, and do all such
necessary aets or act for the prevention or abatement of
any sueh nuisance or nuisances hereunder.
