A Stay Order shall direct that no action, execution, distress for rent, proceedings on default for breach of covenant
under any mortgage or other security for money, or under an agreement for sale and purchase of land, or other pro-
cess or proceeding, shall be commenced or proceeded with or put in force against the farmer or any of the farmer's
assets, whether utilised in connection with or forming portion of the assets comprised in his farming business or not
during the operation of such Stay Order: Provided that, by leave of a Judge, any action may, notwithstanding the
Stay Order, be instituted and/or carried on against the farmer, but not beyond judgment.

Collie, pursuant to its powers in that behalf, is desirous
of repealing the By-laws now in force and of adopting,
subject to the amendments hereinafter stated, the said
Model By-laws of the 8th day of April, 1927, in lieu
thereof : Now, therefore, it is resolved and determined
by the said Municipal Council of Collie

,

that the exist-
ing By-laws be repealed, and that, subject to the fol-
lowing amendments, the whole of the Model By-laws of
the 8th day of April, 1927, be adopted for the District
of Collie:

By -law 21:To be amended by inserting after the
word "Domestic" in the third line the words "or
trade," and by inserting the following clauses:

(1) Whenever it is intended to carry out any work in
connection with the construction or laying of any
drains, or any plumbing work in connection with the
disposal of liquid refuse on any premises, the owner of
such premises shall make application in writing to the
Local Authority for permission to do so. Such appli-
cation shall be in the form set out in Schedule B hereto,
and shall be accompanied by a block plan and a specifi-
cation in triplicate, drawn to a scale of not less than
one-eighth of an inch to one foot. Such plan shall
show:

(a) the position of the drains in relation to adjacent
buildings;

(b) the situation and designation of the various fit-
tings, disconnecting traps, and vents;

(c) the ultimate disposal of the liquid refuse, whether
by soak well, impervious receptacle, or to the
ocean or other outfall drain.

(2) When the work in connection with such drain
and plumbing is complete and ready for inspection, the
owner of the premises shall forthwith notify the Local
Authority in writing. Upon receipt of such notice the
Local Authority shall, as soon as practicable, arrange
for the inspection of such drains and plumbing work.
Until such inspection has been made all drains, con-
nections, etc., shall remain exposed. If the work has
been carried out in accordance with these By-laws and
with the plans and specifications approved of, the Local
Authority shall issue to the owner a "Certificate of
Completion," to utilise such drainage and plumbing.
No drainage, plumbing work, or fittings in connection
therewith shall be used until such certificate has been
issued.

By-law 23:To be amended by deleting the whole of
paragraph (a) in Clause (1) and by adding to Clauses
(1) and (2) the following words:" The work to be
carried out in accordance with and as provided for in
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paragraphs (c) and (d) of By-law 23."; Subelause
(1), Clause (c), to be deleted and the following to be
substituted in lieu thereof

All waste pipes from lavatory basins, sinks,
baths, and laundry troughs shall be of galvanised
wrought iron; provided that, where the fitting is
of porcelain or stoneware, lead pipes may be used
front the fitting to a point on the outer wall, where
it shall be connected to a galvanised wrought iron
pipe by a screwed connection and continued by
wrought iron pipes to discharge in the open air
over a gully trap or P trap on the line of drain.

All waste pipes from sinks, baths, lavatory basins,
and laundry troughs shall be properly trapped and
vented; provided that, where the length of the
waste pipes from lavatory basins, baths, and laun-
dry troughs does not exceed ten feet in length, or
the seal of the trap is not reduced by the discharge
from the fitting, and where laundry troughs are in
open sheds detached from a house, the vent may be
omitted.

Waste pipes shall be of the best quality, and of
weights and dimensions specified in Schedule A here-
under.

Where lead pipes are used they shall be of solid
drawn lead, supported by lugs wiped on the pipes
in pairs, such lugs shall not be more than three
feet apart for 11/0-inch pipes, and 2 feet 3 inches
apart for 2-inch pipes. The dimensions of the lugs
shall be 4 inches by one-eighth of an inch thick for
2-inch pipes, and 3 inches by one-eighth of an inch
thick for 11/2-inch pipes.

All joints of lead pipes shall be of the kind
known as "Wiped" joints.

All junctions, tees, and bends on wrought iron
waste pipes shall be of brass, or malleable iron;
provided with inspection openings. The wrought
iron pipe, where connecting with these fittings,
shall form a smooth butt joint against the internal
shoulder of the fitting.

Junctions, ties, and bends fitted on vent pipes
may have the inspection opening omitted.

Sinks, baths, laundry troughs, and lavatory basins
shall be so fitted to be graded with a fall to the out-
let so that when the plug is out no water will remain
in the fitting.

The traps in each case shall be placed as near
the outlet from the fitting as possible.

