(¢) If, during the cuirency of this Agreement,
the Western Australian Industrial Commission

set out hereinafter in this Agreement shall be
deemed to be decreased or increased as the case
may be to the same extent that such basic wage

case of officers not in receipt of margins) that the
Federal Basic Wage for Perth, as expressed as an
annual equivalent, is increased or decreased.

Provided that the total rates of pay prescribed
by this Agreement shall not be increased in
accordance with the provisions of this subclause
until such time as the Federal Male Basic Wage
for Perth as expressed as an annual equivalent,
exceeds $1,627 (£813) per annum, whereupon the
total rates of pay shall be increased by the amount
(or proportion thercof in the case of officers not
in receipt of margins) by which such basic wage,
expressed as an annual equivalent, exceeds
$1,627 (£813).

5.-—Fundamental Basis for Determination of
Salary Rates.

The fundamental basis for the determination of
the rates of pay expressed in this Agreement is the
rate payable under the provisirns of subclause (a)
of clause 8 to a male clerical division officer at the
age of 26 years o1 during the sixth year of adult
service. Subject to the provisions of clause 4 of
this Agreement, this rate was determined as at the
Tth January, 1966, at a margin of $1,056 (£528)
over the Basic Rate.

(iii) Female officers in receipt of a margin of

annum provided that female clerical
division officers who are paid the same
margins as those prescribed for male
officers in accordance with the provisions
of subclause (e) of clause 9 shall be sub-
ject to the same adjustments as apply to
male officers on a margin of $1,056 (£528)
per annum.

a person temporarily employed.

15—Term of Agreement.

This Agreement which, insofar as it relates to
officers employed in the Clerical Division, replaces
and supersedes the Agreements referred to in
clause 1, shall operate as from and including the
seventh day of January, 1966, and shall remain in
force for a period expiring on the 30th day of
June, 1969, provided that either of the parties may
after the seventh day of January, 1967 (or earlier
in the case of clause 9(e) ), negotiate with the
other party to amend or add to this agreement or
approach the Commission for an amendment to
this Agreement.
