(d) To make provision for drainage within the
Scheme Area.

(e) To provide a basis for future subdivision
of land within the Scheme Area.

4. Works to be Carried Out: The following
works to be carried out within the Scheme Area:—

(a) The Scheme Arez shall be re-surveyed in
conformity with the design shown on Plan
No. 2.

(b) The land shown as roads on Plan No. 2
of which the carriage-way is coloured
yvellow shall be constructed as gravel roads.

(c) The land coloured green on Plan No. 2
shall be set aside for public open space
and Local Authority purposes.

(d) Such earthworks as the Council considers
necessary shall be undertaken.

(j) Before sale of any lot or the transfer of it
or portion of it as part compensation to
further subdivide the land in accordance
with Plan No. 3.

(k) With the consent of the Town Planning
Board to make such minor variations to
the subdivisional design as the Council
considers necessary.
