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PART 1. PRELIMINARY.

1.1 This Town Planning Scheme may be cited
as the Shire of Northampton Town Planning
Scheme No. 2 hereinafter called “The Scheme”
and shall come into operation on the publication
of notice of the Minister’s final approval in the
Government Gazette.

12 The Scheme shall apply to the whole of the
land within the border shown on the maps
appended hereto.

1.3 The Scheme supercedes that of the Shire
of Northampton Town Planning Scheme No. 1 in
so far as it applies to the Area of this Scheme.

1.4 The Responsible Authority for carrying out
the Scheme is the Council of the Shire of North-
ampton hereinafter referred to as “The Counecil”.

1.5 Arrangement of Scheme.

Part 2.—Reserved Land.
Part 3.—Policies and Control.
Part 4.—Zones.

Part 5.—Non-conforming  Uses of
Land.

Part 6.—General Provisions.
Part 7.—Finance and Administration.

Map 2—Land Use Map.

Map 3—Scheme Map-—Policies and
Control.

Map 4-—Scheme Map—Zoning.

1.6 Interpretation: In this Scheme the terms
used will have the respective interpretations set
out in Appendix “D” of the Town Planning Regu-
lations 1967, unless otherwise specified by this
Scheme.

PART 2~—RESERVED LAND.

2.1 The Scheme area contains three types of
reserves set out hereunder:—

Public Purposes.
Recreation and Open Space.
Roads.

2.2 (a) Except as otherwise provided in this
Part a person shall not carry out any development
on land reserved under this Scheme, other than
the erection of a boundary fence, without first
applying for and obtaining the written approval
- of the Council.

(b) In giving its approval the Council shall have
regard to the ultimate purpose intended for the
reserve and shall in the case of land reserved for
the purpose of a public authority confer with that
authority before giving its approval.

(¢) No provision for this Part shall prevent the
continued use of land for the use for which it was
being lawfully used immediately prior to the
Scheme having the force of law, or the repair and
maintenance, for which the prior consent in writ-
ing of the Council has been obtained, of buildings
or works lawfully existing on the land.

2.3 (a) Where a Council refuses approval for
the development of land reserved under the
Scheme on the ground that the land is reserved
for public purposes, or grants approval subject to
conditions that are unacceptable to the applicant
the owner of the land may, if the land is in-
juriously affected thereby, claim compensation for
such injurious affection.

(b) Claims for such compensation shall be
lodged at the office of the Council not later than
six months after the date of the decision of the
Council refusing approval or granting it subject to
conditions that are unacceptable to the applicant.

(¢) In lieu of paying compensation the Council
may purchase the land affected by such decision
of the Council at a price not exceeding the value
of the land at the time of refusal of approval or
of the grant of approval subject to conditions that
are unacceptable to the applicant.

PART 3.~—POLICIES AND CONTROL.
3.1 The Scheme area is in part divided into
twelve Policy and Control Areas as indicated in
Map 3 Scheme Map Policies and Control,

3.2 Within each of the areas defined, the poli-
ciez and other requirements set out in clauses 3.6
to 3.17 shall apply to the appropriate policy area.

3.3 The provisions of this part are complemen-
tary and in addition to, the provisions of part 4
of the Scheme.

2.4 The Policy statements and control measures
of this part may be amended from time fo time by
resolution of the Council and approval by the
ton. Minister for Town Planning as an amend-
ment to the Scheme.

3.5 The overall Policy of the Coupcil will bq
to promote and control development in Kalparrl
townsite towards the objective of an environ-
mentally attractive resort complex ensuring maxi-
mum utilisation of the existing site advantages.

3.6 POLICY AREA R.l. (Recreation and Park-
land):

(a) With Policy Area R.1, Council will imple-
ment development programmes adopted
from time to time to ensure the proper
and orderly development of the areas for
public recreational benefit.

3.7 POLICY AREA R.2 (Golf Course):

(a) Within Policy Area R.2, Council will at
the appropriate time, implement pro-
grammes for development of the area as
a Public Golf Course.

3.8 POLICY AREA F.1 (Foreshore Improvement
Area):

(a) Within Policy Area F.l, the Council will
implement a programme of developme;nt
and landscape control in accordance with
an adopted plan for the improvement of
the area in the interests of public and
community uses.

