12. All stock running on the Common otherwise than in accordance with
these by-laws shall be deemed to be trespassing stock.

13. The Council shall not be responsible for damage or injury sustained
from any cause whatever by any animal running on the Common, nor for
loss sustained by a licensee by reason of any animal straying off the Common.

14. Every licensee under these By-laws shall produce his license upon being
required so to do by any Ranger or officer of the Council.

15. Any act committed by an unlicensed person for which a license may
be granted under the provisions of these by-laws, is regarded to be an offence
against the by-laws.
