3, The occupier on any lot whereon more than three cats are kept pursuant
to sub-bylaw 2 hereof shall comply with the f0110w1ng provisiongi—

(a) The occupier shall register the lot as a cattery with the Council of the Town
of Bast Fremantle and shall renew that registration on or before the 1st day
of July each year.

(b) The occupier shall pay te the Town of East Fremantle an annual registration
fee of $10.

(c) The occupier shall provide for each cat on the lot a properly constructed
shelter with an enclosure which will comply with the following conditions:—
(i) Bvery shelter shall have a floor area of not less than 0.56 square metres
for every cat over the age of three months old that may be kept
therein, and
¢ii) The area of the enclosure appurtenant to any shelter or group
of shelters forming a cattery, shall not be less than three times
the area of the shelter or group of shelters to which it is appurtenant.
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(d) No shelter or enclosure shall be at less distance than 10 metres from the
boundary of any lot not in the same ownership or possession or at any less
distance than 10 metres from any dwelling, church, schoolroom, hall or
any premises whatsoever wherein food is manufactured, packed or prepared
for human consumption.

(e) All enclosures, yards, grounds and shelters within which cats are kept, shall
be maintained at all times in a clean condition and free from vermin, and
shall at any time be cleaned, disinfected or otherwise dealt with as a Health
Surveyor may direct.

By-laws Relating to Intensive Piggeries.

WHEREAS under the Health Act 1911, as amended, a local authority may make
by-laws, now therefore, the Shire of Boyup Brook being the local authority for
the health district of Boyup Brook, has resolved to make the following by-laws.

1. These by-laws may be cited as the “Shire of Boyup Brook Intensive Housing
of Pigs By-laws” and shall apply within the whole of the Shire of Boyup Brook.

2. For the purpose of these by-laws, the following definitions shall apply:—

“Authorised Officer” means a person lawfully appointed by Council for the
purpose of these by-laws.

“Bore” means a well or shaft sunk in the earth for the purpose of production
of ground water, whether for human or animal consumption.

“Council” means the Council of the Municipality of the Shire of Boyup Brook.

“District” means the Municipal District of the Shire of Boyup Brook.

“Intensive Piggery” means those premises where pigs are kept in buildings
or yards at a stocking density of less than 2 square metres per 45 kilograms
of total live pig body weight and includes any effluent disposal or drainage
system connected thereto.

“Water Course” has the same meaning as that contained in section 2 of the
Rights in Water and Irrigation Act 1914, as amended.

3. No person shall establish an Intensive piggery within the Shire of Boyup
Brook without approval of the Council. The Intensive housing of pigs may be permitted
in all areas of the local authority, with the exception of the following—

(a) The townsite of Boyup Brook and all that land within three kilometres outside
the boundary of that townsite.

(b) The townsites of Mayanup, Dinninup, Kulikup, Wilga and Tonebridge and
all that land within one kilometre outside the boundaries of those townsites.

4. Any person intending to establish an Intensive piggery within the district
shall submit to the Council—
(a) Plans and specifications in duplicate of the proposed Intensive piggery
including:—
(1) Details of the approximate number of pigs to be kept
(ii) Details of the drainage and effluent disposal system to be installed
(iii) Details of the method by which cleaning down of the premises
shall be maintained
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5. No person shall establish or maintain an Intensive piggery unless every portion
of such piggery is:—

(a) At least 100 metres from any house or other place of human habitation
or any place whatsoever where food for human consumption is prepared
or stored.

(b) At least 200 metres from the boundary of the lot upon which the Intensive
piggery is to be situated.

6. (a) AIll buildings and yards shall be maintained in a structurally sound and
clean condition free of fly and vermin infestation.

(b) Drainage and treatment of effluent waste shall be carried out and maintained
so as to prevent a nuisance.

(c) Located in a position not likely to cause pollution to any bore or water
course.

7. Every person who establishes an Intensive piggery in contravention of these
by-laws shall commit an offence and shall be liable upon conviction to a penalty not
exceeding $200.

8. Every person who carries on an Intensive piggery established in breach of
these by-laws shall commit an offence and shall be liable upon conviction to a
penalty not exceeding $4 for every day on which he carried it on whether there has
or has not been a conviction in respect of the establishing of the Intensive piggery.

9. (a) Where there is a default by an owner or occupier of an Intensive piggery
in complying with the provisions of these by-laws the Council or its authorised
officer may by notice in writing served on that owner or occupier order that the
default be rectified and in the event of noncompliance with that notice the Council

or its authorised officer may effect such work as is necessary to comply with requirements
of the order.

(b) The cost of effecting the work referred to in paragraph (a) hereof shall be a
debt due and owing by the owner or occupier of that Intensive piggery to the Council
and may be recovered by the Council in a court of competent jurisdiction.
