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COMPANIES (APPLICATION OF LAWS) ACT 1981
COMPANIES (APPLICATION OF LAWS) (PENALTY NOTICES) REGULATIONS 1989
MADE by His Excellency the Governor in Executive Council.

Citation

1. These regulations may be cited as the Companies (Application of Laws) (Penalty
Notices) Regulations 1989.

Commencement

2. These regulations shall come into operation on the day on which Part 4 of the
Companies and Securities Legislation (Miscellaneous Amendments) Act 1988 comes into
operation.

Prescribed offences and penalties

3. (1) An offence committed under or in relation to a provision of the Companies (Western
Australia) Code, being a provision that is specified in column 2 of the schedule, is a prescribed
offence for the purposes of section 570A of the Companies (Western Australia) Code.

(2) In relation to a prescribed offence the notice to be served on a person under section 570A
of the Companies (Western Australia) Code shall be the form of penalty notice prescribed by
the Companies (Western Australia) Regulations and shall set out the description in relation to
that offence that is specified in column 3 of the schedule.

(3) For the purposes of a notice served on a person under section 570A of the Companies
(Western Australia) Code, a penalty of the amount specified in column 4 of the schedule
opposite the provision under or in relation to which that offence is committed, as specified in
column 2 of the schedule, is the prescribed penalty in respect of the offence.

(4) An offence specified in column 3 of the schedule opposite a provision specified in column
2 of the schedule is shortly described there for convenience of reference only and the nature of
the description shall not be taken to alter or otherwise affect—

(a) the nature or elements of the offence to which the provision refers; or

(b) the operation of the Companies (Western Australia) Code, the Companies (Western
Australia) Regulations or these regulations,

notwithstanding that the nature or any element of the offence in relation to which a notice is
served may not be, or may not adequately be, set out in the description specified in column 3
of the schedule.

(5) A reference in the schedule—

(a) to a “failure” in relation to a provision shall be taken to include a reference to a
contravention of, or default in compliance with, that provision;

and

(b) to “lodge”, or “lodgement”, shall be taken to refer to lodgement with the Commission
within the time required by the provision to which the reference relates.

COMPANIES (ACQUISITION OF SHARES)
(APPLICATION OF LAWS) (PENALTY NOTICES) REGULATIONS 1989

MADE by His Excellency the Governor in Executive Council.

Citation

1. These regulations may be cited as the Companies (Acquisition of Shares) (Application
of Laws) (Penalty Notices) Regulations 1989.

Commencement

2. These regulations shall come into operation on the day on which Part 5 of the
Companies and Securities Legislation (Miscellaneous Amendments) Act 1988 comes into
operation.

Prescribed offences and penalties

3. (1) An offence committed under or in relation to a provision of the Companies
(Acquisition of Shares) (Western Australia) Code, being a provision that is specified‘in column
2 of the schedule, is a prescribed offence for the purposes of section 53A of the Companies
(Acquisition of Shares) (Western Australia) Code. ’

penalty notice prescribed by the Companies (Acquisition of Shares) (Western Australia)
Regulations and shall set out the description in relation to that offence that is specified in
column 3 of the schedule.

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ART GALLERY ACT 1959
THE ART GALLERY OF WESTERN AUSTRALIA FOUNDATION RULES 1989
MADE by the Minister on the recommendation of the Board under section 28C.

Citation

1. These rules may be cited as The Art Gallery of Western Australia Foundation Rules
1989.

Further objects of Foundation

2. The Foundation has the following objects in addition to those stated in section 28A (4)
of the Act—

(a) to raise finance for the acquisition of works of art by the Board for the State
collection;

(b) to provide financial assistance for the Art Gallery’s educational programme, including
exhibitions, displays, publications, research projects, and visits from overseas and
interstate artists, art experts and teachers;

(c) to disseminate, whether by written publication or otherwise, information and ma-
terial of any nature relating to the Art Gallery and its objectives, activities and needs;

(d) to widen knowledge, understanding and appreciation in the community of the Art
Gallery and its objectives, activities and needs;

(e) to raise money for the attainment of the objects of the Foundation, or any of them, by
such methods as from time to time the Council considers desirable;

(f) to pay the net proceeds of all moneys raised, after payment of expenses, to the Board
for acquisition of works of art by the Board or for such other purposes as the Board
may approve; and

(g) todo all such things as are incidental or conducive to the attainment of the objects of
the Foundation, or any of them, or to the preservation, development and improve-
gexft of the Art Gallery’s collection and the facilities and well-being of the Art

allery.

Membership of Foundation

3. (1) The members of the Foundation shall be such persons, whether natural persons or
bodies corporate or unincorporate, as qualify for membership under this rule and apply to the
Council for membership.

