THE WATER BOARDS ACT, 1914.
BY-LAWS.

DIVISION I.
INTERPRETATION S.

1. (a) In the construction and for the purposes of
these By-laws, unless the context otherwise requires,
the terms "Cesspool," "Drain," "Earth Closet,"
"House," "Land," "Owner," "Person," "Public
House," "Piggery," and "Slaughter House" shall
have the meanings severally attached to them in Sec-
tion 3 of "The Health Act, 1911."

(b) The words 'Authorised," "By-laws," "Dis-
trict," "Fittings," "Local Authority," "Minister,"
"Occupier," "Owner," "Pipe," "Prescribed,"
"Rateable," "Rateable Land," "Road," "Reser-
voir," "Stream," "Water Area, ' "Waterworks,"
" Watercourse," and "Works" shall have meanings
severally attached to them in "The Water Boards Act,
1904," hereinafter referred to as the principal Act, or
any amending Act, and the By-Iavs made thereunder.

(c) "Reservoir" shall mean any reservoir, dam, tank,
cistern, or well.

(d.) "High Water Mark" shall mean the level of
full supply of any reservoir or feeder thereto.

(e) "Feeder" shall mean any watercourse, creek,
stream, or other channel with either perennial or inter-
mittent flow whereby water can be conveyed to any
reservoir.

(f) "Catchment Area" shall mean all land over,
through, or under which any water flows, runs, or per-
colates directly or indirectly into any reservoir erected
or used by the Minister in connection with any water
supply, prescribed in or proclaimed under any Act.

(g) "Minister" shall mean the Minister of Water
Supply, Sewerage, and Drainage, acting in pursuance
of "The Water Boards Act, 1904." and "The Water
Supply, Sewerage, and Drainage Act, 1912.7"

(h) "Inspector" and "Local Officer" respectively
shall mean a person appointed by the l'.11inister for the
purposes of these By-laws or to administer the said
By-laws.

(i.) "Domestic Supply." A supply of water for
domestic purposes shall not include a supply for cattle
or for horses, or for any steam engine or for washing
carriages, where such horses or carriages are kept for
hire or are the property of any dealer, or for any hotel,
inn, trade, manufacture, or business whatever, or for
watering gardens or for fountains or for any orna-
mental purpose.

(j) "Private Service." For the purpose of these
By-laws "Private Service" includes all the pipes and
fittings, and all connections and apparatus of whatso-
ever nature or kind, and whether used temporarily or
otherwise on any part 'of the premises of the owner or
occupier of any premises supplied with water, whether
by meter or otherwise, and includes any pipes or fittings
the property of the consumer, which are used for con-
veying water from the mains of the Minister whether
situated on the premises of the consumer or otherwise.

DIVISION II.
By-laws for the Preventing of Pollution of the

Catchment Area.
2. The By-laws in this part apply to all water reserves

and catchment areas constituted for the purpose of tine
principal or any amending Act.

Removal and re-erection of closets.
3. Closets or urinals already in existence shall, wher.

ever considered necessary by the Inspector, be removed

where directed by the Inspector, and such removal or
re-erection shall be at the cost of the owner, who shall
have the work completed within one calendar month
from delivery by Inspector of written notice to owner
requiring this to be done.

Removal and, destruction of carcases.
4. In the event of the death or of any accident

necessitating the slaughter of any horse, cattle, or
sheep, or other animal, the carcase of such animal shall
be removed by the owner thereof to a safe distance from
high-water mark, or any feeder, or to such place as the
Inspector may direct, and the owner shall immediately
thereafter dispose of same by burning, to the satis-
faction of the Inspector, or, if the owner cannot be
found, the Inspector shall destroy it.

Politution of streams, etc.
5. Bathing or washing of clothes or other articles

in any stream, reservoir, aqueduct, or other waterworks
within the catchment area. shall not be permitted, nor
shall any person wash, throw, or cause to enter therein
any dog or other animal, or throw or convey, or permit
entering. without proper authority of any Water Work
not open to the public, shall not be permitted.

6. Any person shall not deposit or permit to be de-
posited any refuse, dung, manure, or other offensive
matter ill Or near any catchment area or 111 any place
where, la the opinion of the Inspector, storm waters will
be liable to wash such matter into any feeder.

Eibtry private premises by Officers of Minister.
7. Tt shall be lawful for the Inspector, or any

assistants acting under the directions of the Inspector
or other authorised officer, at his discretion, at any
reasonable hour, with or without notice, to enter any
land, house, or premises for the purpose of ascertaining
whether any act or thing is being done or permitted
within such land, house, or premises in breach of these
By-laws, and to remove or cause to be removed any-
thing therein or thereon in breach of these By-laws, or
to take such steps as he may deem necessary for carry-
ing out these provisions. The cost of such removal or
such other necessary act shall be borne by the owner or
occupier of the premises upon which such breach shall
occur.

Period for compliance with 'notices.
S. Unless otherwise provided, for, the time which

may elapse between the giving of a notice and the
doing of a thing required to be done by any Inspector
or other authorised officer shall be determined by the
Minister according to the nature of each case.

Cutting of timber.
9. Any person, whether in possession of a timber

cutter's license or not, shall not cut or hew timber on
any catchment area unless authorised so to do by the
Minister.

Shooting, hunting, and fishing prohibited.
10. Shooting or bunting any game or angling for

or catching of fish shall not be permitted within the
catchment area.

DIVISION
BY-LAWS FOR. PROTECTING THE WATER, GROUNDS, -WORKS,

ETC., FROM TRESPASS AND INJURY.

Trespassing prohibited.
11. Trespassing within the fenced-off groimd adja-

cent to or reserved for Water Supply Works, or the
entering without proper authority of any Water Work-
not open to the public, shall not be permitted.

Campin,g and lighting of fires.
12. Camping or lighting of fires within the vicinity

of any reservoir, except on land set apart for such pur-
poses, shall not be permitted. The lighting of fires on
any other reserves or fenced-off land is absolutely. pro-
hibited..
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Protection of flora, shrubs, etc.
13. The removal, plucking, or damaging of any wild

flower, shrub, bush, tree, or other plant growing on
any land or reserve vested in the Minister, within half
a mile of any reservoir, shall not be permitted.

14. Dogs
the grounds

Dogs prohibited.
shall not be permitted on any portion of
in the vicinity of any Water Works.

