P.W.W.S. 317/53.

WHEREAS by the Water Boards Act, 1904-1954, a
Water Board may, with the approval of the Gov-
ernor, borrow money for the construction of works
for the storage, distribution and supply of water:
Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor, with

with the advice and consent of the Executive
Council and in exercise of the power conferred by
section 3 of the Water Supply, Sewerage and Drain-
age Act, 1912, doth hereby as from and after the
1st day of July, 1959, revoke the said Order in
Council and dissolve the said Broome Road Board
as the Water Board constituted for the Broome
Water Area pursuant to the said Order in Council.

Fire Brigades Act, 1942-1951.
ORDER IN COUNCIL.

C.S.D. 445/58.
WHEREAS by section 5 of the Fire Brigades Act,
1942-1951, it is enacted, inter at&t, that

the municipal and road districts men-
tioned in the Second Schedule to the
Act are, for the purposes of the Act, con-
stituted fire districts, by the names as in
the said Schedule stated;
the Governor may, by Order in Council,
constitute the district of any other local
authority a fire district; assign a name
to any such district, and include the
same in Part II, or Part III, or Part IV
of the Second Schedule;
the Governor may, by Order in Council,
excise from any fire district any specified
portion thereof, and thereupon such
portion shall, for the purposes of the Act,
be no longer included in or be part of
such district; and
subject as therein stated, the Governor
may, by Order in Council, unite the dis-
trict of or portions of the districts of two
or more local authorities, or may unite the
districts of any one or more local autho-
rities with any portion or portions of an-
other or others into one fire district, by
such name as the Governor may think fit.

Now, therefore, His Excellency the Governor,
acting with the advice and consent of the
Executive Council and in exercise of the powers
conferred by the Act, doth hereby

(a) constitute the Gosnells Road District a
fire district;
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assign the name of Gosnells Fire District
to that district and include the same in
Part II of the Second Schedule to the
Act;
excise from the Gosnells Fire District so
constituted the portion thereof fully de-
scribed in the Appendix to this Proclama-
tion; and
unite the Gosnells Fire District with the
municipal and road districts comprising
the Metropolitan Fire District and men-
tioned in Parts I and II of the Second
Schedule to the Act, which districts as
so united shall be known as the metro-
politan fire district.
