the care, control andmanagementof the Council.

3.1.3 Notwithstandingthe provisionsof SubBy-law 3.1.1 the following signsare
not required to have a licence issued under these By-laws, but are
neverthelessto be erected and maintained so as to comply with the
requirementsof theseBy-laws andwith Main RoadsDepartmentsregula
tions relating to main roadsunderthe control andmanagementof the Main
RoadsDepartment:
a display centredirectional signs;
b portablesigns;
c servicestation Roster signs.

3.1.4 Everylicencethat is grantedpursuantto theseBy-laws shall exist subject
only to the provisionsof theseBy-laws.
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3.1.5 Notwithstandingthat a sign or hoardingcomplies with the provisionsof
theseBy-laws the Council may refusea licence if:

a such sign or hoarding would, in its opinion, increasethe numberor
variety of signsso as to becometoo numerousor variousto the locality
to be injuriousto the amenityor naturalbeautyor safetyof thelocality;
or

b such sign or hoarding advertisesgoods or services which are not
produced,displayedor offered for sale or otherwiseavailable to the
public upon or from the premiseswhere such sign or hoarding is
erected,attachedor affixed.

3.2 Revocationof Licences

The Council may, without limiting its powerto prosecutefor anybreachof these
By-laws or to recoverany penaltyarising therefrom,by notice in writing to the
licenseerevoke any licence grantedby the Council pursuantto theseBy-laws
where:

a anything purporting to be done pursuantto a licence issuedunder these
By-laws is not done in conformity with the licence or with theseBy-laws
or a sign or hoardingthe subject of a licence is so altered that, in the
opinion of the Council, it is objectionableor contravenesBy-law 3.1.5; or

b the licenseeis guilty of an offenceagainsttheseBy-laws in respectto such
licence.

3.3 Inspectionof Licences.
3.3.1 A licensee shall, on demandby an officer of the Council produce for

inspectionany licence issuedby the Council pursuantto theseBy-laws.

3.3.2 Every sign or hoarding the subject of a licence issuedby the Council
pursuantto the By-laws shall bearon its facebottom left handcorner as
viewedin clearly legible figuresminimum 25 mm high the numberof the
licence applicableto the said sign or hoardingas providedby Council.

3.4 Applicationsfor Licences

3.4.1 An applicationto the Council for a licence pursuantto theseBy-laws shall
be madein the form of anapplicationset out in the First Schedulehereto.

3.4.2 An application for the first issue of a licence in respect to a sign or
hoardingshall be accompaniedby duplicateplans,drawnto a scaleof not
less than 1 to 50 showing the size, position, design and inscriptionsto
appearthereon, the method of construction and fixing of the sign or
hoardingto a building or structure,setbacksof the sign or hoardingfrom
a street, way, footpath or other public place,boundarieswhere applicable
togetherwith such further information as Council may require.

3.4.3 An applicationfor the first issueof a licence,in respectof a roofsign shall
be accompaniedby a certificatefrom an architect or structuralengineer
certifying that the building and roof thereofupon which it is proposedto
erectthe roofsignis in all respectsof sufficientstrengthto supportthe roof
sign, under all conditions and that the roof sign is itself of structurally
sounddesign.

3.4.4 Every applicantfor a licence pursuantto theseBy-laws shall furnish in
writing such further particularsas to the sign or hoardingthe subjectof
a licence applicationas may be requiredby the Building Surveyor.

3.4.5 If so requiredby the Council an applicantfor a licence in respectof an
illuminated sign shall produce to the Council a written consentto the
erectionof the said sign, signed by or on behalfof the relevant person
authority or body having for the time being the managementof traffic
control lights within the district of the Shire of Greenough.

3.4.6 Subject to By-law 3.2 and except where otherwiseprovided in these
By-laws,a licence issuedpursuantto theseBy-laws remainsvalid until an
alterationis proposedto be madeto the structureor areaof the sign or
hoarding in respectof which a licencehas beenissuedandin such event
the licenseeshall apply for a new licence.

