 (c) 2.781 cents in the dollar on the unimproved value of the land held in the 
area comprising the local government districts of Shark Bay, Carnarvon, 
Exmouth, Upper Gascoyne, Murchison; 

 (d) 2.318 cents in the dollar on the unimproved value of the land held in the 
area comprising the local government I districts of Yalgoo, Mount Magnet, 
Cue, Meekatharra; 

 (e) 3.152 cents in the dollar on the unimproved value of the land held in the 
area comprising the local government districts of Ngaanyatjarraku, Wiluna, 
Sandstone, Leonora, Laverton, Menzies, Coolgardie, Kalgoorlie/Boulder, 
Dundas; and 

 (f) 0.000 cents in the dollar on the unimproved value of land held under 
pastoral lease in an area not forming part of the local government districts 
specified above.
