And We do hereby authorise, empower, and 
command you to exercise and perform all and 
singular the powers and directions contained in 
certain Letters Patent under the Great Seal, bear­
ing date at Westminster the twenty-ninth day of 
October, 1900, constituting the Office of Governor 
in and oVer Our State of Western Australia antl 

its Dependencies, in the Commonwealth of Aus­
tralia, or in any other Letters Patent adding to, 
amending, or substituted for the same, and 
according to such Orders and Instructions as the 
Governor for the time being of the said State hath 
already received, or as you may hereafter receive 
from Us. 

III. And We do hereby appoint that so soon as 
you shall have taken the prescribed Oaths, and 
have entered upon the duties of your Office of 
Governor, this Our Present Commission shall 
supersede Our Commission under Our Sign Manual 
and Signet bearing date the fifth day of October, 
1948, appointing Our Trusty and Well-beloved the 
Honourable Sir James Mitchell, Knight Grand 
Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint 
Michael and Saint George, to be Governor of Our 
State of Western Australia and its Dependencies. 

IV. And We do hereby command all and singu­
lar Our Officers, Ministers, and loving subjects in 
Our said State and its Dependencies, and all others 
whom it may concern, to take due notice hereof, 
and to give their ready obedience accordingly.
