Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Act 2000

An Act to amend the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981.

The Parliament of Western Australia enacts as follows:

1.
Short title



This Act may be cited as the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Act 2000.

2.
Commencement


(1)
Except as stated in subsection (2), this Act is deemed to have come into operation on the day on which section 32 of the Workers’ Compensation and Rehabilitation Amendment Act 1999 came into operation.


(2)
Section 1, this section, and section 4(2)(b) come into operation on the day on which this Act receives the Royal Assent.