The grade of all waste pipes shall be as steep as
circumstances will permit, but in no case shall they
he less than one in fifteen for 2-inch pipes and one
in ten for 11A-inch pipes.

Wrought iron waste and vent pipes shall be
rigidly secured to the walls with wrought iron pipe
hooks or saddles, spaced not more than six feet
apart.

Sinks, laundry troughs, and drainage boards shall
be flashed with 5 lb. lead when required by an in-
spector.

Vent pipes installed inside a house shall be of
lead or galvanised wrought iron. When on the
outside of the wall, they shall be of galvanised
wrought iron to a point 18 inches above the high-
est fitting; the balance may be of galvanised iron,
not less than 24 gauge.

By-law 23 :Subclause (1), paragraph (d), to be de-
leted and the following substituted in lieu thereof:

Prom the gully trap or P trap mentioned in para-
graph (c), liquid waste shall be conducted to the
soak well in pervious sump or Council's drain
by means of a drain constructed with glazed
earthenware pipes not less than 4 inches in
diameter, laid with a uniform fall of one in forty ;
all joints to be made with cement mortar composed
of two parts of clean sharp sand to one part
cement, properly cleaned off smooth internally.

Drains shall, as far as practicable, be laid in
straight lines. Where a change of direction is
necessary, it shall be effected by the use of oblique
junctions or bends; an inspection opening shall be
provided giving access to each line.

An educt vent of the same diameter as the drain
to be vented shall be provided at the head of the
line of drain, and induct vent at the lower end;
any portion of the vent pipes below the surface of
the ground shall be of cast iron or glazed earthen-
ware.

Galvanised iron vent pipes of less thickness than
24 -gauge shall not be used; all joints shall be thor-
oughly airtight. The first 6 feet of the vent pipe
above the ground surface shall be of cast iron, or
18-gauge galvanised iron; the pipes shall be
painted on the inside with asphaltum or other
approved composition paints.

Vent pipes shall be supported by wrought iron
galvanised clips fastened to plugs in brick, stone,
or concrete walls, and by approved screws to wood
building. There shall be one clip to each 6 feet
of the pipe, and the top clip shall in all cases be
bolted through or into the wall.

The pipe shall be carried up vertically to a point
not less than 2 feet above the eaves of the building,
or to such higher level as may be required by the
Inspector.

The inlet to any yard gully or P trap shall be
raised to such a height above the surface of the
ground, as may be determined by the inspector, as
will prevent the ingress of surface water to the
drainage system.

No person shall permit any rainwater pipe to be
connected to or discharge into any drainage system
provided for the disposal of liquid wastes or
sewage.

Grease intercepting traps of approved design
shall be provided at all premises from which liquid
wastes discharge into the Council's drain, and at
any other premises, when directed by an inspector.

The owner and occupier of every house shall
cause all openings for ventilation or other purposes
made in accordance with these By-laws to be kept
at all ;times perfectly free from obstruction, and
shall at all times keep all openings to the drains
upon the premises, whether for ventilation or other-
wise, and all traps and other fittings, in good order
and free from obstruction.

After paragraph (c) of Subelause 2 of By -law 23,
provide a new subsection to be Subsection 3, as fol-
lows:-

By discharging to the Council's drainage system
in all cases where such system is available.

No. 17 of 1935.

(Registered 17-9-35.)
THIS Agreement, made in pursuance of "The Indus-
trial Arbitration Act, 1912-1925," this twelfth day of
September, One thousand nine hundred and thirty-five,
between the Hotel, Club, Caterers, Tearoom and Rest-
aurant Employees' Industrial Union of Workers, Perth
(hereinafter called "the Union"), on the one part, and
the Tearoom, Restaurant and Cafeteria Employers of
Collie (hereinafter called "the Employers"), and whose
names and signatures appear in the Schedule hereto, on
the other part, witnesseth that, for the consideration
appearing hereinafter, the parties hereto mutually cove-
nant and agree the one with the other, as follows:

1.Area.
This Agreement shall have effect over the area com-

prised within the radius of ten (10) miles from the
Central Post Office, Collie.

2.Term.
This Agreement shall come into force on the twelfth

day of September, 1935, and shall remain in force for
a period of twelve (12) months from its date.

3.Definitions.
"Restaurants" shall mean any establishment whore

o restriction on the nature of the food, cooked or
served, is placed.

" Tearooms" shall mean any establishment where all
or any of the following articles may be cooked or
served, namely:Beef tea, bovril, soups, meatpies, pas-
ties, ham and eggs, eggs cooked in any form, cold meat
of any description, grills, sausages or fish, but no vege-
tables.

Tearooms may instal any equipment for the proper
carrying on of their business.

If joints of meat for serving cold in a tearoom are
cooked on the premises of the employer, the worker
cooking the same shall be paid as a cook.