39 POLICY AREA F2 (Foreshore Retention
Area):

(a) In view of the need to prevent erosion of
coastal dunes, Council will implement mea-
sures discouraging the use of land within
the area in order to protect the existing
vegetation and topography.

(b) Such measures will include the preven-
tion of uncontrolled access to the beaches
fronting the area and the prohibition of
development except in special cases, where
detailed proposals for control of environ-
mental factors will be required to be sub-
mitted as a condition of development con-
sideration.

3.10 POLICY AREA A.l1 (Living Area):

(b) Development of land within the Policy
Area will be subject to the preparation of
subdivision and development proposals by
the Crown in consultation with the Coun-
cil.

(¢) On subdivision of land within the Policy
Area, at present unsubdivided, provision for
uses shown on Scheme Map 3 within the
appropriate symbols shall be made ap-
proximately in the positions indicated.

7.2 Compensation: Claims for compensation by
reason of the Scheme other than for the purpose
of Part 2 shall be made not later than six months
from the date on which notice of approval of the
Scheme is published in the Government Guazetle,
except in the case of reserved land where the
provisions of Part 2 shall apply.

7.3 Entry to Premises: The Council may by an
authorised officer enter at all reasonable times any
building or land for the purpose of ascertaining
whether the provisions of the Scheme are being
observed.

7.4 Penalties: Any person who fails to comply
with any of the provisions of the Scheme is guilty
of an offence and without prejudice to any other
remedy given herein is liable to such penalties as
are prescribed by the Act.

7.5 Application for Approval: Application for
approval for development within the Scheme
Areas required under the provisions of the Scheme
or by other Statutes, shall be in writing addressed
to the Shire Clerk of the Northampton Shire
Council.

7.6 Appeals Against a Council Decision: Any
person grieved by a decision of the Council given
under the terms of this Scheme may appeal to the
Minister for Town Planning or to a Town Planning
Court in accordance with the provisions of Part V
of the Town Planning and Development Act, 1928,
(as amended) and the Appesals Regulations made
under that Act.

The Municipality of the Shire of Carnarvon.
By-laws Relating to Dogs.

L.G. 269/68.

IN pursuance of the powers conferred upon it by the abovementioned Acts

and of all other powers enabling

it, the Council of the abovementioned

Municipality hereby records having resolved on the 15th day of November,
1972, to make and submit for confirmation by the Governor the following

by-laws:——

Interpretation.
1. In these by-laws the term “Council” shall mean the Shire of Carnarvon.
2. All previous By-laws relating to dogs are hereby repealed.

PART I—IMPOUNDING OF DOGS.

3. The Council may establish and maintain a pound or pounds for the
impounding of dogs seized pursuant to the provisions of the Dog Act, 1803~

1965.

4. A dog seized by the Police or by an officer authorised by the Counecil

may be placed in a pound.
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5. Where a dog has been seized or placed in a pound the keeper of the
pound or other officer authorised by the Council shall, if the owner or person
usually in charge of the dog is known to him, forthwith notify such person
that the dog has been impounded.

6. If the owner or person apparently acting on behalf of the owner of
the dog seized or impounded shall claim such dog then upon payment of
the fees specified in the Scheduls herefo the dog shall he released to such
person.

7. The poundkeepers shall be in attendance at the pound for the release
of dogs at such time and on such days of the week as shall from time to
time be determined by the Council.

8. Any person applying for the release of a dog seized or impounded shall
prove to the satisfaction of the poundkeeper or other officer authorised by
the Council the ownership of the deog and his authority to take delivery of
it. The poundkeeper or officer may accept such proof as he considers satis-
factory and no person shall have any right of action against him or the
Council in respect of the delivery of a dog in gocd faith.

9. If 2 dog shall not be claimed and the said fees paid within 48 hours of
its being seized or if a dog having a collar around its neck with a registra-
tion label for the current year affixed thereto shall not be claimed and the
said fees paid within 48 hours of the service of a notice upon the registered
owner, the poundkeeper or other officer authorised by the Council may sell
such dog.

10. Upon the sale of a dog, the proceeds of sale shall be the property of
the Council and may be disposed of in such maunner as the Council thinks
fit. The owner of a dog seld in pursuant of these by-laws shall have no
claim against the Council in respect of the procseds thereof.

11. If within the time mentioned in by-law 9 hereof or at any time
before the destruction of a dog, the dog has not been claimed as aforesaid
and the said fees paid and if no offer has been received for its purchase the
dog may be destroyed.