(2) The qualification for membership is the making of a gift or gifts to the Board or to the
Foundation amounting in value to not less than $4 000 in a period of 5 years.

(3) A gift may be in cash or kind and the value of a gift in kind shall be determined for the
purposes of this rule and rule 4 by the Board.

(4) A person or body that undertakes in a form approved by the Board to make a gift over a
period not exceeding 5 years shall be deemed for the purposes of this rule and rule 4 to have
made that gift in full so long as the undertaking is complied with. '

(5) If an undertaking of the kind referred to in subrule (4) is not complied with within 1
month of the posting or other delivery to the member of a notice from the Foundation that a
gift specified in the undertaking is due, the membership of the person or body shall cease
unless-—

(a) the Board determines otherwise in the particular circumstances; or

(b) a gift or gifts previously given qualify that person or body for a category of member-
ship (in which case the person or body becomes qualified for membership of that
category).

(6) A person who covenants with the Board, in a form approved by the Board, to make a
testamentary bequest to the Board of a specified amount shall be deemed for the purposes of
this rule and rule 4 to have made a gift equal to one half of that amount.

(7) The Board may grant membership of any category to a person not otherwise qualified
for that membership where the Board considers the person to be so deserving by reason of
artistic or other achievement or services to the Foundation or the Art Gallery.

Categories of membership .

4. (1) There shall be 6 categories of membership and the qualification for each category is
as follows— :

(a) a person who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
years amounting in value to not less than $4 000 qualifies to be a member of the
_ Foundation;
(b) a person who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
years amounting in value to not less than $15 000 qualifies to be a Fellow of the
Foundation;

(c) aperson who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
years amounting in value to not less than $50 000 qualifies to be a Benefactor of the
Foundation;

(d) a person who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
years amounting in value to not less than $100 000 qualifies to be a Governor of the
Foundation;

(e) aperson who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
years amounting in value to not less than $500 000 qualifies to be a Vice Patron of the
Foundation; and

(f) aperson who makes a gift or gifts to the Board or to the Foundation in a period of 5
‘years amounting in value to not less than $1 000 000 qualifies to be a Patron of the
Foundation.

(2) A member may at any time progress to a higher category of membership by making or
undertaking to make such additional contributions as would qualify the member for the higher
category of membership.
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Cessation of membership
5. (1) A member may by notice in writing delivered to the chairman of the Council resign
from membership of the Foundation.
(2) Subject to rule 3 (5), membership of the Foundation continues—
(a) in the case of a natural person, until resignation or death; and
(b) in the case of a body corporate or unincorporate, for a period of 15 years from the

date of qualification for membership, unless the membership is renewed by the
further qualification for membership of the body.

Friends of the Foundation

6. The Council may by resolution establish a public register of Friends of the Foundation
and determine the qualifications for admission of persons other than members as Friends of
the Foundation.

Council of the Foundation
7. (1) There shall be a Council of the Foundation which shall be responsible for the
control and management of the affairs of the Foundation and the furtherance of the objects of
the Foundation. '
(2) The Council must not take any action that is contrary to the requirements of the Board
as made known to the Council by the Board from time to time.
(3) The Council shall consist of —
(a) the chairman of the Board, or in the absence of the chairman, the deputy;
(b) the Director; and
(¢) notless than 3 nor more than 7 persons, who shall in the first instance be appointed
by the Board for terms of not less than one nor more than 3 years and subsequently
shall be appointed by the Board after consultation with the Council.
(4) Subject to subrule (3) (¢), a member of the Council, other than the chairman of the
Board and the Director, shall be appointed for a term of 3 years, except that a member must
not be appointed so as to hold office for more than 6 consecutive years.

Vacation of office of Council member
8. The office of a member of the Council becomes vacant if—

(a) the member resigns by written notice delivered to the chairman of the Council or the
Director;

(b) the member is an undischarged bankrupt or a person whose property is subject to an
order or arrangement under the laws relating to bankruptcy;

(¢) the member becomes of unsound mind;

(d) the member is sentenced to imprisonment for 12 months or more; or

(e) the member is absent, without leave of the Council, from 3 consecutive meetings of
the Council of which he or she had notice.

Council procedure

9. (1) The procedure for the calling, adjournment and regulation of meetings of the
Council and the conduct of business at those meetings shall, subject to these rules, be as
determined by the Council.

(2) Unless the Council otherwise resolves, 3 members of the Council form a quorum.

(3) Each member attending a meeting of the Council has a deliberate vote and, in the case of
an equality of votes, the chairman or other member presiding has also a casting vote.

(4) The Assistant Director—Administration of the Art Gallery and the Executive Officer of
the Foundation may attend and participate in meetings of the Council but may not vote.