Disposal of refuse, etc.
15. Loose paper or other refuse shall not be left on

any portion of the grounds in the -vicinity of any
reservoir or works, except in the receptacles provided
therefor.

Posting or distribution of bills, etc.
16. Bills, advertisements, or other notices shall not

be posted or distributed on any portion of any reservoir
or works, or on any portion of the works or grounds in
the vicinity thereof.

Nuisances.
17. Nuisances shall not be committed on any portion

of the grounds in the vicinity of any reservoir or works.

DIVISION IV.
LICENSING OF PLUMBERS.

Plumbing work shall be done by Licensed Plumbers.
18. Any perSon shall not do, or cause to be done,

any work within the AVater Area in connection with the
water supply of any premises or in connection with any
fitting or apparatus connected therewith, unless he shall
have first been duly admitted by the 11,finister as a
"Licensed Water Supply Plumber. "

Description and scope of Licenses.
1.9. The conditions upon which licenses will be issued

by the Minister are :-
(a) The Minister will grant water supply plumbers'

licenses, operative only in the area to which
these By-laws apply, to water supply plumb-
ers upon the applicants satisfying the Min-
ister that they are competent water supply
plumbers, and that they are fit and proper
persons to hold such licenses, and the appli-
canfg may be required to submit to an ex-
amination in the theory: and practice of
plumbing work.

(b) On condition that the certificate of the Depart-
ment 's Board of Examiners has been ob-
tained, the prescribed payments made, and
provided the Minister is satisfied that the
applicant is a fit and proper person to hold
such license, the Minister will grant water
supply plumbers licenses, operative in all
areas administered by the Minister, excepting
the metropolitan area and excepting areas
open for sewerage connections; and will also
grant water supply and sanitary plumbers'
licenses, operative in all areas administered
by the illinister.

Avarua! Fee for License.
20. A fee of ten shillings shall be payable for every

license except when a license is granted after the tenth,
day of July in any year, in which case the fee shall be
five shillings.

Renewal of License.
21. Licenses issued by the Minister under the By-

laws and Regulations shall be current only from the
1st January to the 31st December of the year of issue,
and water supply plumbers shall apply for a renewal,
and pay the necessary fee before the expiry of the year
for which their existing license is current.

List of Licensed Plumbers shall be published.
22. A list of licensed water supply plumbers shall,

from time to thrie, be published at the office of the
Minister.

Breaches of By-laws by Plumbers. .

23. Any licensed. water supply plumber offending
against, any .By7law . or Regulation of the Minister, or

who shall refuse to give any needful or proper infor-
mation required by an officer of the Minister, either by
himself or those employed by him, or who fails to com-
plete any contract with the Minister or with a private
owner within the time specified, shall be liable to a
fine not exceeding Twenty pounds, and lie shall also
show cause why his license should not be suspended or
cancelled. Any person who has been removed from the
list shall not be re-admitted as a licensed water supply
plumber until he shall have served the suspension order
or paid such fine, not exceeding Twenty pounds, as the
Minister may determine.

Delay in Work.
24. Plumbers shall execute any work they undertake

with reasonable despatch ; and any inconvenience to the
public caused by licensed water supply plumbers by
unnecessary delay in carrying out work will be rigor-
ously dealt with by the Minister.

Accidents to Pipes should be reported.
25. Accidents caused by licensed . water supply

plumbers to water, gas, or other pipes shall be at once
reported. and immediate steps taken to have repairs
effected. and the cost of same shall be defrayed by
Such plumber.

Deposit and Declaration.
26. Prior to issue of the license, the person to whom

the same is to be issued shall deposit with the Minister
a sum of Five pounds, which shall be retained during
the currency of the license as a security for the proper
performance of all work done by him, and shall sign
a declaration that he accepts such license subject to
and in conformity with the conditions thereof and with
the Regulations of the Minister, and. that he will con-
form and comply therewith.

Deductions from Deposit.
27. The Minister may deduct from such deposit any

fine inflicted or the expense of making good any bad
work of the licensed water supply plumber or his work-
men, and as often as any amount is so deducted the
licensed water supply plumber shall make good the
deposit to the sum of Five pounds, and in default his
license will be cancelled.

Change of Address to be notified.
28. Every licensed water supply plumber shall, with-

in forty-eight hours of any change in his address, give
notice, in writing, thereof to the Minister.

DIVISION V.
WATER, SUPPLY PLUMBING.

Specification of Pipes and Fittings for Private
Services.

29. En connection with the laying down, mainten-
ance, alteration, or repair of every private service, the
following regulations shall be observed by the owner or
occupier of the premises whereon such service is :-

(a.) All pipes and fittings shall be of lead, or gal-
vanised .wrought or malleable iron.

(b) Where lead pipes are used, they shall be of
drawn lead of equal thickness throughout,
and of at least the respective weights fol-
lowing. viz. :-

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(d) The minimum weight of wrought and malleable
iron fittings shall be fixed from time to time
by the Minister, and no malleable fittings
unless of approved brand shall be used.

Tees, thimbles, bends, reducing couplets, plugs,
etc., shall be of the best manufacture, true
in section, regular, and of equal thickness,
properly and truly rut with the British
Standard Thread, perfectly sound and new,
and free from all defects.

The tees, bends, tubes, etc., shall be capable of with-
standing a hydrostatic pressure equal to a column of
water 400 feet in height.

(f) All joints between pipes, tees, bends, thimbles,
couplings, elbows, and cocks, etc., shall be
made with red lead and flax or other ap-

(e)

(g)

proved jointing material. All joints on lead
pipes shall be of the kind known as "wiped
joints," and all connections between lead
and iron water pipes shall be made with
brass couplings and wiped joints.

No pipe or other apparatus shall be laid
through any sewer, drain, ashpit, cistern, or
manure bin, or through, in, or into any place
where, in the event of the pipe becoming un-
sound, the water conveyed though such pipe
would be liable to be polluted or to escape
without observation, unless such pipe or ap-
paratus be laid through an exterior cast-iron
pipe or box of sufficient length and strength
to afford due protection to the same and
to bring any leakage or waste within easy
detection.

(h) All taps, stop-cocks, ball-cocks, valves, service
boxes, waste-not regulators, bath taps, or
valves or other fittings used in connection
with the supply of water shall be of approved
types and capable of withstanding a pres-
sure of 300lbs. per square inch, and shall be
tested and stamped by the duly authorised
officer of the Minister before being fixed.
The Minister will test and stamp the same,
and charge the following fees for testing
and stamping :

Bib and stop-cocks .. 2d. each.
Ball-cocks or valves .. 2d. each.
Waste-not regulators .. 6d. each.