3.4.7 The Council may imposeany conditionsit thinks fit to a licence issued
pursuantto theseBy-laws.

3.5 Licence Fees
A licence pursuant to these By-laws shall only be issued and valid upon
paymentof the appropriatefee as set out in the Second Scheduleto these
By-laws,but the prior paymentof a licence fee pursuantto any By-laws that
were in operationprior to the coming into operationof theseBy-laws shall be
deemedto be a paymentfor the purposeof this By-law.
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3.6 SpecialPermits
3.6.1 Notwithstandinganything contained or provided in these By-laws the

Council may, by written permit issuedby the Building Surveyor,allow the
display of:
a advertisementsat churches,theatresand otherplacesof public enter

tainment,or of advertisementsof meetingsor othermattersof public
interest.

b a sign or advertising device in the form of searchlights, flood lights,
pennants,flags, bannersandthe like used to call attention to, or for
the purposeof advertising any service,business,function, operation,
event or undertaking,upon such terms and for such period as the
Council may in eachcasethink fit.

3.6.2 Such terms and conditionsimposedby the Council pursuantto By-law
3.6.1 hereofand the period of the permit shall be specifiedin the permit.

3.6.3 Council may revoke any such permit at any time without assigningany
reasonfor such revocation.

3.6.4 Upon the expiration or revocation of a permit issued underthis By-law
the personsto whom the permit was issued shall forthwith remove the
advertisementsign or advertisingdevice to which the permit relatesand
failure by the holder of the permit to removethe advertisementwithin a
reasonabletime shall be an offence.

4. General
4.1 Restrictions

A sign of advertisingdevice shall not be erectedor maintained:
a i so asto obstructor impedeall or part of theview which may beenjoyed

from a street,way, footpath,public place or privatepropertyof a river,
the seaor any other place of featureof naturalbeauty;

ii so asto obstructor impedethe sightlines requiredfor the free andsafe
movementof traffic in, to, or from any street, way, footpath, public
place or private property.

b so as to belikely to be confusedwith or mistakenfor an official traffic light
or sign or so as to contravenethe Main RoadsAct 1982 or the Regulations
madethereunder.

c except with the approval of the Council on any ornamentaltower, spire,
domeor similar architecturalfeatureor on a lift machineryroom,bulkhead
over stairs or other superstructureover the main roof of a building or
structure.

d on any land that is zonedin the District Zoning Schemeas residentialor
usedfor residentialpurposesotherthana siteof lawful non-conforminguse
other than residential,unlessspecifically permitted in theseBy-laws.

e on or to any building or structureof which the stability of the building or
structureis, in the opinion of the Building Surveyor,likely to be detrimen
tally affected by the sign or advertisingdevice.

0 as a movableor portable sign upon a carriageway,dividing strip or traffic
island.

g on a light or power pole without the approval of the relevant authority
responsiblefor the erection of that pole.

h upon or inside a vehicle adapted and exhibited primarily to facilitate
advertising.

i in the form of balloons or blimps.
j so as to haveall or any part thereofprojected,flashing, animated,moving

or rotating.

k in or at any site, location or position where,in the opinion of the Council,
the advertisementwill not be harmonious with the surroundingsin the
locality in which the advertisementis proposed to be sited, located or
positionedor where Council considersit will be undesirablefor reasonsto
be statedby the Council.

1 as an election sign.
4.2 Inscriptions on Signs

Except in the case of a direction sign, sale sign, information panel and a
developmentsign, signsattachedor affixed to a premises,or building generally
shall only displayone or more of the following:
a the nameof one or moreof the occupiersof the samepremisesor building;
b etails of the businessor businessescarriedon, in, or at the samepremises

or building;
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c details of the goods sold in or at the same premisesor building to which
it is affixed and nothing more.

d any other matter approvedby the Council.
4.3 Existing Signs

Wherean existing sign fails to conform to the requirementsof theseBy-laws
a personreceivinga directionfrom the Council to removethe sign shall remove
it immediatelyuponreceivingthe direction. A personreceiving sucha direction
may within 14 days of his receipt thereofappeal in writing to the Council.

4.4 Fixing of Signs
Every sign shall be securelyfixed to the structureby which it is supportedto
the satisfactionof the Surveyorand shall be safelymaintained.

4.5 Obstructionof Doors etc
A sign shall not be erectedor maintainedso as to obstructaccessto or from
any door, fire escapeor window, otherthana window designedfor the display
of goods.