Tearooms may be equipped with appliances for the
preparing of soft drinks (such as soda fountains and
orange squeezers), provided that the workers engaged
solely in the preparation and sale of such drinks shall,
excepting as to meal times, be subject to the provisions
of the Shop Assistants' Award.

4.Hours.
Forty-four (44) hours shall constitute a week's work.

Any employee, except casuals, who works a lesser num-
ber of hours per week shall lie paid the full week's
wages. For the purpose of this Agreement the time
during which the employee is on the employer's premises
shall be deemed working time. If the employee has per-
mission to leave the premises for not less than one
hour, but prefers to remain thereon, such time shall not
be included in the working time.
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5.Spread of Shifts.
Daily spread of shifts means the time which elapses

from the time when the worker starts work in the morn-
ing until the time when he, or she, finishes work for the
day. The weekly spread of shifts means the aggregate
number of hours contained in the daily spread of
shifts, and such weekly spread of shifts shall not ex-
ceed more than sixty-nine (69) in restaurants and sixty-
six (66) in tearooms. The longest spread of shifts in
any one day shall not exceed twelve (12) hours.

6.Breaks,
In addition to one break for meal hours there shall

be not inure than one break in any one shift, such break
to be not less than two (2) hours, with the exception
of one day each week, either Friday or Saturday, when
a. ten (10) hour shift may be .worked, with two breaks
of at least one hour each for meals.

7.Nightshifts.
Nightshift shall mean where the employee finishes the

day after 8 p.m. Not more than three (3) late nights
shall be worked in any one week, or, as an alternative,
day and night shifts alternate weeks. This shall not
apply to male (corkers engaged especially for night
work.

electric fans, walls or windows.

18.Weekly Wage.
Wages shall be paid weekly. When no agreement in

writing is made determining the period of notice, then
a notice of not less than twenty-four (24) hours shall
be given by either party of their intention to terminate
service.

19.Board and Lodging.
No employer shall be compelled to board and/or lodge

any worker; but, except as to junior workers, where full
board is provided, the employer shall be entitled to de-
duct fourteen (14) shillings and four (4) pence for
males and fourteen (14) shillings and two (2) pence
for females per week, and if lodging be also provided,
lie shall be able to deduct a further six (6) shillings
and four (4) pence for males and six (6) shillings for
females per week. If full board is not provided, then
the employer may deduct from the wages of the worker
a sum proportionate to the amount of board provided.
Full board shall mean where three (3) ordinary meals
per day are provided.

20.Uniforms.
Employers shall pay two (2) shillings per week for

the laundering of all stiff white cuffs or collars where
the same are demanded to be worn, and also pay two (2)
shillings per week extra to all workers who have to wear
white aprons or coats. Only a plain black and white
uniform will be recognised by the parties to this Agree-
ment. The cost of alteration in colour or design de-
manded by the employer shall be borne by that em-
ployer. The wearing of all headgear in any establish-
ment is hereby prohibited.

21.Change Rooms.
The employer shall provide a suitably and properly

equipped change room for the workers of each sex. The
room shall be provided with a mirror, wash-basin, soap,
towels and seating accommodation. Any complaint as to
the inadequacy of any change room in any particular,
it may be referred to the health inspector.

22.Record.
The employer shall keep, or cause to be kept, at his

business premises, or at each of them if he has more
than one, a time and wages book, wherein shall be en-
tered the names, occupation, and, in the case of juniors,
their age last birthday, the time that he or she com-
mences and finishes work each day, the total hours
worked each week by each employee, and the wages paid
to each worker. Such book shall be entered up from
day to day and be initialed each day by each worker, if
correct. The employer and employee shall be severally
responsible for the daily entering up of the book, which
shall be open for inspection by a duly authorised repre-
sentative of the Union, who shall be permitted to take
extracts therefrom on the employer's premises during
all working hours.

23.Higher Duties.
Any worker performing work in a grade carrying a

higher prescribed rate for two (2) hours or more in
any one day shall be paid the higher rate for the time
so employed (with the exception of cooking, where the
higher rate shall be paid for the full day), but shorild
the worker be called upon to work in a grade lower than
that in which he or she is usually employed, they shall
suffer no reduction in their rate of pay.

24.Payment for Sickness.
No worker shall be entitled to payment of wages dur-

ing his or her absence from employment, on the ground
of personal ill-health, for more than one day per month
or twelve (12),, days in each calendar year.

25.Board of Reference.
Any dispute arising shall, unless otherwise mutually

settled, be referred to a Board of Reference consisting
of a Chairman, to be mutually agreed upon, and two re-
presentatives from each side.

THIS Agreement, made in pursuance of "The Indus-
trial.

It is agreed between the employer and the Union
that, in the event of any driver being called upon to
work on holidays, such driver is to be paid at double time
rate per hour worked (a part of an hour to be paid for
as a full hour) up to 10 a.m., and if such driver works
after 10 a.m. he shall be paid for the full shift at double
time rate.