12, Notwithstanding anything herein contained but subject to the provi-
sions of section 19 of the said Dog Act, 1963-1965, any dog seized or impounded
may at any time be destroyed upon the authority of the Shire Clerk or the
Shire Council if in the opinion of the Shire Clerk the dog is too savage or
noisy to be kept or is suffering from an injury, disease or sickness.

13. If the Council shall destroy a dog at the request of its owner whether
such dog shall have been seized or impounded or not, the owner shali pay to
the Council the fee specified in the Schedule hereto.

14. No person shall—

(a) unless a poundkeeper or other officer of the Council duly authorised
in that regard, release or attempt to release a dog from a pound;

(b) destroy, break into, damage or in any way interfere with or render
not dog proof any pound;

(¢) destroy, break into, damage or in any way interfere with any dog
cart vehicle or container used for the purpose of catching, holding
or conveying dogs which have been seized.

15. No person shall obsiruct or hinder an employee of the Council or
member of the Police Force in the performance of anything authorised by
the provisions of the Dog Act, 1803-1965, or the regulations made in pursuance
of those provisions.

16. The payment of fees in respect of the seizure, care, detention or destruc-
tion of a dog shall not relieve the owner of it of liability to a penalty under
any of the provisions of these by-laws.

17. Any person who shall commit a breach of any of by-laws 3 to 17 (both
inclusive) of these by-laws shall upon conviction be liable to a penalty not
exceeding ten dollars ($10).

PART II—REGULATION OF DOG KENNELS.

18. Where the owner or occupier of any premises keeps or permits or
suffers to be kept more than two degs on the premises at the one time the
Council may declare such premises to be premises to which the provision of
this part of these By-laws apply and on premises so declared dogs shall be kept
in an approved kenmnel or kennels and registered with the Council as herein-
after provided.

19. The occupier of any premises whereon more than two dogs are kept
or permitted or suffered to remain and such premises have been declared by
the Council pursuant to the preceding by-law, shall provide a kennel or kennels
which shall comply with the following conditions:—

(a) Each kennel shall have a yard appurtenant thereto.

(b) Each kennel and each yard and every part thereof shall not be at
any less distance than 30 feet from the boundaries of the land in
the occupation of the occupier.

(¢) Each kennel and each yeard and every part thereof shall not be
at any less distance than 80 feet from any road or street.
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(d) Fach kennel and each yard and every part thereof shall not be at any
less distance than 60 feet from any dwelling, house, church, school-
room hall or factory.

(e) The walls shall be rigid, impervious and structurally sound.

() The roof shall be constructed of some impervious material.

(g) All external surfaces of material shall be painted and kept painted
with good quality paint.

(h) The lowest internal height shall be at least 6 feet from the floor.

(i) Bach yard shall be securely fenced and kept securely fenced with a
fence not less than 6 feet in height constructed of galvanised iron,
wood, galvanised link mesh or netting.

() All gates shall be provided with proper catches or means of fastening.

(k) The upper surface of the floor of each kennel shall be set at least
4 inches above the surface of the surrounding ground and shall be
constructed of granoclithic cement finish to a smooth surface. It shall
have a fall of not less than 1 in 100. The entire yard shall be sur-
rounded by a drain which shall he properly laid, veantilated and
trapped. All floor washings shall pass through this drain and shall
be disposed of in accordance with the health requirements of the
Council.

(1) The fioor of any yard which is floored shall ke constructed in the same

manner as the floor of any kennel and as provided in the next pro-
ceeding paragraph.

(m) For each dog kept therein every kennel shall have not less than
20 square feet of floor space and every yard not less than 25 square
feet.

(n) All kennels and yards and all feeding and drinking vessels shall be
maintained in a clean condition and cleaned and disinfected when
so ordered by an officer of the Council.

20. Council shall not permit the establishment or maintenance of a kennel
in any area if in the opinion of the Council such kennel would adversely affect
the environment, be a nuisance to other residents or in any way ctherwise be
detrimental or prejudicial.

21. The occupier of any premises which have been declared by the Council
shall not allow, permit or suffer any dog to be at large or roam outside the
kennel or yard.

22. No kennel shall be erected unless and until plans, specifications and
a location plan showing the proposed site for such kennel and of the yard
appurtenant thereto have been approved by the Council.