(5) The Council shall cause accurate minutes of each meeting of the Council to be recorded
and preserved and a copy sent to the Board.

(6) A resolution in writing signed or assented to by letter, telex or facsimile transmission by
each member of the Council shall be as valid and effectual as if it had been passed at a meeting
of the Council.

Powers of Council

10. (1) The Council may do all things necessary for or incidental to the achievement of
the objects of the Foundation.

(2) The Council may on behalf of the Foundation employ such persons or agents and
procure such professional or other assistance or services as may be required by the Foundation
and may pay reasonable fees and remuneration therefor.

Committees of Council

11. (1) The Council may from time to time appoint committees of such persons as the
Council thinks appropriate and every such committee shall be responsible to and shall report
to the Council concerning the matters for which the committee is constituted.

(2) The Council may discharge or alter the composition of a committee.

(3) Subject to the directions of the Council, a committee may determine its own procedure.

General meetings of Foundation

12. (1) An annual general meeting of members of the Foundation shall be held as soon as
practicable after the end of each financial year at a time and place determined by the Council.

(2) The Council shall submit to the annual general meeting an annual report on the
operations of the Foundation during the preceding financial year, including a statement of
financial transactions for the financial year and a statement of the financial position of the
Foundation at the end of the financial year.

(3) Special general meetings of the Foundation may be called and shall be held at such times
and places as are determined by the Council.

(4) The Council shall cause not less than 7 days’ notice of every general meeting of the
Foundation. including notice of the business of the meeting, to be sent to every member at the
last known address in Western Australia of that member as recorded by the Foundation.

(5) The accidental omission to give notice of a meeting to a member does not invalidate the
proceedings at the meeting.
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(6) At a general meeting—
{a) the chairman of the Council; or
(b) in the absence of the chairman, the vice chairman of the Council; or

(¢) in their absence, a member of the Council elected by the members present at the
meeting,

shall preside.

(7) The chairman shall cause accurate minutes of each general meeting of the Foundation to
be recorded and preserved and a copy sent to the Board.

Quorum of meeting of Foundation

13. Fifty members or 10% of the members of the Foundation, whichever is the less,
present in person or by proxy constitute a quorum for a general meeting, but a quorum must
include 2 members of the Council of whom one must be the Director or a member appointed
under rule 7 (3) (c).

Voting at general meetings
14. At ageneral meeting—

(a) upon a show of hands, each member present in person shall have one vote;

(b) upon a poll, each member present in person or by proxy shall have one vote;

(c) in the event of an equality of votes, the person presiding at the meeting has a casting
vote as well as a deliberative vote; and

(d) the person presiding or any 3 members may demand a poll either before or on the
declaration of the result of a show of hands.

Voting by proxy or representative

15. (1) A member that is a body corporate or unincorporate may, by notice in writing
delivered to the chairman of the Council, appoint a representative to represent and act for it at
general meetings of the Foundation and for the purposes of rule 14 (1) (a) a body so
represented shall be taken to be present in person.

(2) A member may in writing appoint a proxy to attend and vote at general meetings of the
Foundation on behalf of the member.

(3) The appointment of a proxy shall be for such period and upon such conditions as the
appointer determines.

Financial provisions

16. (1) The Council shall cause to be kept, to the satisfaction of the accountable authority
of the Art Gallery, proper accounts and records of the transactions and affairs of the Foun-
dation and shall do all things necessary to ensure that all moneys received are properly
brought to account, all payments are correctly made and properly authorized and adequate
control is maintained over the incurring of liabilities.

(2) The accounts and records of the Foundation shall be kept at such place or places as the
Council determines and shall be open during normal office hours for inspection by members of
the Council and members of the Board.

Execution of documents

17. Documents authorized by resolution of the Council to be executed on behalf of the
Foundation may be so executed—
(a) in the case of deeds and other documents under seal, by being signed, sealed and
delivered on its behalf by 2 members of the Council; and
(b) in the case of any other documents, by being signed on its behalf by 2 members of the
Council.

(1) Power to authorise W.A. Chip and Pulp Company
Pty Ltd to use wood for woodchipping or obtain (©
woodchips derived from the clearing of remnant
native vegetation on private property as provided
for in Condition 7 of the Minister for Environ-
ment’s Statement of 28 September 1988 issued pur- (d)
suant to section 45 (7) of the Environmental Pro-
tection Act 1986 that the woodchipping proposal by
W.A. Chip and Pulp Company Pty Ltd may be
implemented.