(i) .Every cistern and tank shall be provided with
an equilibrium ball valve, and the overflow
pipe shall be laid and fixed in. a suitable
manner, so as to discharge in some con-
spicuous place open to inspection, and in a
position approved by the Minister.

No service pipe shall communicate directly with
any cistern, tank, or vessel intended or used
for the reception of rain water, or made or
used below the surface of the ground.

(k) No part of any service shall communicate
directly with the water in any steam boiler
or other apparatus used for the generation
of steam, but the feed water shall be sup-
plied in such a manner that none of the
water in the boiler, or such other apparatus,
can return into the main or service pipe.

Every water closet fitting shall be approved of
by the Minister, and shall be supplied from
the service pertaining to the tenement,
through a proper cistern or service box,
fitted with approved waste-preventing ap-
paratus. No service pipe shall communicate
directly with a basin or trap, or otherwise
than with the cistern of a water closet.

In every bath the outlet shall be distinct from
and unconnected with the inlet or inlets, and
the inlet or inlets shall be placed at least
one inch above the highest water level of the
bath. The outlet of every bath shall be
provided with a perfectly watertight plug.
The Minister will not supply any bath unless
the same shall be so constructed as to pre-
vent a waste of water.

Every urinal shall be supplied only through a
cistern or service box, fitted with approved
waste-preventing apparatus. No service pipe
shall communicate directly with any urinal.

(n)

Maintenance of Private Services.
30. (a) The owner or occupier for the time being

of any premises supplied with water shall at his own
risk and expense, and, subject to the provisions of these
By-laws, arrange with a licensed. plumber to lay down
his private service and keep it in good order and repair,
and. so that the same shall at all times be in accordance
with the By-laws for the time being.

(b) The service pipe being the property of the owner
or occupier of the land supplied by such service pipes,
the occupier (if any) and, if none, the owner, shall,
upon receiving notice that his service pipe requires re-
pairing, immediately arrange with a licensed plumber
to repair the same, subject to the provisions of these
By-laws, and he shall be responsible for any loss of
water or other damage which shall be caused by reason
of such service pipe being leaky or otherwise out of
repair or broken, and in default be liable to a penalty
not exceeding Ten pounds, and in the event of con-
tinuing the offence, to a further penalty of Two pounds
for each da.y after receipt of such notice, and the Minis-
ter may stop the water from flowing into such premises,
either by cutting off the service pipe, or otherwise, as
the Minister may see fit, until the necessary repairs
shall have been effected.

(c) Without prejudice to the right of the Minister
to proceed for any penalty for the breach or non-
observance of any of the provisions of this By-law, the
Minister may cut off the supply of water to any pre-
mises whereon the private service or any part thereof
is not at all times laid, fixed, used, or maintained in
all respects in accordance with the provisionS of the
said By-law, and may keep the same cut off until such
provisions have been fully observed.

Interference within three feet of Meter.
31. Licensed plumbers or other persons shall not

under any circumstances disconnect the joints from the
meter, or, after a meter has once been fixed on a service
and water has been turned on, disconnect or interfere
with any piping within three feet of such meter. Such
work shall be done only by the servants of the Minister.

DIVISION 171

BY-LAWS FOR GENERAL PURPOSES.
Applications for Services.

32. Applications for water services shall be made on
the printed form procurable at the Head or Branch
Offices, and shall be lodged not less than seven days
before the service is required. Full information, as
indicated on the prescribed form, shall be supplied, and
the full amount of rates or other charges due on the
premises to which a service is required shall be paid on
or before application and before the work is com-
menced.

Supply to non-rated Premises.
33. Any person or persons requiring a water service

to any non-rated property may be supplied on payment
of a minimum charge, which shall bt fixed by the Minis-
ter in each case. The minimum charge shall then take
the place of a water rate, and the general provisions of
these By-laws, as applying to ratepaying consumers,
shall apply to minimum charge paying consumers.

Supply of Water not compulsory.
34. It shall be at the discretion of the Minister to

supply water to any individual consumer or to any land
whether rated or not.

Separate Services required.
35. Except with the written permission of the Minis-

ter, not more than one house or tenement shall be
supplied from a single water service. The Minister may,
in special cases, consent to two or more tenements being
supplied from one water service, but in such cases the
sub-services shall be so arranged that the supply to each
house shall be independent of the supply to the remain-
ing houses and controlled by a, stop-cock on such sub-
service.

Sizes of Service Pipes.
36. The size of the service pipe shall in each case be

fixed at the discretion of the Minister.
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Notice of intention to Build.
37. The owner or occupier of any land supplied with

water within a I,Vater Area who shall erect or make,
or cause to be erected or made any building or addition
to an existing building on such land shall, before the
eommencement of same, give notice in writing thereof
to the Minister.

Locking of Taps, etc.
38. The occupier of any premises to which the water

has been laid on, or, in the event of there being no
occupier, the owner shall cause proper means to be taken,
by locks or otherwise, subject to the approval of the
Minister, to prevent the use of the water from the main
by persons not connected with the said premises.

39. No service pipe shall communicate directly with
any cistern, tank, or vessel intended or used for the
reception of water other than water obtained from the
Minister 's mains.

Misuse of Water.
40. Any person entitled to a supply of water for

domestic purposes only, or entitled only to a supply of
water for any other specified purpose, shall not use such
water for any other purpose except that specified.

Illegal taking or selling of Water.
41. Any person, whether entitled to receive water

from the Minister or not, shall not, without the written
permission of the Minister, take, carry away, or allow
to be taken or carried away, such water from his
premises, or sell the same to any other person.

_Turning of when repairing and tapping.
4:2. The Minister may, from time to time, when

necessary for the purpose of tapping or repairing the
main, or otherwise, cut otr the supply of water from any
part or parts of a water area.

RewardReporting leakage.
43. The 'Minister may in his discretion adequately

reward any person (not being the person in fault) who
shall communicate timely information to the -Minister
of any leakages or waste of water, whether the same
be accidental, negligently or wilfully occasioned or
suffered, or who shall give such information as shall
lead to the conviction of any person or persons who
shall steal or cause to be stolen or improperly appro-
priated the water of the Minister.