4.6 Glass in Signs

Glass shall not be usedin any sign exceptfor the purposeof illumination of an
illuminated sign.

4.7 Readily CombustibleMaterial
Exceptin the caseof posterssecurelyaffixed to a signboardor hoarding,readily
combustiblematerialsincluding, but not exclusively paper,cardboardor cloth
shall not form part of or be attachedto any sign.

4.8 Signs to be Kept Clean

Every sign shall be kept clean and free from unsightly matter and shall be
maintainedby the licenseeor owner in good order free of dilapidation.

4.9 Bill Posting

A personshall not bill postwithin the district of the Shire of Greenoughexcept
on a hoardingapprovedfor the purposeby the Council.

4.10 Fly Posting
4.10.1A personshall not fly postat anysite, placeor location within thedistrict

of the Shire of Greenough.
4.10.2 Whenan offenceagainsttheseBy-laws occurs in respectto fly posting,

any personauthorizingthe fly postingadvertisementshall be deemedto be
the personwho committedthe offence if within seven7 days of being
requestedto do so by an officer of the Shire of Greenough,he fails to
identify the personhe employed or authorizedto display the bills, the
subjectof the offence.

4.11 Design Principles

Any sign or advertisingdevice erectedandmaintainedin accordancewith these
By-laws shall:

a be simple andprovide for instant recognition;

b in design, colour and location be sympatheticand harmoniouswith the
surroundingstreet, way, footpath, public place or private property and
environmentandthe building or structureto which it is attachedor affixed;

c be placed and constructedso as not to endangerpublic safety;
d haveall sign writing, designwork, lettering and colouring theretocarried

out in a competentandprofessionalmanner.
4.12 RoadReservesandOpenSpaceReservesUnderthe CareandControl of Council

4.12.1 Unless otherwise allowed pursuantto these By-laws or approved by
Council, anadvertisingsign or hoardingshallnotbe permittedto be erected
or maintainedon road or open spacereservesunder the care and control
of the Council.

4.12.2 The Council may grant approvalfor the erection of an advertisingsign
or hoardingon road or open spacereservesunder the care and control of
the Council andimposeany suchconditionsor enterinto anysuch contract
or agreementwith the owner or licenseeof the advertisingsign or hoarding
as it seesfit to ensurethe proper control and maintenanceof any such
advertising sign andhoarding.

5. Requirements for Particular Signs
5.1 Clocks

A clock shall:

a if suspendedundera verandahor in an arcade,have its centrecoinciding
with the centre line of the footway, accessway or footpath thereunder;

b comply as regardswith the following table:

c be affixed or attachedeitherparallelor at right anglesto the wall to which
it is affixed or attached;

e afford a minimum headwayof 2.75 m;

0 be maintainedso as to show the correcttime;

g be illuminated from sunsetto midnight; and

h if fitted with chimes,not be permittedto strike betweenmidnight and7.00
am

5.2 DevelopmentSigns
Developmentsigns shall:

a only be erectedwhere morethan 10 subdivisionallots are to be creal in
the developmentor the stageof developmentbeing advertised.

b only be erectedin the ratio of 1 m2 of areaperhectareof the total land to
be subdivided,up to a maximum aggregateareaof all developmentsigns
of 50 m2 with no individual sign exceeding22 m2 in area;

c be removedfrom the sitewithin two years of the granting of a licencefor
the same or when 80 per centof the lots by numberin the subdivisionor
stagebeing advertisedhavebeensold, whicheveris the sooner.

5.3 Direction Signs on StreetPoles

5.3.1 Approval is requiredfor the erection of any directionalsign on a street
pole and such approval shall only be grantedby the resolution of the
Council andwhere approvalhasbeenso grantedany directionalsign on a
streetpole shall:

a afford a minimum headwayof 2.25 m;

b not exceed150 mm in depthor 1,200 mm in length;

c be securelyaffixed to and supportedby one or more columnsof steel
of sufficient size andstrengthto supportthe sign underall conditions:

d be erectedandmaintainedso asnot to causeinterferenceor hazardto
vehicular traffic or cause any interferenceor hazard to or impede
pedestrians.