23. Council may not approve or register a kennel until the occupier of
the premises has advertised in a public newspaper his intention to establish
a kennel upon the premises and Council has considered any objections raised
to the maintenance of the kennel upon the premises.

Approved kennels shall be registered by the Council on receipt of the fee
prescribed in the Schedule and shall be subject to annual review bhefore
renewal.

24. Any person who shall commit a breach of any of by-laws 18 to 24
(both inclusive) of these by-laws shall upon conviction be liable to a penalty
not exceeding one hundred doilars.

PART III—GENERAL.

25. No person shall permit a dog to wander at large and shall keep such
dog chained or under effective control at all times.

26. The owner of a dog shall prevent that dog from enfering or being in
any of the following places:—

(a) A public building.

(b) A theatre or picture garden.

(¢) A house of worship.

(d) A shop or other public business premises.

927. The owner of a dog shall prevent that dog from entering or being in
any of the following places unless on a leash held by a person:—

(a) A sports ground.

(b) An area set aside for public recreation.
(c) A car park.

(d) A School.

(e) Any land vested in or under the control of the Council including a
road or street.

28. The occupier of any premises other than a registered kennel where a
dog is kept or permitted or suffered to remain shall not allow such dog by
continuous barking to be a nuisance to any inhabitant or inhabitants in the
neighbourhood.

29. Any person who shall commit a breach of any of by-laws 25 to 28
(both inclusive) of these by-laws shall upon conviction be liable to a penalty
not exceeding ten dollars.

30. Dogs used in the droving tending or in the management of livestock
under the control of the owner or employees shall not be deemed fo come
within the provisions of By-law 27 (e) of this Part.

FEES.
For the seizure and impounding of a dog—$10.00.
For the maintenance of a dog in a pound or part of a day—$1.00 per day.
For the destruction of a dog—$1.00.
Kennel Registration Fee—$20.00.
Any veterinary officer’s fee where such attention is necessary.

By-law Relating to Prevention of Damage to Footpaths
and Road Kerbing.
L.G. 142/73.
IN pursuance of the powers conferred upon it by the abovementioned Act and
all other powers enabling it, the Council of the abovementioned Municipality
hereby records having resolved on the thirtieth day of January, 1973, to make
and submit for confirmation by the Governor the following By-law:——

1. In these By-laws, unless the context requires otherwise, the term-—

“Vehicles” includes any vehicle which comes within the interpretation of
that expression in the Traffic Act, 1919 and includes a tractor, trailer,
bulldozer or any other mobile machinery.

“Specially Constructed Crossing” means a crossing constructed to the
specification fixed by resolution of the Council for the use of vehicles
and animals over the footpath or unmade portion of the street or
way from the paved portion of the street or way to the common boun-
dary of a street or way and land abutting thereon.

2. No person shall drive any vehicle over or across a road kerb or footpath
except at a specially constructed crossing place unless with the permission
of Council and in accordance with these By-laws.

3. No person shall drive a vehicle or animal or permit a vehicle or animal
to be driven over or across a road kerb or a footpath if such vehicle or animal
is so heavy, or is of such nature that it causes or is likely to cause damage to
the road kerb or the paving of the footpath unless with the permission of the
Council and in accordance with these By-laws

4. Any person who—
(a) desires to cross a footpath or road kerb with a vehicle or animal at
a place not a specially constructed crossing place; or
(b) proposes to carry out building or other operations necessitating the
crossing of, or who desires to cross a footpath or a road kerb with a
vehicle or animal which is likely to cause damage to the road kerbing
or the paving of a footpath whether at a specially constructed cross-
ing place or not,
shall make application to the Council for permission so to do, specifying the
place at which such crossing is to be made.

5. Accompanying each first application shall be a crossing deposit fee
to cover costs of possible damage in crossing from the roadway to the lot
boundary in accordance with the following schedule:—

(a) For persons who require only one crossing permit in force at any
one time, a deposit of $60.00.

(b) For persons who require from two to five crossing permits in force
at any one time, a deposit of $120.00.

(¢) For persons who require six or more crossing permits in force at any
one time, a deposit of $300.00.

The deposit paid is a full deposit on all activities of the applicant within
this Shire and the deposit is to be retained by the Council in trust until such
time as the applicant ceases operations in this Municipality.
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6. These By-laws apply only to those applications received after the
promulgation of these By-laws and all applications and deposits paid prior
to the coming into operation of these By-laws shall be dealt with in accord-
ance with the practice in operation at the time the application and deposit
was made.