(2) Power to authorize W.A. Chip and Pulp Company
Pty Ltd to use. wood for woodchipping or obtain
woodchips derived from tree plantations estab-

LOCAL GOVERNMENT ACT 1960
Municipality of the Shire of Cue
By-law Relating to the T'rading in Public Places

IN pursuance of the powers conferred upon it by the abovementioned Act and of all other
powers enabling it, the Council of the abovementioned Municipality hereby records having
resolved on 15 June 1988 to make and submit for confirmation by the Governor the following
by-law relating to trading in public places within the Townsite of Cue.

1. Interpretation: In this by-law, unless the context otherwise requires—

“Council” means the Municipality of the Shire of Cue.

“Public Place” includes a street, way and other place that the public are allowed to use,
whether the street, way or place is or is not on private property.

“Trading” means selling or hiring of goods, wares, merchandise or services, or offering
goods, wares, merchandise or services for sale or hire, in a street or other public place
and includes displaying goods, wares or merchandise for the purpose of offering them
for sale or hire, soliciting orders or carrying out any other transaction therein, but
does not include the setting up of a stall, or the conducting of business at a stall,
under the authority of a licence issued under by-laws made under section 242.
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“Community Association” means an institution, association, club, society or body,
whether incorporated or not, the objects of which are of a charitable, benevolent,
religious, cultural, educational, recreational, sporting or other like nature and the
members of which are not entitled or permitted to receive any pecuniary profit from
the transactions thereof.

2. This by-law shall not apply to the selling or offering for sale of newspapers or magazines,
nor shall it apply to community associations.

3. No person shali carry on trading in any public place unless that person is acting within
the specifications of a current licence issued under this by-law and for which all fees and
charges have been paid.

4. An application for a licence or a renewal of a licence shall be in writing in the form set out
in the First Schedule hereto and be accompanied by the application fee.

5. In considering an application for a licence the Council shall have regard for any relevant
policy statements, the desirability of the proposed activity and its location and for the
circumstances of the case. Council may refuse to issue a licence, in which case it shall provide
the applicant with reasons in writing.

6. The Council may issue a licence specifying such requirements, terms and conditions as
the Council sees fit including—

(a) the place to which the licence applies;
(b) the days and hours when trading may be carried on;
(c) the number, type, form and construction, as the case may be;

(d) the particulars of the goods and services or transaction in respect of which trading
may be carried on;

(e) whether and under what terms the licence is transferable;

(f) any prohibitions or restrictions concerning the causing of any nuisance, the use of
signs, the making of noise and the use of amplifiers, sound equipment, sound instru-
ments, and lighting apparatus;

(g) any requirements concerning the display of the licence holder’s name and other
details of licence, the care, maintenance and cleansing of the place of trading or the
vacating of the place when trading is not taking place;

(h) any requirements regarding the acquisition by the licence holder of public risk
insurance; :

(i) the period not exceeding 12 months during which the licence is valid.

7. A licence shall be in or substantially in the form set out in the Second Schedule.

8. Charges and fees shall be calculated and payable in accordance with the Third Schedule
hereto and notwithstanding Council’s appreval of the issue of a licence such licence shall not
be valid until the appropriate fees and charges have been paid.

10. Where a licence is revoked the Council shall if requested, provide the licence holder with
reasons in writing, and shall refund the charge, having first deducted the charge applicable to
the period from the issuing of the licence to its revocdtion.

11. Any person who contravenes or fails to comply with any provision of the by-laws
commits an offence, and is liable on conviction to a penalty of up to $1 000 or imprisonment
for six (6) months.

CITY OF KALGOORLIE/BOULDER (UNIFICATION) ORDER 1989
MADE by His Excellency the Governor in Executive Council under sections 9, 10, 12, 14, and
20.

Citation

1. This order may be cited as the City of Kalgoorlie/Boulder (Unification) Order 1989.
Commencement

2. This order shall come into operation on 1 February 1989,

Interpretation
3. Inthis order, “City‘ means the City of Kalgoorlie/Boulder.

Unification of Town of Kalgoorlie and Shire of Boulder.

4. The municipalities and the districts of the Town of Kalgoorlie and the Shire of Boulder
are united so as to form one muncipality and one district.
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City of Kalgoorlie/Boulder

5. The municipality forrped by the union of the Town of Kalgoorlie and the Shire of
Boulder is declared to be a City to be known as the City of Kalgoorlie/Boulder.

Common seal of the City of Kalgoorlie/Boulder
6. The following seal is approved as the common seal of the City—

Audit of accounts of former municipalities

7. (1) The duties imposed on each council under sections 629 and 630 of the Act in respect
of the balancing and auditing of accounts and annual statements or summaries shall be
complied with by the City in respect of the former municipal accounts of both the Town of
Kalgoorlie and the Shire of Boulder as if the period of time from 1 July 1988 to 31 January
1989 was a financial year.