Waste of Water.
44. Any person supplied with water by the Minister,

whether by meter or otherwise, shall not allow the same
to run to waste.

Fixing of Meters.
45. Any officer appointed by the Minister for the

purpose may fix a meter on any service, and shall deter-
mine the size and class of meter in each case. Meters
will be supplied by the Minister and may be open or
encased, at the discretion of the Minister.

Repairs and maintenance of Meters.
46. Any person supplied with water through a meter

belonging to the Minister shall pay the cost of making
good all damages to such meter whilst on his land and
in his charge. Any, repairs required shall be done by
the officers of the Minister, and the expense incurred
by the Minister in so doing shall, on demand, be paid
by the owner or occupier of the land, and if not paid
on demand shall be recoverable in the same manner
as water rates.

j\Totiee of damage or non-registration of meter shall
be given.

47. Any person supplied by the Minister with water
through a meter shall, on finding that meter is damaged
or not registering, immediately give notice of the fact
to the Local Water Supply Office.

Interference with Meters.
48. Any person shall not break or in any way inter-

fere with the seal fixed on the meter through which
water is supplied by the Minister, or turn or attempt
to turn any screw, bolt, or nut on or attached to such
meter, or use any tool or appliance on any such meter
or introduce or attempt to introduce any body or sub-

stance into such meter, or in any way interfere with
any portion of such meter or any pipes or fittings
attached thereto.

Period for reading.
49. The quantity registered by a meter at any time

between ten clays before and ten days after any stated
date may be taken as the reading of the meter at such
stated date.

Averaging of consumptions.
50. During the time any meter is undergoing repairs,

or should it cease to properly register the consumption
of water, the Minister or any officer appointed by the
Minister may, at his option, estimate the quantity of
water consumed by taking an average of the quantity
used during such previous period as the Minister may
determine, and the quantity so ascertained shall be
paid for by the consumer.

Testing of Meters.
51. If any consumer shall at any time be dissatisfied

with any particular reading of a meter, and be desirous
of having the meter tested, lie shall give written notice
thereof to the Minister or his officer within seven days
of such reading, and thereupon the said meter shall be
tested by passing through it a predetermined quantity
of water, and if upon such testing it shall appear to the
satisfaction of the Minister or his officer that the meter
registered more than five per cent. in excess of the
quantity that shall actually pass through it at such
testing, then the Minister shall bear the expense of and
incidental to such testing., and shall also adjust the
charge to the said consumer; but if the meter upon such
testing shall not register more than five per cent. in
excess of the quantity that shall actually pass through
it, then the consumer shall pay to the Minister all the
expenses of and incidental to such testing, providing
that the expense of every test shall be fixed by the
Minister, subject to a minimum charge of ten shillings
for each test; provided also, that the consumer shall
not be at liberty to avail himself of the right to test the
registration of the meter for any period other than the
period of registration next preceding, the date of read-
ing in respect of which he shall have given .notice as
aforesaid.

Authority to enter premises.
52. Any officer acting under the Minister's authority

may, at all reasonable times, enter any house or pre-
mises connected, or intended to be connected with the
water mains, in order to examine whether the water
pipes and fittings in such house or premises are in
proper order. Any person refusing such admission or
in any way hindering such officer in the execution of his
duty shall be liable to a penalty as hereinafter pre-
scribed.

Gratuities prohibited.
r-4) Officers, workmen, or agents of the Minister shall

not solicit or receive any fee or gratuity whatever.

Standard Drawings and Fittings.
54. Approved standard fittings and type drawings

will be exhibited at the Minister's office. Due considera-
tion will be given by the Minister to the claims of any
other fittings which may be presented for approval, and,
if considered satisfactory, the same may be placed
among and become one of the approved standard fittings.
The Minister may, from time to time, amend, alter, or
cancel any or all of the standard fittings or type draw-
ings, and replace them by such other fittings or draw-
ings as he may approve of.

.Junction or interference with Pipes or Fittings.
55. Any person shall not make any connection or in-

terfere with any pipe or fitting of the Minister or with
any water pipe or fitting communicating therewith, at
any other place than shall be approved of by the Minis-
ter, and the mains shall only be tapped by the workmen
of the Minister.

Inspection of Works.
56. Work shall not be undertaken in connection with

water supply, or in the extension or alteration thereof,
until such time as the necessary printed permit is
obtained. Two days' notice shall in all cases be given
by the licensed plumber before work is intended to be
commenced, unless the officer of the Minister duly ap-
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pointed to issue permits expressly accepts shorter notice.
In no case shall any water pipes or apparatus in con-
nection with water supply be used. until the said work
shall have been inspected and, if necessary, tested by
the said officer, and certified by him on the prescribed
form. No underground or enclosed work shall be cov-
ered up or concealed from view until the same shall have
been duly inspected and passed by the Inspector, and
or this purpose the person to whom the permit has been

issued shall immediately report any work which is
ready for inspection or test, and every facility shall
be afforded to such officer for making such inspection
or tests.

DIVISION VIE.

RATES AND CHARGES.
Bating.

57. (a) Within the Dangin Water Area the water
rate shall be at a rate not exceeding two shillings in
the pound per annum upon the net annual value of
all rateable land, provided that a minimum rate of not
exceeding One pound per annum shall be payable on
each separately assessed piece of land.

(b) In making rates a distinction may be made be-
tween occupied and vacant land, and in the event of a
dispute as to whether or not land shall be regarded as
vacant, the decision of the Minister shall be final in
every case.

Rates -How Payable.
58. Rates shall become due and payable yearly in

advance on the first day of July. Provided that in all
cases where a rate is made after the first day of July
in any year the notice of the order for the making and
levying of such rate, published in the Government
Ga:ette and a newspaper, as provided by Section 94
of the said Act, shall specify the minimum sum payable.
as rate as aforesaid, and the date or dates when the
rates shall be due and payable, sand such rate shall be
and become due and payable in accordance with the
terms of such notice.

Allowance for Rate.
59. Subject to the provisions of these By-laws every

ratepayer will be entitled to consume on each separately
assessed piece of land of which he is the owner or occu-
pier that quantity of water which, if calculated at the
price specified in the Schedule 1 hereto as being that
at which water is supplied in return for the rate in the
area in which such property is situated would amount
to the equivalent of the water rate paid on each pro-
perty, provided that such water is taken during the
period for which the rate is struck.