5.3.2 Council may revoke any such approvalat any time without assigningany
reasonfor such revocationof approval.

5.4 Display Centre Directional Signs
Eachdisplay centremay havea maximum of four directionsigns on the verge
at any one time and any such sign shall:

a only be displayedduring the times the display centreto which the signs
are directed,is open to the public;

b be sited as not to createa hazardto vehicular or pedestriantraffic;

c not havedimensionsexceeding600 mm x 450 mm and not havea height
exceeding600 mm.

5.5 Display HomeSigns
Display home signs shall:

a be provided in a ratio not exceeding2 m2 per homein a centrewith no
individual sign exceeding4 m2, the overall height of sign shall not exceed
4 m;

b not be illuminated after 9.00 pm;

c be approvedfor a period not exceeding12 months at any one time.
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5.6 Hoardings
5.6.1 Hoardings shall not:

a be erectedin an areazonedresidentialpursuantto the District Zoning
Scheme;

b except with the approval of Council, be erectedwithin 15m of any
street,way, footpathor public place andin any caseshall not be closer
than its own height to a street,way, footpathor public place;

c be of greaterareathan 22 m2.
5.6.2 A licence issuedin respectto a hoardingshall be valid for suchperiodas

determinedby the Council but not exceeding10 years.
5.6.3 The licence fee for a hoarding is an annual licence fee and is payable

annuallyfor suchperiod as the hoardingis erectedor maintainedwith the
approvalof the Council. /

5.7 Horizontal Signs

5.7.1 A horizontal sign shall:

a afford a minimum headwayof 2.75 m;

b be affixed or attachedparallel to the wall of the building or structure
to which it is affixed or attached;

c conform as to depthto the following table:

Any sign greaterthan 12 m shouldbe 150 mm in depth for each300
mm in height to a maximumof 4.5 m. All horizontalsigns behindthe
9 m setbackfrom the front boundarycan bedouble the aforementioned
approveddepthof the sign providingthewhole of the sign is within the
fascia limits;

d not project more than 600 mm from the wall to which it is affixed or
attached;and

e notbe within 600 mm of eitherend of the wall to which it is attached,
unlessthe endof the sign abutsagainsta brick, stoneor cementcorbel,
pier or pilaster which is at least25 mm in front of and 75 mm above
andbelow the sign.

5.7.2 Notwithstandingthe provisionsof paragraphc of Sub By-law 5.7.1, the
Council may permit an increaseof not morethan 50 percentof the depth
thereinmentioned in any part or parts of a sign to permit the inclusion
thereinof a motif or capital letter.

5.7.3 Thereshall be not more than one line of horizontalsignsfacing any one
street,way, footpath, public place or private propertyon any building or
structure.

5.7.4 The nameof the building or structure,owner or occupiermay be shown
on the facadeof a building or structurebut:
a unlessotherwiseapprovedby the Council, only one suchnameshall be

placed on any facade;
b the letters of the nameshall not exceed1.2 m in height;
c the letters shall be of metal or other non-combustiblematerial; and
d the letters shall not be lit or illuminated unless all illuminated

lettering has beenapprovedby the Council.
5.8 Illuminated Signs

Every illuminated sign shall:

a have any boxing or casing in which it is enclosedconstructedof non
combustiblematerial;

b have its electrical installation constructedandmaintainedto the satisfac
tion of the State EnergyCommissionor the appropriateelectricity supply
authority andin accordancewith the SAA Code3000-1976;

c be maintainedto operateas an illuminated sign; and

d not haveor producelight of suchintensity or colour as to causeannoyance
to the public and not interferewith traffic control lights.
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5.9 Information Panels
The Council may provide information panelsor bays of varying sizes.

5.10 Institutional Signs

Institutional signs shall not exceed0.5 m2 in areaexceptwith the approvalof
the Council but in any case,no such sign shall exceed2 m2 in area.