7. Temporary Crossings: A person who carries out any building or other
operations or works necessitating the crossing of, or who desires to "cross
a footpath or road kerb with vehicles or animals which cause or are likely
to cause damage to the paving of a footpath or road kerb shall comply with
the following conditions:—

(a) If the paved portion of the footpath shall be constructed of concrete
slabs he shall carefully remove them from the footpath for a width
of 4.88 m (16 feet) at the proposed crossing and neatly stack them
on the adjoining land.

(p) If required by Council he shall place in the position from which the
slabs have been removed a temporary crossing constructed in accord-
ance with subparagraph (d).

(c) If the paved portion of the footpath shall be constructed in total or
in part of bitumen surfaced gravel, gravel, limestone or crushed
metal he shall, if required by Council, place in position where the cross-
ing is to be made a temporary crossing constructed in accordance
with subparagraph (d).

(d) The temporary crossing mentioned in subparagraphs (b) and (c) of
this By-law shall be constructed 4.88 m (16 feet) wide and of a length
equal to the width of the paved portion of the footpath and con-
structed of hardwood planks of at least .2032 m (8 inches) by .0381 m
(14 inches) in section, of which the ends shall be chamfered down-
wards, securely nailed together with hoop iron straps at 1.2192 m
(4 foot) centres. The said planking shall be firmly bedded and laid
true to the level of the original footpath.

() When the necessity no longer exists for such temporary crossings or
when called upon to do so by notice in writing from the Council, he
shall remove the planking, replace the cement slabs in a proper
workmanlike manner to original level and line and shall replace with
new slabs of equal guality and size any slabs which have been lost,
damaged or broken, or in the case of a crossing over a bitumen sur-
faced gravel, gravel, limestone or crushed metal footpath, remove the
planking, clean off the footpath and restore the surface of the cross-
ing to its original condition.

(f) He shall, until it shall have been removed, keep the temporary cross-
ing in good repair and in such a condition as not to create any danger
or obstruction to pedestrians. ‘

(g) If the site chosen for the proposed temporary crossing fronts a con-
structed road kerb the Engineer shall have the rcad kerb removed
at the place indicated in the application, or if he does not approve
the place indicated, then at a place approved by him.

(h) When the necessity no longer exists for the temporory crossing the
Engineer shall have the road kerb replaced.

(i) The costs of removal and replacement of the kerb shall be paid by
the applicant on demand by the Council.

8. (1) Any person who desires to trench through or under a constructed
footpath or a road kerb shall apply in writing to the Council for permission
so to do.

(2) No person shall trench through or under a footpath or road kerb
without first obtaining the written consent of the Council or otherwise than
in accordance with the terms of the written consent of the Council.

(3) The cost of reinstatement (if any) as a result of works carried out
in accordance with By-laws 8 (1) and (2) shall be paid to Council by the
applicant on demand.

9. Persons applying for permission to cross a kerb and/or a footpath shall
make good all damage caused to the road kerbing, guttering, paved road or
footpath during the whole of the time the works are in progress. If any
damage shall have occurred and shall not have been made good, the Council
is authorised to make good such damage and either—

(a) deduct the cost of such reinstatement from the deposit money paid
to the Council in accordance with By-law 5 (a); or

(b) where deposits have been made in accordance with By-law 5 (b) and
(), submit an account to the applicant for the cost of reinstatement
to be paid on demand and retain the original deposit intact.

10. Single Application:

If no damage has been caused or if the damage caused has been made
good by the applicant, the Council shall on application repay to the
applicant the deposit lodged in accordance with By-law 5 (a).

If damage has been caused and the cost of reinstatement is less than
the deposit lodged in accordance with By-law 5 (a), the balance of
the money owing to the applicant by Council shall on application be
refunded.

If damage has been caused and the cost of reinstatement exceeds the
amount of deposit lodged in accordance with By-law 5 (a), the appli-
cant shall pay to the Council the balance outstanding, on demand.
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11. Multiple Applications: When a person or persons having deposited sums
in accordance with By-law 5 (b) and (c) and advised the Council that no
further applications to build or develop are likely to be made, the deposit
held in trust shall be refunded to the applicant.

12. Any person who shall commit a breach of any of these By-laws shall
be liable, on conviction, to—
(a) a maximum penalty of $200.00.
(b) a maximum daily penalty during the breach of $16.00 per day.