(2) In addition to its duty under section 630 (2a) of the Act, the City shall cause copies of the

. statements referred to in that section to be made available to the persons referred to in that

section as soon as is practicable.

(3) The auditor appointed by the City shall comply with sections 630 (3) and 631 of the Act
in respect of the accounts and statements referred to in subclause (1) and section 632 shall
apply upon receipt of the auditor’s report.

First council of the City—wards and council members
8. (1) Until 5 May 1989, the City shall be divided into 6 wards—
(a) 5 wards of which shall have the same ward boundaries and ward names as the ward
boundaries and ward names that the former district of the Shire of Boulder had
immediately before the commencement of this order; and

(b) one ward of which shall have the same boundary as the boundary that the former
district of the Town of Kalgoorlie had immediately before the commencement of this
order and is named “Kalgoorlie ward”.

(2) Each member of the first council of the City as constituted under section 15 (f) of the
Act who, immediately before the commencement of this order—

(a) was a member of the council of the municipality of the Shire of Boulder elected in
respect of a former ward in that municipality shall be deemed to have been elected in
respect of the ward of the City with the same ward name;

(b) was a member of the council of the municipality of the Town of Kalgoorlie shall be
deemed to have been elected in respect of the Kalgoorlie ward.

(3) The deputy mayor of the first council of the City, as constituted under section 15 (f) of
the Act, shall be deemed to be an elected councillor of the City and shall have all of the rights,
privileges and duties of an elected councillor, other than where the Act provides otherwise in
respect of the office of deputy mayor.

(4) The mayor of the first council of the City, as constituted under section 15 (f) of the Act,
shall continue to have the rights, privileges and duties of an elected councillor, other than
where the Act provides otherwise in respect of the office of mayor of a city.

First meeting of first council of the City

9. The first meeting of the first council of the City, as constituted under section 15 (f) of
the Act, shall be held on 1 February 1989.
Election of first elected council of city

10. On Saturday 6 May 1989 an election shall be held for the purpose of electing a new
council for the City.
Abolition of old wards .

11. The wards of the City as referred to in clause 8 (1) are abolished as at immediately
before 6 May 1989. »
Sitting members to go out of office

12. All members of the council of the City holding office immediately before 6 May 1989
shall go out of office on that date. :
Creation of new wards

13. On and from 6 May 1989 the district of the City shall be divided into 5 wards with ward
boundaries and ward names as set out in the Schedule.
Number of councillors

14. On and from 6 May 1989—

(a) the number of offices of councillor of the City shall be 12; and

(b) the number of offices of councillor for each ward of the City shall be the number set
out in column 2 of Part 1 of the Schedule opposite the ward name.

FAIR TRADING ACT 1987
FAIR TRADING (HEALTH AND FITNESS INDUSTRY) CODE OF PRACTICE 1989

MADE by His Excellency the Governor in Executive Council with the approval of the
Minister.
Citation

1. These regulations may be cited as the Fair Trading (Health and Fitness Industry) Code
of Practice 1989.
Application

2. (1) Subject to subregulation (2) and regulation 4, this Code applies to suppliers who, in
the course of a business, supply consumers with physical fitness programmes that include any
one of, or any combination of, the following services—

(a) pre-exercise evaluations;
(b) individualized exercise programmes;
(c) supervised fitness programmes;
(d) provision of fitness equipment for use by a consumer;
(e) aerobic fitness programmes.
(2) Nothing in this Code shall extend or apply to, or in any manner affect the rights or
privileges of —
(a) amedical practitioner registered under the Medical Act 1894; or
(b) a physiotherapist registered under the Physiotherapists Act 1950,
in the practice of his or her profession.
Interpretation
3. Inthis Code, unless the contrary intention appears—

“appointed member” means a member of the Committee referred to in regulation
5(2) (c);

“Committee” means the Health and Fitness Industry Committee of Management estab-
lished under this Code;

“employee” means an employee who is directly involved in the provision of any of the
services referred to in regulation 2;

“health and fitness industry” means the business of providing all or any of the services
referred to in clause 2;

“membership agreement” means an agreement between a supplier and a consumer for the
supply of all or any of the services referred to in regulation 2;

“supplier” means a supplier to whom this Code applies;
“the Act” means the Fair Trading Act 1987.
Exemptions from Code )

4. (1) The Committee may recommend to the Commissioner that a class of persons to
whom this Code applies should be exempted from the application of the whole or part of this
Code.

(2) The Commissioner may accept or reject a recommendation referred to in subregulation
(1).