Payment for Excess Water.
60. Every ratepaying consumer taking water in ex-

cess of the quantity to which he is entitled in respect of
the rate shall pay for the excess in accordance with
prices set forth in the Schedule 1 hereto.

Fees State or Commonwealth Government _Depart-
ments.

(31. For each water service for purposes of any
State or Commonwealth Department there shall be pay-
able, as a minimum annual fee in lieu of water rate, the
sum of not less than One pound (g1) when the service
is metered, and of not less than One pound ten shillings
(V,_ 10s.) when the service is non-metered.

It shall be at the discretion of the Minister as to
whether or not a. meter shall be fixed in each ease.

This By-law shall not apply to water for railway
purposes.

Fees for Additional Services.
62. In any case where the owner or occupier of any

separately rated piece of land requires more than one
FerViCe to be installed for supplying water to such land,
such additional service or services shall, at the discre-
tion of the Minister, be installed on such occupier or
owner paying in advance the cost of installation and
a fee of not less than One pound per annum, in addi-
tion to meter rent, for each add i Ismal service. In
return for such fee an equivalent quantity of water
will be given in each year, in the same way as water
is given in return for water rates.

Meter Bents,

63. Every person supplied with water by measure to
other than rateable premises or private. residences shall
pay meter rent in advance according to the following
scale:

Reconnection Pee.

64. In every case in which the supply of water shall
have been cut off by reason of non-payment of rates or
other charges, or by reason of a defective service, or
by request of the occupier or owner, or when, in the
opinion of the Minister or local officer, necessary to
prevent waste of water, or for other reasons, a mini-
mum fee of five shillings shall be charged for discon-
nection and reconnection, provided that where the cost
exceeds the minimum fee the actual cost of the discon-
nection and reconnection, as determined by the Minis-
ter, shall be charged, and shall be payable by the owner
or occupier for the time being, on demand. The ser-
vice shall not be restored until such fee has been paid.

Private Fire Services.
65. Private fire service will be allowed, but every

such service shall be sealed, except in cases where the
Minister May decide that sealing is unnecessary. For
each such service there shall be paid the actual cost
of installation, and a fee equivalent to five per centum
on cost per annum . shall be paid in advance as rental,
subject to a minimum fee for each service of Ten
shillings per annum. No water shall be taken from
any sealed portion except for extinction of fire. In
the event of the seal having been broken hi case of
fire or by accident, or otherwise, the occupier shall give
notice, and pay the cost of re-sealing.

Building Fees.

66. Where water is required for building purposes
the Minister may permit the supply thereof at prices
as set forth in Schedule 1 hereto and on the following
terms:

(c)

The aforementioned prices shall apply only to
supplies to buildings intended for use as ordin-
ary dwellings.

In the case of buildings other than ordinary
dwellings, the supply shall be on such terms
as may be agreed upon by the Minister, sub-
ject to a minimum fee of One pound for each
service.

All fees shall be paid in advance. If any Work
is done other than that mentioned at the time
of applying to the Minister, the same shall
be paid for in advance, or the whole supply
will forthwith be 'cut off.

(d) It shall be at the discretion of the Minister as
to whether or not in any case a supply .of
water shall be classed a.s a supply for building
purposes, mill as to whether or not the supply
shall be measured by meter.

Applications for water under this By-law shall
be in writing, stating the nature of the work
to be done and the purpose for which water
is required.

(e)
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When Accounts due and payable.
61. Where water is supplied by measure to the owner

or occupier of laud, whether rated under the Act or
otherwise, payment for same shall become due and
payable within 14 days after due service of the account,
unless otherwise agreed upon.

ORDER IN COUNCIL.
At a meeting of the Executive Council, held in the Executive Council Cham-

bers, at Perth, this 7th day of September, 1921, the following Order in Council
was authorised to be issued:
WHEREAS under the provisions of "The Plant Diseases Act, 1914," the Governor
may make Regulations prescribing all matters which by this Act are required oaf
permitted to be prescribed, or which it may be necessary or convenient to prescribe
for giving effect to the said Act : Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor,
with the advice and consent of the Executive Council, cloth hereby revoke the whole
of the Regulations made under the aforesaid Plant Diseases Act, 1914, and cloth
substitute the following Regulations in lieu thereof.

Plant Diseases Act, 1914.

REGULA TIONS.

Division No. I.
1. Before any vine cuttings or grapes or cuttings of plants of the genus

"vitis" are imported into Western Australia from South Australia the proposed
importer or his agent shall obtain a certificate signed by an officer of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture of that State stating that the cuttings and grapes are free
from phylloxera, and that they have not been grown within a distance of twenty-
five miles .of any place infected with or which has at any time been infected with
phylloxera. It shall be the duty of any such importer or his agent to produce and
hand over such certificate to an inspector on demand. All grapes or cuttings of
grape vines or cutting of plants of the genus "vitis" im;,orted from South Aus-
tralia shall be imported by sea direct and not otherwise.

2. All such cuttings as aforesaid imported from South Australia shall, after
disinfection, be quarantined for not less than one growing season in quarantine
grounds appointed under the Act. The following fees shall be payable in respect
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of quarantine under this regulation and shall be recoverable from the importer or
any agent of the importer in manner hereinafter set forth:

Fees per quarantine.
On delivery of cuttings in quarantine-2s. 6d. per hundred or part of a

hundred.

On receipt of cuttings or rooted vines from quarantine s. 6d. per
hundred or part of a hundred.

3. (1)' All plants and fruit imported 'into the State shall, and all seeds so
imported may, be inspected and disinfected by an inspector in such manner as
he shall deem sufficient as soon as practicable after their arrival at the port or
place where they are to be unloaded, and for this purpose any inspector may seize
and take possession of any such plant or fruit wheresoever the same may be, at
the expense of the owner.

(2) All such plants and fruit shall be discharged direct from the ship or
lighter in which they may be into railway trucks, such trucks to be provided by
the owner or agents of the ship or vessel at the cost of the importers, or in such
other manner as may be ordered by an inspector, and shall be immediately re-
moved to the Government Fruit Disinfecting Sheds. No such plants or fruit shall
be discharged on to or from any wharf, quay, jetty, or other similar place without
the permission of an inspector.

(3) All plants or fruit arriving in Western Australia by post shall be sent on
arrival to the Disinfecting sheds at Fremantle.