5.11 PortableSigns
5.11.1 A portablesign shall:

a not exceed1 m in height;

b not exceed0.8 m2 double sided area;
c not indicate or display any matterother than the nameof the owner

or occupierof the premisesto which it relatesand the natureof the
businesscarriedon therein;

d not containany letter of a size less than 120 mm;

e contain the word "open";

0 be placed so as not to causeinterferenceor be hazardousto vehicular
traffic or causeany interferenceor hazardor impedepedestrians;

g be of sound construction,maintainedin good condition, neatly sign
written andfixed in position to the satisfactionof the Surveyor;

h be locatedwholly within the boundariesof land owned or occupiedby
the personwho erectedor who hasmaintainedthe sign.

5.11.2 A person shall not erect a portable sign in any position other than
adjacentto the building to which the sign relates.

5.11.3 A personshall not erect more thanone portablesign in relation to the
one shop or businessunit or premises.

5.11.4 A personwho erects a portable sign shall removethe sameat the close
of businesseach day and shall not erect the same again until the
commencementof businesson the following or a subsequenttrading day.

5.12 Pylon Signs
5.12.1 A pylon sign shall:

a not haveany part thereofless than2.75 m or morethan 6 m abovethe
level of the ground immediately below it;

b not exceed2.6 m measuredin any directionacrossthe face of the sign
or havea greatersuperficial areathan 4 m2

c not project more than 900 mm over any adjacentstreet;

d be supportedon one or more piersor columnsof brick, stone,concrete
or steel of sufficient size, strengthandconstructionto supportthe sign
under all conditions;

e where supportedby two or more piers or columns,the spacebetween
the piers or columnsnot be wholly or partly filled in with any material
below 2.75 m abovegroundlevel;

0 not, as to any part thereof,project overany adjacentstreetat a height
of less than 2.75 m;

g notbe within 2 m of the side boundariesof the 1t on which it is erected
unlessthe lot on which the pylon s erectedabutsan intersecting
streetor right of way, in which casethe Council may authorizethe
erection of a sign at a lesserdistancethan 2 m;

h nothaveany part thereofless than 6 m from any part of anothersign
erectedon the samelot.

5.12.2 Where more than one pylon sign is proposedto be erectedon a lot on
which unit factoriesor small shopsare erected,or are to be erected,Council
may require all the pylon signs to be incorporatedinto one sign in which
event:

a initial approvalshall be given to the pylon sign framework together
with one or more sign infills:

b anapplicationis to be submittedandapprovalgivenfor eachadditional
infill;

c all infills are to be an equalsize andspaceis to beprovidedto the sign
for one infill for eachshop or unit on the lot;

d the total areaof the infihl signs specified underSub By-law 5.12.1b
may be increasedby up to 50 per cent i.e. to a maximum of 6 m2.

5.12.3 Notwithstandingthe provisionsof Sub-By-law 5.12.1 and 5.12.2., ap
proval for the erection of a pylon sign that doesnot meetthe requirements
of theseBy-laws may only be grantedby the resolution of the Council.
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5.13 Roof Signs
5.13.1 Approval for the erection of a sign on a roof of a building shall only be

grantedby resolution of the Council and where approval has been so
granted,a roof sign shall:

a not at any point be within 4 m of the ground;
b not extendlaterally beyondthe externalwalls of the building;

c comply as regardsheight aboveground and height of sign with the
following table:

5.13.2 When ascertainingthe height of the main building aboveground level
for the purposeof this By-law, any part of the roof at the point wherethe
sign is to beerected,that is providedsolely for the purposeof architectural
decoration,shall be disregarded.

5.14 Rural ProducersSigns

A rural producersign shall not:

a projectmore than900 mm over a streetalignmentas definedin the Act;

b exceed1 m2 in area;

c exceeda height 3 m abovethe level of the ground immediatelybelow it.
5.15 Sale Signs

5.15.1Any sale sign of any description shall be erectedon the land to which
it relatesand not elsewhere.

5.15.2 A land sale sign advertisingfor sale lots createdby a subdivisionshall:

a not exceed10 m2 in area;

b not be erectedor maintainedfor a period exceedingsix 6 months
without the prior approvalof the Council;

c not be erecteduntil:
i the plan of subdivision has beenapprovedby the Departmentof

Planning& Urban Development;

ii the land has beenzonedfor the appropriateuse.