(3) If the Commissioner—
(a) accepts a recommendation referred to in subregulation (1); or

(b) notwithstanding that there has been no recommendation from the Committee, is of
the opinion that a class of persons should be exempt from the application of the -
whole or part of this Code,

the Commissioner shall, by notice in the Gazette, exempt that class of persons from the
application of the whole or part of this Code.
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Health and Fitness Industry Committee of Management
5. (1) There shall be a Health and Fitness Industry Committee of Management.
(2) The Committee shall consist of—
(a) an officer of the Ministry of Consumer Affairs nominated in writing by the Com-
missioner;
(b) 2 officers of the Department of Sport and Recreation nominated in writing by the
chief executive officer of that department; and

(c) 2 persons nominated by the body known as the Western Australian Fitness Industry
Association and appointed by the Minister.

(3) Where the body referred to in subregulation (2) (c¢) fails to make a nomination within 60
days after being requested in writing by the Commissioner to do so the Minister may appoint
any person considered suitable and any person so appointed shall be deemed to have been
nominated under subregulation (2) (c).

(4) A nomination for the purposes of subregulation (2) (a) or (b) may be made from time to
time, may be made by reference to the holder of a specified office and may be expressed to
operate for a period or in such circumstances as are specified in the instrument of nomination.

Term of appointed members

6. An appointed member shall hold office for such term not exceeding 3 years as is
specified in the instrument of his appointment and is eligible for re-appointment.

Vacation of office
7. 'The office of an appointed member becomes vacant if—
(a) the member’s term of office expires;
(b) the member becomes permanently incapable of performing the duties of member;
(c) the member resigns his office by written notice addressed to the Minister;

(d) the member is an undischarged bankrupt or a person whose property is subject to an
order or arrangement under the laws relating to bankruptey;

(e) the member is removed from office by the Minister on the grounds of neglect of duty,
misbehaviour or incompetence;

(f) the member is absent without leave of the Committee from 2 consecutive meetings of
the Committee;

(g) the member’s nomination is revoked; or
(h) the member dies.

Leave of absence
8. The Committee may grant leave of absence to an appointed member on such terms and
conditions as the Committee determines.

Casual vacancies

9. Where an office of an appointed member becomes vacant otherwise than by effluxion of
time a person appointed to the vacancy shall hold office only for the balance of the term of the
person whose vacancy that person fills.

Meetings of the Committee

10. (1) The Committee shall hold such meetings as are necessary for the purposes of
discharging its functions under this Code.

(2) The member referred to in regulation 5 (2) (a) shall preside at any meeting of the
Committee at which he is present.

(8) If the member referred to in regulation 5 (2) (a) is not present at a meeting of the
Committee the members present shall elect one of their number to preside at that meeting.

(4) At a meeting of the Committee 4 members constitute a quorum.

(5) All questions arising at a meeting of the Commission shall be decided by a majority of
the votes of the members present.

(6) Subject to this Code the Committee may determine its own procedures.

Members of Committee not personally liable

11. A person who is or has been a member of the Committee shall not be personally liable
for anything done or omitted to be done in geod faith in or in connection with the exercise or
purported exercise of any power conferred by this Code.

Functions and duties

12. (1) It is the duty of the Committee to work for the attainment of compliance with this
Code.

(2) The functions of the Committee are—

(a) toinquire into and report to the Commissioner upon any matters referred to it by the
Commissioner;

(b) to examine, review and make recommendations to the Commissioner with respect to
the implementation of this Code;

(¢) to provide advice to and co-operate with interested persons in relation to the health
and fitness industry; and

(d) to monitor compliance with this Code and to recommend to the Commissioner that
action be taken by the Commissioner under section 44 of the Act.

Register
13. The Committee shall keep a register of the names and addresses of all suppliers.

General meeting

14. At least once in each year the Committee shall convene a general meeting of all
suppliers.
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Trading obligations
15. (1) A supplier—
(a) shall not trade in membership agreements that exceed 2 years in duration;
(b) shall offer the consumer the choice of-—
(i) a membership agreement of less than 3 months in duration or the use of services
on a payment per visit basis; or
(i1) a membership agreement for longer than 3 months in duration;

(c) shall ensure that the management and employees of that supplier act in an ethical
and professional manner;

(d) shall ensure that any membership agreement offered by that supplier sets out clearly
and unambiguously the rights of both that supplier and the consumer; and

(e) prior to the sale of a membership agreement, shall advise the consumer that an
inspection of the premises to which the agreement relates may be made without any
obligation to purchase a membership agreement.

_(2) A supplier is not obliged to offer both of the options referred to in subregulation (1) (b)
i).

Advertising and sales promotion

16. (1) A supplier shall adopt methods of selling that are professional and ethical and
comply with this Code and the provisions of the Media Council of Australia’s Advertising
Code of Ethics.