(4) It shall be the duty of every consignee, agent, or other person engaged
in or concerned in the importation into Western Australia of any plant or fruit
to deliver the same or cause the same to be delivered at the Government Fruit Dis-
infecting Sheds, except as herein otherwise provided, immediately it is discharged.,
from. the ship, vessel or conveyance, to an inspector of such plant or fruit and
to unpack and prepare the same for inspection and disinfection to the satisfaction
of an inspector.

(5) Any plant, fruit, or seed found to be infected with disease may be de-
stroyed by or under the direction of an inspector, or it may, after being disin-
fected, be kept in quarantine for such time as an inspector may deem advisable,
and may, whenever an inspector shall be satisfied that it is no longer infected, be
delivered to the owner or any person entitled to receive the same, provided that
if after it has been quarantined for seven days an inspector is of opinion that
the plant or fruit is still infected he may destroy it.

(6) It shall be the duty of the owner of any plant, fruit, or seed which has
been inspected under these regulations, or any person entitled to receive the same,
to take away and remove such plant, fruit, or seed from any place where the same
may be as soon as practicable or as soon as required by an inspector so to do.
Any plant, fruit, or covering not removed within 48 hours after being passed by
an inspector may be destroyed by an inspector at the expense of the owner.

4. Before any plant or fruit proposed to be imported into Western Australia
otherwise than as cargo, or as goods on which freight is paid, shall be so im-
ported, the permission of an inspector shall be first had and obtained.

5. It shall be the duty of every consignee, agent, or other person engaged
or concerned in the importation of fruit into the State to destroy, at such times
as directed and to the satisfaction of an inspector, all rotten or waste fruit.

6. The fees for inspection that shall be charged against and paid by any
person receiving any plants or fruit by post shall be sixpence per parcel, pro-
vided that no person shall be charged more than two shillings for inspection of
parcels received by him by any one post.

7. All soil, straw, and packing material of any description used in connection
with the importation of fruit and plants shall be destroyed by the importer, his
agent or employees, at such time and in such manner as an inspector shall direct.
If the importer, agent, or employees fail to carry out the instructions of an in-

spector, such inspector may employ the necessary labour at the importer's expense,
and the importer shall pay the amount of such expense to the inspector on demand.
All cases, boxes, bags or other receptacles shall be steamed or dipped, and branded
as directed by an inspector; but may be destroyed if an inspector shall so order.

8. Any loss occasioned during the removal, storing, handling or treatment
of any imported plant or fruit under the direction of an inspector shall be borne
by the owner of such plant or fruit, and he shall have no claim whatsoever against
the Government of Western Australia for compensation for such loss,
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9. The following' fees shall be charged for inspection, including disinfection
(if any) of fruit and plants:

10. The fees aforesaid and all other expenses shall be payable to an inspector
or other authorised officer, and a. copy of the receipt shall be delivered to an in-
spector.

11. Notwithstanding anything in these regulations, grapes grown in South
Australia may be imported into Western Australia by the Great Western Railway
(Port Augusta to Kalgoorlie) if intended solely for consumption by passengers
during their journey on such railway.

12. Any tree or plant introduced into Western Australia from any State or
territory of the Commonwealth of Australia, other than South Australia., shall be
accompanied by a declaration lnade by the grower before a Justice of the Peace or
before an officer of the Department of Agriculture in the State or territory of
origin to the following effect:

(a) That the tree or plant was grown at a greater distance than 50 yards from
any grape vine or root thereof; and

(b) That no phylloxera exists or has existed in a nursery or garden in which
the tree or plant has been growing.

13. If any tree or plant introduced as aforesaid is not accompanied by such
declaration, an inspector may order it to be detained in a. quarantine ground for
such time as he shall consider expedient, and may cause the same to be inspected
and disinfected in such manner as he may think fit.

14. No person shall be entitled to any compensation by reason of any damage
to or destruction = of any such tree or plant through the action of any inspector
acting under the regulations.

15. All fruit imported into NVestern Australia, either by means of land car-
riage or by sea, must be contained in cases which have not been used before and
which have the name of the fruit legibly branded, stencilled or printed thereon at
one end of each ease.

16. If any fruit is imported into the State in a case which is not branded as
aforesaid, the importer or his agent or the person entitled to receive the fruit shall
at once inform an inspector that such case is unbranded, and the inspector may
cause the same to be branded at the expense of the importer.

17. If any fruit is imported into this State in a case which has been used
before, it shall be the .duty of the importer or his agent or the person entitled to
receive the fruit, as soon as he shall, become aware of the fact, to inform an in-
spector thereof.

18. In the event of an inspector becoming aware or having reason to believe
that any fruit has been imported in a case which has been usedd, before, he may
seize the case and the fruit and inspect the same or cause the same to be inspected
and the importer shall be liable to pay inspection fees in accordance with the scale
set out in Regulation 9.

1.9. All plants and fruits imported by the Great Western Railway for des-
tinations eastward of the No. 1 Rabbit-proof Fence must be submitted for inspec-
tion to an inspector immediately after being unloaded from the car or wagon in
which they have been carried on the said railway.
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20. X111 plants an.d fruits, with the exception o.t cherries and gooseberries,
imported by the said railway for destinations west yard of the said fence, must be
sent direct to Fremantle or Albany and taken at once direct from the Fremantle
or Albany railway stations to the Governmet t Fruit Sheds for inspection and
treatment.

21. Cherries and gooseberries imported for destinations -westward of the said
fence may be inspected and released at the Perth Railway Station, but if not in-
spected at that station shall be dealt with as provided in :Regulation 20.

22. Every person having the custody or control of such plants or fruits shall
do and cause to be done everything that. is necessary to enabld these Regulations
to be complied with and carried into effect, and shall facilitate the inspection of
the plants and fruits hereunder, and on any question touching the same being put
to him by any inspector shall answer such question truthfully and completely to
the best of his knowledge, information, and belief.

23. Every importer of fruit or plants shall be liable to pay for inspection
fees according to the Scale in Regulation 9.

24. (1) Any cask imported by sea from any State or territory pursuant to
the exception contained in the proclamation made this day under the said Act
in USt-

(a) have been previously disinfected iniinediately prior to its leaving the
exporting State;

(b) have been stamped or otherwise legibly marked on both ends in
stencilled letters not less than half an inch. in height so as to
indicate the method of disinfection ; and

(c) be accompanied by a certificate issued by an inspector of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture of the exporting State stating the method and
date of disinfection.