5.15.3 Notwithstandingthe provisions of Sub-By-law 5.15.1 land sale signs
advertisingfor salelots createdby a subdivisionmay be erectedon theroad
vergewith approvrlfr’n the Council, but in any event,any suchsignshall
not exceed3,000 n/ø2,400 mm in size. This Sub-By-law only appliesto
subdivisions containing a minimum of 25 residentiallots. Specialcircum
stancesmust apply before such approval will be grantedby the Council.

5.15.4 A sale sign advertisingan auctionshall:

a not exceed2 m2 in area;

b not be erectedmore than 28 days before the proposeddate of the
auction;

c be removedno later than 48 hoursafter the auctionhas beenheld;

d where such a sign is erectedon land havinga frontageto a road, that
is a mainroadwithin the meaningof the Main RoadsAct 1982, consist
of letters not less than 150 mm in size.

5.15.5A salesign advertisingthat flats anddwelling units in a building erected,
or to be erected,are, or will be available for letting or for purchaseshall:

a not exceed2 m2 in area;
b not be erectedbefore the issue of a building licence for any such

building;

c not be erectedor maintainedfor a period exceedingthree3 months
following completion of any suchbuilding, without the prior approval
of the Council.
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5.16 SemaphoreSigns

5.16.1 A semaphoresign shall:

a afford a minimumheadwayof 2.75 m;

b be affixed at right anglesto the wall to which it is affixed or attached;

c not project more than 1 m from the point of attachmentnor be of
greaterheight at any point than 1 m;

d befixe.d over or adjacentto the entranceto a building; and

e not be erectedunderor over any verandah.

5.16.2 Not more thanone semaphoresign shall be fixed over or adjacentto any
oneentranceto a building.

5.17 ServiceStationSigns

5.17.1 A maximum of two 2 service station signs located on the same
supportsare permitted on servicestation sites, but only one sign shall
relate the price of petrol. In addition to the aforementioned,a service
station sign shall:

a not exceedQ.8 m2 double sided area;

b be locatedwholly within the boundariesof the site used as a service
station;

c be of sound construction,maintainedin good condition, neatly sign-
written andfixed in position to the satisfactionof the Surveyor;

d be locatedso as not to causea traffic or safetyhazard.

5.17.2 For eachservicestation on rostera maximumof four rostersigns may
be erectedor placedon the roadverge at any one time and any such sign
shall:

a only be displayedduringthe timesthe servicestationto which theyare
directed is openon roster to the public;

b be sited as not to createa hazardto vehicular or pedestriantraffic;

c not have dimensionsexceeding600 mm x 450 mm and not have a
heightexceeding600 mm.

5.18 Signs on Fences

A sign may be paintedor erectedon the inside of a side or rearfence of a lot
situatedwithin a commercialareaor a light industrialareaif the lot is occupied
and usedfor businesspurposes.Any such sign shall not exceed1,000 mm in
height, nor be within three metresof any street boundary, unless specific
approvalis grantedfrom the Council. Signsmay not be erectedor paintedon
any fence, other than the areasspecified above.

5.19 Tower Signs
A tower sign shall not, unlessprior approvedby Council:

a indicateor display anymatterotherthanthenameof the owneror occupier
of the land or premiseson which the mast, tower or chimney stack is
erected;

b if illuminated, be a flashing sign;

c exceedin height one-sixth of theheight of the mast,tower or chimneystack
on which it is placed;

d exceedin width, the width or diameterof the mast,tower or chimneystack
on which it is placed;or

e extendlaterally beyondany part of the mast, tower or chimney stack on
which it is placed.

5.20 VerandahSigns

5.20.1 SignsAbove VerandahFascias

Signs comprisingfree standinglettersonly, may be erectedabovethe outer
fascia of a verandahparallelto the kerb if the letteringdoesnot exceed400
mm in height andis mountedon a baseof at least 75 mm in width.

5.20.2 Signs on VerandahFascias

A sign fixed to the outer or return fascia of a verandah:

the Council may recoverthe expenseof the removalfrom the owneror occupier
of the propertyin a Court of competentjurisdiction.

8. Penalties

Any personwho is guilty of an offenceagainsttheseBy-laws is liable to:
a a penalty not exceedingfive hundreddollars $500; and
b a daily penalty,during the continuingbreach,not exceedingfifty dollars $50.