(2) A supplier shall ensure that all advertising and sales promotion by that supplier—
(a) are clear, truthful and accurate in content and intention; and

(b) are not likely to mislead, whether by omission or otherwise, the consumer as to any
matter, in particular about the services and range of facilities offered, and the terms
and conditions of the membership agreement.

RG] Advertisements by a supplier shall disclose the true price of the service offered, includ-
ing—

(a) thejoining fee;

(b) casual and monthly rates of payment;

(¢) long term (maximum 2 years) membership fees; and

(d) any other individual or collective charges payable under the membership agreement.

(4) When a reduction from the usual price of a service offered by a supplier is offered, the
dollar value of the reduction, together with the usual price, shall be stated.

(5) No part of a membership shall be described as “free” or “discounted” if the programme
to be purchased increases in price, decreases in quality or is restricted in any manner as a
result of that offer.

(6) A supplier shall not sell to any consumer with whom that supplier has entered into a
membership agreement any further or additional membership term until the original agree-
ment has less than 3 months to run to expiry.

(7) A supplier shall not advertise in any manner so as to give the impression that—

(a) any additional membership term may be obtained for no additional charge; or

(b) additional numbers of memberships for the same term as that advertised may be
obtained for no additional charge.

(8) the supplier shall keep informed of all relevant legislation and codes of practice that may
apply to advertising and business practice in the health and fitness industry.

Information to be contained in membership agreements

17. (1) A membership agreement shall express clearly and legibly the rights and
responsibilities of both supplier and consumer.

(2) A membership agreement shall specify the membership fees, itemising as applicable—
(a) the joining fee;
(b) the total membership fee for the duration of the membership period;
(c) the fee per service or visit;
(d) the fee per fitness assessment;
(e) the fee per prescribed exercise programme;
(f) the required method of payment (eg. cash, credit or debit card);
(2) any costs associated with the provision of credit; and

(h) any costs associated with food preparations or other items or substances which are
recommended for purchase as part of the course.

(3) Without limiting the generality of subregulations (1) and (2), the Committee may issue
advice from time to time as to the appropriate form to be used for membership agreements.

(4) Subject to subregulation (5), where a consumer is unable, by reason of sickness or
physical incapacity varifiable by a medical certificate provided at the consumer’s expense by a
medical practitioner nominated by the supplier, to avail himself or herself of the services for
which the consumer had entered into a membership agreement to purchase for a period
constituting a third or more of the total period of that agreement, that consumer is entitled
to—

(a) receive a pro rata refund for the unused portion of the membership agreement,
determined in accordance with subregulation (5); or

(b) defer the balance of the period of the membership agreement to a period agreed with
the supplier,
at the choice of the supplier.
(5) Where the sickness or physical incapacity referred to in subregulation (4) is permanent
and is verified as such in the medical certificate referred to in that subregulaton, the consumer
is entitled to receive a pro rata refund as referred to in paragraph (a) of subregulation (4).
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(6) Where a consumer is to receive a pro rate refund under subregulation (4) or (5), the
supplier shall refund such amount of the membership fee as bears the same proportion to the
membership fee paid as the remaining balance of the membership period bears to the total
period of the membership agreement, less such administrative costs as are determined by the
supplier.

(7) A supplier shall provide a copy of the membership agreement free of charge to any
consumer who enters into a written membership agreement with that supplier.

(8) A consumer and supplier may. negotiate variations of a membership agreement. but
where such a variation would result in a failure to comply with the requirements of this clause
the variation must be agreed to in writing by the Committee prior to the making of the
agreement as varied.

Qualifications and employment of staff

18. (1) A supplier shall not misrepresent the qualifications held by employees of the
supplier.

(2) A supplier shall not claim accreditation from any organization or body unless the
accreditation has been obtained.

(3) A supplier shall ensure that the supplier’s employees have the qualifications required in
writing from time to time by the Committee.

(4) A supplier shall comply with the provisions of any relevant industrial awards that may
apply from time to time to employees wthin the health and fitness industry: and shall
encourage proper industrial relations and democratic industrial practices in the supplier’s
place of employment.

Complaint and resolution procedures

19. (1) A supplier shall make every effort to resolve fairly any complaint a consumer may
make with respect to the provision of services under a membership agreement with that
supplier.

(2) If a complaint is not resolved in accordance with subregulation (1) the supplier shall
advise the consumer to refer the complaint, or the supplier may refer the complaint, to the
Committee for resolution and determination.

(3) Nothing in subregulation (2) precludes a supplier or consumer for pursuing other
available legal remedies, notwithstanding that the supplier or consumer may have referred the
complaint to the Committee.