(2) Casks and apparatus so imported as aforesaid into Western Australia
by sea from any State or territory shall be inspected by an inspector at Fre-
mantle or Albany, and when any such cask or apparatus is consigned to any
port other than Fremantle or Albany any inspector may cause the same to be con-
veyed to Fremantle or Albany, and the consignee shall, on demand, pay to the
inspector the expenses incurred in and about such conveyance.

(3) All casks and apparatus so. imported by the Great Western Railway for
any destination eastward of the No. 1. Rabbit-proof Fence must be submitted
for inspection to an inspector immediately after being unloaded from the car or
wagon in which they have been carried on the said railway.

(4) All casks and apparatus so imported by the Great )ffestern Railway for
any destination westward of the No. 1 Rabbit-proof Fence shall be inspected at
Fremantle or Perth and any inspector may cause same to be conveyed to either
of these places and the consignee shall, on demand, pay the inspector the ex-
penses incurred in and about such conveyance.

(5) No casks or apparatus inspected under this regulation shall be removed
from the place of inspection except on payment of fees as prescribed in this
regulation.

(6) All casks and apparatus whatever imported from any State or territory
other than South Australia shall, before removal, be disinfected to the satisfac-
tion of an inspector by superheated steam, scalding water, or fumigation.

(7) Casks and apparatus on arrival at the port or place where they are to
be inspected shall be conveyed and delivered (at the expense of the consignee)
direct into such place as an inspector may direct for 'inspection and such other
treatment as may be decided upon ;. and the consignee shall ensure the delivery
of the casks or apparatus into such place as aforesaid.

(8) The fee for inspection shall be threepence per cask, and for disinfection
sixpence per cask, -which fees shall be recoverable from the consignee or owner
in manner set out in Regulation 50: Provided that the minimum amount to be
paid by any one person for disinfection on one occasion shall be four shillings.

(9) Any inspector may cause any cask or apparatus to be conveyed and
delivered into any place as provided in paragraph 7 of this regulation, and the
consignee shall, on demand, pay the expenses incurred in and about such convey-
ance and delivery.

Drvisiox

25. (1) Any person desirous of bringing or sending any apples, citrus fruits,
grapes, tomatoes, bananas, pineapples, or passiflora fruits into that portion of
the State South of the 33rd parallel of South latitude from that portion of the
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State described in the first schedule hereto shall make an application to an
inspector for approval.

(2) The inspector shall satisfy himself before granting approval
(a) that the coverings of the fruit are new and have not been previously

used;
(b) that in the case of apples, such apples have been for a period of six

weeks placed into a. cold store at a temperature of not more than
32 degrees; and

(c) that in the case of citrus fruits (except lemons) such fruits were not
grown inside the area described in the aforesaid schedule.

(3) On the inspector's approval being granted the fruit may be brought or
sent into the portion of the State into which the applicant is desirous of bring-
ing or sending it.

DtvisioN

26. No person shall, except as hereinafter 1..)rovided, use, carry or store
within the State any covering in Avhich any of the fruits specified in the schedule
to the proclamation published in the Gaz'ette and numbered 5, have been contained
and from which such fruits have been unpacked or removed.

27. Notwithstanding. anything in the last 1.:)receding regulation---
(1) coverings which have not contained any of the aforesaid fruits, except

tomatoes, grapes, bananas, gooseberries, blackberries, mulberries,
loganberries, and strawberries, may, subject as hereinafter provided,
be carried or stored within that portion of the State North of the
33rd parallel of South latitude, Or used in that portion of the State
as coverings for any of the fruits so excepted. But such coverings
shall be carried by road only., and not otherwise;

(2) coverings known as fiat fruit cases and having the dimensions of 24in. x
113/4in. x Gin. Ch .have contained any of the fruits mentioned in
the said schedule may be used as coverings for tomatoes only in the
aforesaid portion of the State if such coverings have, before being
so used, been thoroughly steamed at the Government Fruit Sheds at
Fremantle by the officer in charge thereof, and have been legibly
branded on both sides in stencilled letters not less than one inch in
height with the Avords "Government Steamed" and on one end with
the word "Tomatoes."

28.. Any person intending to use any such second-hand flat; fruit cases for
the purpose of packing tomatoes shall deliver all such cases, complete with lids
attached, to the Officer-in-Charge of the Government Fruit Sheds at Fremantle
for the treatment mentioned in the preceding regulations : provided that not less
than 50 cases will be received at any one time from any such person.

29. Cases will be treated daily (except Saturdays) between the hours of
0 a.m. and 2 1).111.1 and any cases intended for treatment must be delivered at the
Sheds not later than 5 p.m. on the previous day.

30. The owner of any cases delivered for treatment shall provide at his own.
expense such labour for the purpose of stacking, branding,. or otherwise dealing
with such cases as may be directed by the Officer-in-Charge.

31. The following fees shall be paid for the treatment of cases :
For the first 100 cases or part of 100 eases 1/9d. per case.
Over 100 cases-1/4,d. per case.

All fees shall be paid in advance at the office of the Fremantle Harbour Trust,
and no eases will be received for treatment unless accompanied by a receipt for
the payment of such fees.

32. Notwithstanding anything contained in any regulation or proclamation
under "The Plant Diseases Act, 1914," to the contrary, it shall be lawful for
second-hand fruit cases to be used for the carriage of figs to any jam factory if
the following conditions are duly observed :

(a) Before any second-band fruit case is used, all existing brands must be
cleaned off the case and the case must be steamed or dipped in boil-
ing water at the factory to the satisfaction of the inspector.

(b) Before any empty ease treated as aforesaid is forwarded from a factory
to a fruitgrower or seller, the case must be legibly branded on one
end thereof in stencilled letters not less than half-inch in height with
the word "Figs," together with the name of the jam factory to which
the case of figs has to be forwarded.
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(c) Before any ease of figs is forwarded by the grower or seller of the figs
to the factory the name and address o=2 the grower must be legibly
branded on one end of the case in stencilled letters not less than
half-inch in height.

(d) Any second -hand case trea'ted as aforesaid and received at the factory
with figs contained therein must not be again used for the carriage
of figs unless the case is again steamed or clipped in boiling water
to the satisfaction of the inspector before such case is forwarded to
the grower or seller of the figs.

(e) the foregoing conditions are not duly observed the provisions of the
regulations and proclamations in force will apply, and penalties for
the breach thereof will be enforced.