(4) If the supplier has a complaint against another supplier concerning failure to comply
with this Code the complainant supplier may refer the -complaint to the Committee for
investigation.

(5) The Committee shall furnish a report to the Minister responsible for the administraton
of the Fair Trading Act 1987 at quarterly intervals detailing any serious complaint against a
supplier referred to it by a consumer or a supplier. : .
Disciplinary procedures

20. (1) The Committee may recommend to the Commissioner that the Commissioner
take action under section 44 of the Act in respect of a supplier found by the Committee not to
be complying with the provisions of this Code.

(2) A supplier is entitled to be legally represented at an inquiry by the Committee into any

alleged breach of this Code by that supplier.

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EDUCATION ACT 1928
(Section 9A)
Non-Government Schools (Recurrent Funding) Notice 1988
MADE by the Minister for Education.

Citation
1. This notice may be cited as the Non-Government Schools (Recurrent Funding) Notice
1988.

Commencement
9. This notice shall come into operation on the day that it is published in the Government
Gazette.

Interpretation
3. In this notice unless the context otherwise requires—
“eligible non-government school” means a non-profit, non-government school;

“eligible non-government pre-school centre” means a non-profit pre-school centre that is
conducted by an eligible non-government school.

Application

4. (1) The provisions of this notice apply in relation to recurrent funding of eligible non-
government pre-school centres.

(2) Subject to the Act a grant under this notice is payable only in respect of a prescribed
scholar who has not attained the age of 19 years.

Grants

5. (1) Subject to this notice, there shall be payable in each of the years 1989, 1990 and 1991
to each non-government school classified in column 1 of Schedule 1 the amounts specified
under the headings “Pre-school”, “Primary” and “Secondary” in columns 2, 3 and 4, respect-
ively, of that Schedule in respect of each of those types of prescribed scholars attending that
non-government school.

(2) The payment under subclause (1) that shall be paid in respect of a prescribed scholar
attending a non-government school shall be in accordance with the classification fixed by the
Minister in relation to that non-government school according to the categories of schools set
out in column 1 of Schedule 1 and for the purposes of ascertaining the category of a school the
classification of schools adopted by the Commonwealth Department of Employment, Edu-
cation and Training applies.

Unclassified schools

6. Where a particular non-government school is not classified in terms of the classification
specified under clause 5 the classification applicable in relation to the non-government school
in question shall be determined by the Minister.

Variation of grants

7. The grants payable in respect of each prescribed scholar attending a non-government
school within the categories of schools specified in column 1 of Schedule 2 shall be increased—

(a) in accordance with movements in the Schools Price Index issued by the Common-
wealth Department of Employment, Education and Training; and

(b) by the percentages specified in columns 2 and 3 of that Schedule for each of the years
1990 and 1991, respectively, according to the classification of the school,

but so that the percentage variation in a year subsequent to 1989 shall be calculated on the
total amount payable in respect of the preceding year.
Payments to be made in relation
to attendance during school terms
8. Payment of moneys under this notice shall be made as follows—

(a) subject to this clause payments shall be made according to the attendance of
prescribed scholars during the school year;

(b) payments shall be made in the months of February, May, August and September;

(c) the February payment shall be made according to the number of prescribed scholars
in attendance during the second semester of the year immediately preceding;

(d) the May payment shall be increased or decreased according to the number of
prescribed scholars in attendance during the first semester of that year;

(e) where the first semester enrolment figures indicate any surplus or deficit in the
February payment the May payment shall be adjusted by decreasing or increasing
that payment accordingly; and

(f) the August and September payments shall be according to the number of prescribed
scholars in attendance during the second semester of that year.

Non-government scheol systems
9. (1) Moneys payable under this notice may be made to non-government school systems.
(2) Where moneys are paid to a non-government school system the following conditions
apply—

(a) the amount of money payable in respect of a particular non-government school
within the non-government school system shall be in accordance with clauses 5, 6, 7
and 8 as though the non-government school in question were not within the non-
government school system;

(b) on receipt of the grant the non-government school system shall—

(i) pay the amount so received into the account of the non-government school
system at a bank approved by the Minister; and

(ii) disburse the amounts to each non-government school within the non-govern-
ment school system within 10 days of such receipt;

(c) the chief executive officer, however designated, of the non-government school system
shall, not later than the last school day of that year, certify in writing to the Minister
that payments to non-government schools within the non-government school system
during any year have been made in accordance with this notice.
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New non-government schools

10. Where a non-government school has not had a previous enrolment the amounts of
money payable in respect of prescribed scholars attending the non-government school shall be
calculated on the basis of actual enrolments at the non-government school and for this
purpose payments under this notice may be made in arvears.