33. (1.) Every covering containing fruit shall be legibly branded in sten-
cilled letters not less than half an inch in height, with the name and address of
the grower of the fruit contained in such covering, together with the name of such
fruit.

(2.) If any such covering is a ease or box the brand shall be placed upon
one end of such case or box.

34. Every person using any such case, box, or other covering as aforesaid
shall comply and ensure compliance with the conditions set out in this Division.

DIVISION IV.

35. All orchards containing one or more fruit-trees, all vineyards and nur-
series, and all auction rooms and shops used for the sale of plants, fruit-trees, or
fruit shall be registered as hereinafter provided, and no person shall use, conduct,
manage, control, or be in possession of any such orchard, vineyard, nursery, auction
room or shop which is not for the time being registered under these regulations.

36. (1.) Every application for registration shall be made by the owner or
occupier of the premises or by one of the owners or occupiers (if more than one),
and shall be according to the Form 1 or 2 (as the case May require) in the second
schedule hereto.

(2.) Every application shall be addressed to and lodged Nvith the Registrar
of Orchards (hereinafter termed "the Registrar"), appointed by the Governor
under "The Plant Diseases Act, 1914."

37. On receipt of any application the Registrar shall take such steps as he
shall consider advisable to satisfy himself that the particulars furnished by the
applicant are correct, and if they are correct shall, on payment of a fee according
to the scale hereinafter provided, file or enter the particulars in a book or card
register, and the registration shall be then deemed to be effected.

38. On the completion of any registration the Registrar shall hand to the
applicant a certificate of registration according to the Form 3 in the aforesaid
schedule. The holder of any such certificate shall produce the same for inspection
whenever required by any inspector.

39. Whenever any change has taken place in respect of any of the matters
mentioned in the register concerning any orchard, vineyard, nursery, auction room,
or shop, the owner or occupier for the time being shall notify the Registrar of the
change, and the Registrar shall, on being satisfied of the truth of the notification,
make any necessary alteration in the register.

40. Subject as hereinafter provided, the following fees payable for regis-
tration shall be paid to the Registrar, Department of Agriculture, Perth:

41. No person shall make any false or inaccurate statement in any applica-
tion, or give to the Registrar any particulars which are false or inaccurate in any
respect; and every applicant shall answer truthfully and completely to the best
of his knowledge, information, and belief all questions which shall be put to him
by the Registrar touching his application or the premises therein mentioned.

42. No fee shall be payable where an orchard, vineyard, nursery, auction
room or shop is on land the property of the Crown used for public purposes or
unoccupied.

43. When anything is required to be in any of the forms in the schedule,
it shall be sufficient if it be substantially in the form or to the like effect, and any
such forms may be modified to suit particular cases.

44. These regulations, numbered 35 to 44 (inclusive), shall not apply to any
part of the State North of the 25th parallel of South latitude.

DIVISION V.

45. (1) No person shall sell, exhibit, or offer fore sale any "Fungicide" or
"Insecticide" unless:

(a) The name and brand of such "Fungicide" or "Insecticide" is registered
a

at the Department of Agriculture and a fee of five shillings paid to the
Department for any such registration.

(b) Full particulars giving names and quantities of the destroying agents,
whether singly or in combination contained in any "Fungicide" or
"Insecticide" are first lodged with the Department of Agriculture.

(c) The formula recommended by vendors for mixing or diluting such
"Fungicide" or "Insecticide" is first lodged with the Department of
Agriculture.

( d) Application for registration shall be in the form of the Fourth Schedule
hereto.

(2.) The Director of Apiculture shall have power to refuse registration of
any "Fungicide" or "Insecticide" which in his opinion, whether by reason of faulty
ingredients or formula recommended for mixing or diluting, is not suitable for the
purpose for which it is to be offered for sale.

46. The foregoing Regulation No. 45 shall be brought into operation three
months after these Regulations have been published in the Government Gazette.

DIVISION VI.

Miscellaneous-- Treatment of plants and coverings in nurseries.
47. Before any plants are sent away from any nursery, or land used for the

propagation of plants for sale, the same must be disinfected according to the Third
Schedule hereto : Provided that an inspector may, after inspection and finding
citrus trees and tender plants in foliage free from disease, exempt the same from
treatment.

48. All coverings sent. away from any nursery or land. used for the propaga-
tion of plants for sale, which contain plants and which are intended for sale,
distribution, or gift, must be legibly marked with the name and address of the con-
signor and consignee, and a descriptive invoice of the contents must accompany
the same, with a certificate to the effect that such contents have been disinfected
according to the schedule of treatment to these regulations, and that the said
plants are free from disease.
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Penalty for Breaches.
49. Any person who by act or omission contravenes any of the foregoing

regulations or is in any way privy to a contravention thereof, or who shall fail to
do any act directed to be done, or do any act forbidden to be done by any regula-
tion, shall be guilty of an offence and liable on summary conviction to a penalty not
exceeding £25.

.8ecovery of Fees.
50. In the event of any fees or expenses payable under these regulations

not being paid by any person liable to pay the same, such fees or expenses may be
recovered summarily from such person by complaint made by an inspector in the
manner provided by the Justices Act, 1902-1020, or by action brought by the Crown
in any Court of competent jurisdiction.

51. An inspector in possession of any plants, fruit, casks. or coverings in
respect of which any fees or expenses payable may retain possession thereof
until the fees or expenses are paid.

Definitions.
52. In these Regulations
"Apparatus" means apparatus which have been used in the manufacture of

wine.
"Cask" means a cask or other covering (not being' a bottle) which contains

or has contained wine.
"Fungicide" includes any preparation which is sold for the purpose of being

used for the destruction of any fungus which attacks or is found on plants.
"Insecticide" includes any preparation which is sold for the purpose of being

used for the destruction of any insect which attacks or is found on plants.
"Nursery" means any land or premises used for the purpose of raising or pro-

pagating plants, and includes any hothouse.
"Orchard" shall not be deemed to include a vinery, vineyard, nursery, or hot-

house.
"State" includes territory.
"The Act" means "The Plant Diseases Act, 1914."
"Vine Cuttings" includes "buds."
"Vineyard" means any land used for the purpose of growing or cultivating

grape vines, and any place where any grape vine is cultivated or where
any grape vine which has been cultivated is growing, and includes a vinery.

"Wine" includes "wine vinegar."
